side or ten davs, where she discharged her cargo,
and took In about 60 tons or sugar, and sailed for
Honolulu en route fur San Francisco. She is con-
signed to Messrs Wm. G. Irwin fc Co , of Ibis city,
who will load and dispatch her in a few days. Tbe
Malolo, is a really beuutiinl cratt, and is owned by
Mr. A. F. Cooke of this city. She was built at Port
Ludlow and made ber Initial trip from tbere to this
port In the short time of 13 days, which is consid-
ered a very quick trip The Malolo Is intended for
Ibe inter-Isla- nd trade of this Kingdom, and is by
odds one of tbe very best coasters in tin- - Kingdom.
She seems to have been built without regard to
expel se, as she possesses superior accommoda-
tions lor pasengers and freight, and is a credit to
onr Island fleet, as well as to ber enterprising
owner.

Takiko the Law in nis ows Hands. On Sun-
day afternoon tbe 13lb inst. tbere was quite an
excitement created for a time In Hotel street below
Nuoann atreet in this city. It appears that a smalt
native boy went Into a Chinese restaurant and gut a
cup ol coffee. After drinking Ibe coffee tbe boy-
was about to leave without paying fur II, nuena
difficulty arose between tbe boy and a Chinaman
in charge at tbe time. Tbe Chinaman becoming
.cry much enraged seized a knife and strurk the
boy on ibe back part of the head, cutting a small
gash in the scalp. Tbe polices were soon on the
gronnd bat the Chinaman who did tbe cuttinc had
fird. He was followed into an adjoining building
by Ibe police, where the latter surprised a lot of
Mongolians In the act of gambling. The police did
not succeed we beiirve In tbe apprehension of tbe
Chinaman who assaulted tbe native boy, hut
secured those of bis countrymen who werevlola- t-
ting the law and Sabbath by indulging in a game of
cuance lor coin. ine unoiecrnna were marched
to Ibe Station House and locked up for farther
judicial investigation. Tbe real cause of the trou-
ble will no doubt be taken and held to answer for
taking the law in bis own hands.

Woman's Board or Missions. The Eighth An-

nual Report or the Woman's Board or Missions for
ibe Pacific Islands, together witb the Cntltution
aud s ol tbe Society, has been published In
pamphlet form. The leports of tlir nnd
Home, Secretary's are full of Information touching
tbe work of the devotnd women who are encaged
In the MUsiiinary cause on these Islands. As a
sample we quote the following from the report of
the Home Secretary : "Enconratiing reporlR have
been received from most or all in regard to Chinese
evangelisation. A Chinese colporteur, Wong Tee,
has been welcomed to their community as a God-
fearing man. They have appropriated their funds
largely to his support and lu aid ol the general work
of Chinese evangelization. It was a touching sight
on the last Communion Sahbatb, to see five con-
verts from Paganism to Christianity, led by tbe
colporteur tn receive baptism and to be adinittid
to the church." From the report of the Foreign
Secretary, we learn that much good has resulted to
the people of the Mlcronesian and other islands in
the South Pacific during the past yeae from tbe
efforts of the society to dlsemiuate useful knowl-
edge to lh(6e benighted peoples. The Financial
Secretary In htr report Hates the condition of the
finances In be.-- Receipts for the pant year, inclu-
ding the balance at end of 1STS, $1,032 50. with a
balance on band on the 4th June last of $C!2

Convicted or Murdek in tbe First Degree.
In tbe Supreme Court for the Hawaiian Islands,
slttlug for ibe regular July Teim last week, anatlre
woman by tbe name ol Kellibanaiwi was convicted
of murder in the first degree Ine facts of the case
are as follows: On the morning of the 1st of March
last, at Walluku, Maul, chinaman by the name of
Akela, who kept a amtll shop in tbe town,
was lound dead in his shop, Ou examination
by the physician. Dr. Eudere, the cause of death
was pronounced to be by strangulation, as there
were Impressions of finger nails as Well as knife
wounds on the throat of the deceased, and a frac-
ture ol tbe skull on the back part of the bead.
From the evidencea found and the appearance of
the body, it w as evident tbat the murder must have
been participated In by more than one person.
Three persons, namely. Asham, a Chlnamun, Alonzo
Dai, and the woman Kelllhauaiwi, (wile of Alonzo
Davis) were arrested on sueplclon of having com-initl- ed

