Bnlea Ibx Famlly Prayers.

Always have them before -H-ast- The
older persons are often famished, especially if
they have been up Tor an hour belore breaklnst;
and the children are in a hurry to get through
to go to their breakfast, or are not up at all.
It is always best to have devotional exercises
fasting, and tho children will bo much more
apt to hurry in their dressing if they are in
danger of being late to their prayers than if
they are only in danger of getting a cold break-
fast.

Kever sing at prayers. Tho children are
likely to enjoy the singing. In this way the
self-deni- al which is one of the chief advan-
tages of family devotions will be wholly lost
to them. If, however, you must sing, select
hymns which the children cannot by any pos-

sibility understand, and tunes which they can-

not enjoy " Windham" for example. If--' the
baby wants to join, do not let her. She does
not understand harmony and might make a
discord.

Bead the Bible through in course. This will
give you the genealogical in Kumbers, and
Ezra. What could be more inspiring to devo-
tional life or more helpful to practical living?
Never read lesR than an entire chapter. You
may. however, divide the 119th Psalm at the
divisions marked in it, for some allowances
must be made for weaknesses of the flesh.

Take the "Long Prayer" as your model for
family prayers. Begin with the creation of a
the world and go down to the Second Coming
of Christ. Always include the President of
the United States and the Pagan Nations.
Never refer to home matters, or to any member
of the family by name ; ii you should do so the
children might guess what you were praying
about.

Never use the Lord'o Prayer and give the
children a chance to unite with you in repeat-
ing it. This is a dangerous conformity to

And how dreadful it would bo
if one of your children should become an Epis-
copalian Christian !

Either never invite your servants to come to
prayers this is not what you hire them for
or else insist that they shall come in, and dis-
charge them if they refuse. Either plan has
it Advantages, and it is hard to Bay which is
t o better of the two.

if you will carefully observe these simple,
rules you may bo reasonably sure of pleasing
the devil, as much by your family prayers as
by any other actions of the day, and quite
certain to train up children who will hate
finiily prayers with a perfect hatred.

All about OjMters Sums American Ilcclpcs.

Ovsteiis FninD. Drain the oysters well,
roll in fine cracker dust and fry in hot lard and
butter two-thir- ds lard, one-thi- rd butter.

Oyster NiutteiiS' Make a batter of milk,
flour, eggs, cream-of-tart- saleratus and sail
in proper proportion. Don't make any thicker
than for pancakes. Drop an oyster into each
spoon of hatter as you dip it out, and fry in hot
lard; brown well on both sides.

Oyster Omelet. Wbiak eix eggs to a light
froth, then add by degrees ono gill of cream
beaten well together; season with salt and
pepper. Cut the oysters in half; pour tho
beaten eggs in a pan of hot butter and drop in
tho oysters as equally as possible ; fry to a
light brown and serve hot. Omelets should
never be turned.

Oyster Pie. Line a deep basin with puff
paste, lorn a large towel and place it inside to
support tho lid. Then roll an ornament out
of a piece of paste the same as for a common
pie, put in the basin and bake slowly ; have an
oyster stew made as above, without cream,
and fill the basin as soon as tbe past is done.
Serve immediately. ,

Oyster Toast. The same as for oyster
stew, only no cream ; thicken the juice a little
with flour; when the stew is ready have a few
Blices of toast laid in a well-butter- dish and
pour the oysters over it. It is best to heat tho
dish hot in which you put your oysters to send
to the table, as they are much better hot than
merely warm.

Scalloied Oysters. One hundred oys-
ters, a small loaf of baker's bread, four hard
boiled eggs; chop the eggs fine, mix with
grated bread crumbs ; season with cayenno
pepper and salt ; cover the bottom of a deep
dish with the eggs and crumbs, then a layer
of oysters with two or thiee small pieces of
butter, and so continue until the disli is full,
finishing at the top with a cover of crumbs.
Bakoin a quick oven three-quarte- rs of an honr.