the murder. At the April Term of tbe Cir-
cuit Court for Maul the trial came on. A nolle
prosequi was eniered by the Crowo in tbe case of
Davis, and tbe Chinaman Asbam was acquitted by
the petit jury. In tbe case of tbe woman Kalihana-iwl- ,

the venue was changed to Honolulu, and
she was tried before the Supreme Court (lull bench)
on Monday tbe 7tb Inst., and resulted In tbe on

nf the defendant as above stated. In this
letter case tbe jurors were all Uawalians. His Excel
lency the Attorney General appeared on behalf of
tbe Crown, and lue prisoner wasdetedded by J. M.
Davidson, Esq. The case was committed to the
jury al 3 r. M. on Tuesday, and al half past 1
Wednesday morning returned a lerdict of guilty of
murder in the first degree with three jurors dis-
senting. Tbe peculiarity in this case is that thu
woman Kalihaualwi was convicted in Honolulu on
the same state of facts upon which the other de-
fendant Asbam, who doubtless participated In the
murder, was acquitted by a jury composed of for-
eigners at Walluku in April last. This is a strange
result to say tbe least ol it, and does uot argue well
for tbe trial by jury on these Islands. "The glori-
ous uncertainty of tbe law," as well as the like un-
certain!) ofjuiies, have in this case been practically
illustrated. The Chinaman, Asbam, goes scot free
bj the verdict of a Walluku jury, while a partictpt
crimiiiU is pronounced guilty of tbe murder, when
all the tacts go to prove the party acquitted to be
tbe leader if uot the actual pcrpelralur ul the crime.
Hanging is a horrible disposition to make ol an
individual at any time, and we do hope that In the
case of the woman Keliibanaiwi, that her punish-
ment may he commuted to imprisonment for a
term of years or for her natural lite, if in the judg-
ment ofrHis Majesty aud Ibe Privy Council Ibe fails
of the case n ill warrant such a disposition.

Another Convicted or Murder in the First
Degree. Iu tbe Supreme Court of this kingdom
ou Monday last, tbe case of tbe King vs. Brown for
tbe murder of Ibe sailor Wilkenson a few weeks
ago ou board tbe American bark Morro Castle was
called. The case was tried belore a full bench of
judges and by a foreign jury and resulted in finding
tbe prisoner guilty of murder in tbe first degree.
Tbe facts In tbe above case were given In our paper
at the time of tbe sad occurrence and need not be
repeated here. Tbls makes tbe second case of
conviction of murder in the first degree, at the pre-
sent term of the Couit, whicb Is a sad commentary
on the digeueracy ol the times in a community
S3 small as ours.

Tbe Queen's Hospital. For want of space, we
are compelled to aynoptise the reports of tbe Sec-

retary and Treasurer of the Queen's Hospital for
the past year, frum which documents we gather tbe
following Interesting inlormation regarding this
valuable Institution : The billowing statement
shows the financial condition of Ihe institution as
stated by the Treasurer, John H. Paty. E6q. : Re-
ceipts from Maj 31, lb77, to May 31, 1879. 2 years,
$3u,!j03 43. Disbursements to June lb79, $34,057.-b- S,

with a balance of cash in Bank of $5,620.00.
Tue total amount received during 20 years, the pe-
riod since the Hospital was established, including
the cash balance, has been $239,957.02. From the
report of tbe Secretary, F. A. Schaefer, Esq , we
gather Ihe following siatistica : "During tbe term
934 persons have been received a indoor patients
ol the Hospital, of wlioin 604 were Hawailans and
330 foreigners, and 971 persons were treated as out-
door patients, while the sum of $34,057.83 has been
expended tor Ihe requirements ul thu Hospital
during tbat time. The number of deaths were 97,
wblcb is a trifle over 10 per ceot. and proves to be
a moderate proportion, in comparison to similar
institutions In other countries. Ibe receipts ol Ihe
hospital tax and from foreign patients have been
quite large e. g. f t5,732.S7 aud $7,812.89 respec-
tively, and In pruvidiug for Ibe rtquireiuents of tbe
Institution for tbe lutureit would be nnwiae in
take these figures as a standard. Tbe great influx of
juinese lauurera uuring inese two years, subject to
hospital tax canuol poealbly continue for a length
of time, and It thu number of foreign patients of
the Hospital should still increase, tbe accommoda-
tions for tbcm will bare Iu bt, enlarged and at no
small cost." The Secretary then compllmeutt Ihe
physician and purveyor of Ibe Hospital, ou Ibe
laithlul discbarge or their respective duties, and
concludes with approdriate reflections upou the
uieuiuij ui muse wuo uave passea away, wuo were
Instrumental iu bringing into existence this noble
cnarity, and wbo iu tbelr lifetime gave their time
aud means 10 keep it up. After readiog and dis-
cussion of these reyorts by the members of the So-
ciety present, tbe Secretary read an official commu-
nication from Hit Excellency tbe MlulMer of tbe
Interior, stating that Hit Majesty the King bad
been pleased to His Honor C. C. Harris,
Vice Presic-en- or the Queen's Hospital for tbe bi-