Oyster Stew. Put as many fresh oysters,
with their liquor, as you think you will need
into a pan on the stove to heat, but not boil ;
drain the juice off into a Baucepan, as soon as
it boils add half a pound of butter and some
pepper; when this boils add half a pint of
cream and thicken a little with flour; after
this boils up once put in the oysters, and more
salt if necessary. Serve very hot.

Oyster Soup. Put two quarts of oysters,
liquor and all, in a pan; set them on the stovo
to heat, but don't let them boil or come vcrv
near to it ; uow drain all the liquor into your
soup kettle, put in a pint of water and two
quarts of new milk, half a pound of butter, a
little whole allspice and pepper; have tho
oysters all the time where they will keep
warm ; add them and salt to taste just as you
aro ready to serve the soup; break up some
crackers fine and put them into the soup before
the oysters are in. Salt should always be put
in the last thing in any soup, stew orfricasseo
when milk is used, as it is apt to curdle.
Oysters should never be boiled, only scalded,
as it makes them tough and shrinks them all
up. If they are to bo slewed heat them hot, but
do not boil them; always have the soup or
gravy hot.

Female Conquests.

The advocates of female suffrage have rea-
son to be gratified at the progress of their
cause. In Boston women aro now allowed to
voto for School Directors, and at tho last
school election nearly 1,000 of them actually

muu lur u wckci whicu was Dcaten snowing,
what perhaps tbe women had not appreciated
before, that voting does not always involve
electing the ticket voted for. The Kew York
Legislature has followed the Boston example
and passed a bill allowing women not only to
vote for School Directors but to be School Di-

rectors themselves, providing they can per-
suade a sufficient numberTjf persons to vote
for them to elect them. In Kentucky widows
having children of school age have the right
to vote forJSchoOl Directors. This js evidently
the beginning. School "Directors aro made a
Bort"of apprenticeship or training school in
which the new suffragans are to be instructed
in tho new right before being permitted that
general exercise of it which they hope will
ultimately be accorded them. And voting is
not tho only privilego that famales have re-
cently conquered. It seems that iheyan bo
enumerators under the new Census bill. At
all events, the Superintendent "is aware of
no reasons existing in tho law for regarding
women as ineligible for appointments as enu-
merators.' Each Supervisor, he says, must
judge for himself whether such appointments
would-- be practically advantageous in his dis-
trict. In some regions they would be highly
objectionable; but in others, where women
can do the work as efficiently as men, there is
no reason why they should not bo appointed.
In point of fact, several have been appointed

,in Kentucky ; and it is probable, that among
the several thousand enumerators who will do
the substantial work of the census of the pres-
ent year a considerable proportion will be
women.

Snspended Animation.
Speculating on the advantages that may ac-

crue from the discovery of a process of sus-
pending animation in living beings by means
of freezing, the JYeto York limes says: "One
of the first results of the new discovery will be
seen in the trans-atlan- tic steamship trade. Tho
vessels will hereafter cany over thtir passen-
gers packed in ice, and will thus avoid the ex-
pense of feeding them, while the passengers
themselves will run no risk of ss.

Two or three thousand tons" of passengers
could be carried by any large steamer, since
they could be packed away in layers in a re-
frigerator extended the entire length of the
bold. Of course an occasional man or woman
would be "broken by careless handling, but it
would be to the interest of the companies to
land their passengers in (rood order. Passengers
desirous of going to Paris; Vienna,, or other
uemcijuiai uuca, ijuju lto lurwanjeu uj ex-
press, and thawed out on arriving at their des-
tination.

Wives will
grow old, and children cease to bo children, as
things are now managed; but when any man
can, a few days alter marriage, deposit Dis wile at

thaw her out only on Sundays and other holi
days, she will add not more than a year of her
age while he is adding seven, and will, of I.course, require only of the usual
amount of bonnets. In like manner, a man
can keep a perpetual baby without the slight-
est trouble. The baby-nee- d only be thawed out
when its grand-paren- ts come to see it, or when
its services are required to convince an unde-
sirable neighbor or fellow-board- er of the pro-

priety of marrying. By this plan, one baby
would bo all any family could require, and an
ordinary healthy baby, if well frozen and
thawed out at reasonably frequent times,
would last a family for a lifetime, thus saving
an euormous amount of trouble and expense."