ennial period next ensuing, and lo approve of Ibe
following appointmeuts lor Trustees tor the term
of lour years from now, viz: His Excclleucy J. M
Kapena, F. A. Schaefer.

New Tork, July 6 Rio Janeiro advances to June
Stb report of tbe dismissal ottbe Minister of Ihe
Interior by the Emperor, at Ibe request of Ihe
Premier, because of differences with his colleagues,
caused great excitement In the Chamber of Depu-
ties. The dismissed Minister interpellated tbe
Government, and tbe crowd In tbe galleries ap-

plauded and booted Deputies to a degree tbat com-

pelled the President to suspend Ibe silling for two
hours. He then bad 400 soldiers stationed outside
tbe house, whicb actiou greatly excited the popu-
lace, who grossly insulted the Premier and Fiuauce
Minister In the streets and at tbe entrance of the
Chamber. The disturbances were renewed tbe
fallowing day, tbe mob insulting the Ministers
when proceed lug to a Cabinet council.

Troops finally dispersed the rioters, but not be-

fore several persons had been wouuded. Tbe city
was afterwards patrolled by soldiers.

.Paris, July 6. Lesseps basjust signed a treaty
giving him concession of the Isthmus granted by
Ibe United St.. tet of Colombia.

He declared the
enterprise had no character ol special nationality
but private speculation, though universal In Its
utility. Paris is silently accepted as tbe center of
operations, merely because tbe French laws are
severe and offer greater security lo shareholders,
on account of greater control over the administra-
tors of funds. Lesseps remarked, during the inter-
view, that he proposes to offer to give Grant'lhe
positiou of Houorary President of the Company.

Paris July 6. General Castlenau has asked to be
placed ou toe retired list lu order lobe able to
attend the funeral of the late Prince Imperial.

London, July S The Observer's correspondent
at Paris understands tbat Prince Jerome Napobou
aud his two sous will atteud tbe funeral.

Paris July G. A scaffoldlug and, unfinished wall
of a house iu Mont Marlre, fell yesterday, killing
four workmen and wounding five others.

Paris, July C In a hurricane on tbe River Doubs
to-d- a steamer with fifty-thr- ee passengers was
sunk. Only five persous were saved.

Berlin, July 6 -- It is said tbe Reicbstad will be
prorogued on tbe 12th Inst.

It is rumored the Government will grant am-
nesty to a considerable number of Catholic priests
punished under the Falk laws, and pardon all ban-
ished or deposed bishops, and permit them to
reiuru to their sees.

London, July 6 Tbe Chinese have retaken
Kasbgar. A portion of the Mussulman population
fled, but many people were inassatied, and a large
body or citizens are shut up In the citldel. Inhab-
itants of Kaldja have determined to fly if the town
and province Is restored to China by the Russians.

It Is asserted that SIgnor Sella
has been entrusted with the lortnallou of a uew
Cabinet.

Constantinople, July 6. Tbe truth of tbe report
that Murad has escaped is
denied.

Si. Petersburg, July 6. It is said the man wbo
supplied Soloviell with the pistol with which be
attempted to shoot the Czar has been sentenced to
death.

Simla, July 6. Major Cavagnarl has started for
Cabul and is expected to reach Kuran on tbe lOlli
and Cabul on the 31st inst. He bears a let ter from
the Viceroy to the Ameer, announcing bis (Cavig-narl- 's)

appointment as Euvof and Minister Pleni-
potentiary. His escort consists of twenty-si- x
borse and fifty foot soldiers.

aud several died.
