Makawao. A small delegation of Chinamen have
arrived, and a few without permits have been sent
back.

The Makawao representative that was, is in
trouble, the sheriff having levied on his littlo all.

The old Bchoolbonse near Moloaa is used as a
quarantine station for those who happen to be in
the district, but have no homes. The old church
near tho schoolhouse is used as a hospital.

Six men and a captain are stationed at each end
with orders to let no one pass in either direction
on any terms. A list of the inhabitants of the
district has been made out and a copy sent to
every officer on tho Island with orders to arrest

Sis Fkaxcisco, Feb 8th, 18SL

The trip from Honolulu to this port was made
in nine days. During the greater part of the time,
strong South Easterly winds prevailed, and the
ship rolled heavily. No observations were taken
during tho four days preceding arrival. The pos-

ition of the ship was obtained by " dead reckon-

ing "only, as the weather continued cloudy and
foggy, and there was mme doubt as to the posi-

tion. The ship lay by during the night preceding
arrival. The next morning she went forward
slowly, for fear of running ashore, whether sho
was near land or a hundred miles from it. the Cap-

tain certainly could not say. At 2 P. M., Saturday
tho watch sung out " buoy on tho bar." In five
minutes it was passed. The ship was exactly at
tho mouth of the harbor. Men, skilled in naviga-
tion, will readily perceive tho remarkable "good
fortune (giving due credit to skill), in reaching
the exact point aimed for. after 900 miles of navi-

gation in the dark. The ship came to port in a
terrible rain storm. At five o'clock P. M., passen-
gers were sent ashore, but no baggage was "landed

until the next day. Tho Prince and his pirty
camped out in the Palace Hotel. On Sunday they
rested. Many people with Island connections call-
ed, but the rain prevented any one from leaving
the Hotel. On Monday the party lunched at the
Pacific Club, when a number of the solid men
met the Prince. The Consular Corps made in
formal calls. As it was the Chinese New Year day,
tho Chineso Consul received at his house. The
Prince called, and in the etening dined with Capt.
Floyd. The newspaper men were not bashful.
The accounts given by them of interviews are by
no means accurate. Some statements were wrongly
reported, through misunderstanding. It was not
deemed best to publicly correct any inaccurate ac-
counts. On the I'd tho party with Mr. Schussler
went to the reservoirs of the Spring Valley Co.,
where 11,000,000,003, gallons of water are now on
storage. Mr. Schussler believes that the plan of ob-
taining water there will work well at the Islands.
The length of the Spring Valley water works shed
is fourteen miles long, and the entire arua covers
thirty-nin- e square miles. From the reservoirs the
Prince drove to Dr. Brewers military school a
San Mateo, and witnessed the drill of tho school
boys. In tho evening he dined with Capt. Morse.
On the 3d the party, in charge of Col Spreckcls,
went to Sacramcn'o. On arrival there, they called
on Governor Perkins, and the Governor dined with
tho party at tho Arcade Hotel, in the evening. Tho
next day tho Prince was received, informally by
tho President of the Senate, and a suspension of
business was ordered by the Senate, in order to
allow the members to bo presented to him. The
same thing was done in the House of Assembly.
The Prince was then taken to the dome of the
Capitol, from which he could see the awful inun-
dation of the country around Sacramento. Thous-
ands of ceres of land were under water. Kailway
tracks were submerged. The city stood seven
feet below the water level. The direct railway
route from Sacramento to San Francisco was
abandoned, and the party returned by way of
Stockton, reaching this City at 10 P. M. Mr. Sev-

erance had brought together a few friends, includ-
ing tho Amphion Glee Club, and on reaching tho
Motel, tlie 1'nnce immediately went to one oi tue

man. ihey visited tho btate Prison of ban yun-ti- n.

The Prince had an interview with a native
Hawaiian, under sentence of imprisonment for
life for the murder of a man. In the evening the
party dined with Col. Spreckcls, General McDow-
ell, Ex. Gov. Low, Governor Perkins, Senator Neu-ma- n

and others, to tho number of twenty were
present On Friday the Prince, in company with
Captain Floyd, visited the Yacht Club and lunched
there In the evening he dined with tho Chineso
Consul General.

The dinner was given at tho Hang Fer Low
restaurant, nnd was quite a grand affair. The
company numbered about sixty. I clip tho follow-

ing account of tho affair from the Chronicle :
Tho company outside of the state table included

tho President and Secretary of each of the nino
Clnnooo benevolent associations of the city and
all of tho rich wholesale merchants, to the number
of sixty. They wore an extraordinary costume for
the occasion, being dressed to mandarin rank,
with buttons and other insignia to denote their
standing. The restaurant, which is orientally

in its appointments, was splendidly
ecorated for the occasion, and its usual display

of gas jets being supplemented with an abundance
of larg3 d lanterns of paper and bam-
boo, gave it a brilliant aspect Mowed from tho
street or the surroundin" houses. The royal table
was spread in the smalT room of the restaurant,
which was specially dressed for the occasion.

On tho wall at tho foot of tho table, facing the
Consul-Genera- l, who presided, were festooned tho
American. Chinese and Hawaiian flags. Around
the regal board were gathered the King, the Con-
sul, tho principal members of the Consulate, the
traveling companions of tho King and such citizens
as were invited. The latter, with the exception of
the General of this military division and

Low, formerly Minister to China, were con-
fined strictly to those having consular connections
with one of the three nationalities represented.
Tho royal party arrived in carriages about 630
o'clock, and were shown to the banquet

On the landing thov were drawn up in line and
the Chinese, after making a concerted salaam and
shaking each his own band, after their sociable
custom, were brought forward and each in turn
was presented to the King, shaking his hand and
passing to each member of the party. This little
reception, in which the Chinese snowed an easy,
polished politeness, over, the festal party were
seated. The principal guests were seated at
the State table, the others in the adjoining room
about little Bquare tables, each accommodating
five guests, the outer side of the tabic, being left
unoccupied in order that its hanging of rich crim-
son satin with gold embroidery might be shown to
advantage.

The feast was what is denominated a mandarin
dinner, and in the costliness, rarity and delicacy
of viands has not been exceeded by any festivity
that has ever taken place on this coast The tables
stood all the evening, before, during and after
the dinner, loaded with nuts, melon seeds, confec-
tions and fresh fruit at which the guests nibbled
continually. First, by way of an appetizer for the
feast, was brought on in small teapots a delicate
wine after the order of sherry, but milder, a subtle
distillation of the Chinese pear, which was served
in thimble cups. Then followed a soup of edible
bird's nests. Next was a soup or stew made of a
snow-whi- te fungus that grows on decaying wood.
The next dish was a delicious conglomeration of
fish brain, shredded ham and preserved egg slices,
followed by a stew made of mushrooms, young
chicken, tender bamboo shoots, sliced ham and
cabbage A dish of shark's fins with shredded
ham and fragments of crab rolled in flour and
pulverized egg, was next on the list Among the
other tempting dishes were a mesj of fishes' maw,
nnd wild duck stewed on a substratum of edible
bird's nests. After an hour and a half's feasting
the wine was removed, giving place to a cup of
genuino Oolong finely brewed, and which was used
without milk or sugar to wash down the sweet-
meats and conserves, which concluded the first
part of the dinner.

An intermission of half an hour was then taken,
during which the guests repaired to the smoking-room- s

and balcony to chat over their Havanas,
which by the way, were the genuine article. After
intermission the company resumed their seats,
and oyer their champagne discussed another feast

.w. f

as intricate and ingenious as the first including
chicken, mushrooms and turtle, the latter cooked
to perfection. The feasting done. Colonel Bee
arose, and on behalf tf the Consul-Gencr- pro-
posed the health of the King, saying that the
entertainment had been devised from a desire to
show him some of the inner life of the Chinese,
and to wish him a prosperous and pleasant jour-
ney. They desired that the three nags entwined
on the wall should represent the three countries
which the Pacific Ocean divided, yet brought close
together, joined in amity for all time ; that they
might go hand in hand, prosperous in all the arts
and sciences, civilization, and everything that
makes nations and people great

Colonel Armstrong responded for the King, say-
ing, " His Majesty fully reciprocates the very kind
feeling which you expressed on behalf of the
eneral, not only as regards the relations that
now exist between the three nationalities which
you have mentioned and whose Hags are above ns,
but also as to tho relations that shall exist in the
time to come between those nations. I am proud
to say for him and for the Government of tho
nation which we.represent that in all our inter-
course with the people of China we have made no
distinctions whatever in regard to nationality. We
hare the right to say that the Courts there are
open to all, and justice is ns veil administered
towards the Chinese subjects as towards his own
subjects." This was illustrated by a statement of
a recent case in which on nearly evenly balanced
testimony, a Hawaiian was convicted of
larceny at the Islands on the evidence of Chinese.
In conclusion. Colonel Armstrong proposed the
health of the Consul-Gener- which was drank
standing. Short speeches were made by Mr.
Brooks and General McDowell, and quite along
one by Governor Low, all in response to volunteer
sentiments. A sip of tea and another of sam-eh- u

and tho company arose, tho King and his party
departed, leaving the Chinese chatting with en-de- nt

satisfaction of the evening's entertainment
Leaving the Chinese dinner, the Prince went to

the ball given by the French residents to M. do
Mean the new French Consul. Tho affair was a
brilliant one. On Sunday he dined with Dr. Mer-r- it

of Oakland, returning he spent the evening at
the house of Mr. and Mrs. Itobert Johnson, where
some of the finest collections of antique work on
the Pacific Coast are found. Monday at the invi-
tation of General McDowell he visited the fortifi-
cations in the harbor. In the evening he attended
a large dinner party given by Hon. F. F. Low,
after that he returned to the hotel, and attended
a reception given to him by tho ladies of tho
Palace Hotel. Only three hundred cards of invi-
tation were issued, and the scramble for them was
quite desperate. The aSair was exceedingly bril-
liant The dresses of the ladies were magnificent
Music, dincing and a supper finished the recep-
tion. During his stay in the city, Mr. H. W. Sev-
erance has faithfully attended the Prince, and has
done much to make tbe visit a pleasant one. Tho
Commissioner of Immigration hag been hort de
combat for two days owing to a sore throat which
keeps him indoors. The voyage to Japan begins
now, and the Prince and his suite say again au
reroir. Vutob.

LI EEL.
To the Hon. Laicrenre MeCulIy, Juttiee of the Su-

preme Court : The libel of information of Henry
A. 1 Carter, Attorney-Gener- al of the Hawaiian
Islands ad interim, who pnrsecutes in behalf of
His Majesty the King of the Hawaiian Islands,
herein represented by J. M. Davidson, against the
German steamship Srptima, her tackle, apparel
and fnrniture, and against John Peterson, now
master of said vessel, and against all persons law-
fully intervening for the interest of said vessel in
a cause of forfeiture, alleges nnd informs as fol-
lows:

First That the said steamship Septima, com--
manucu uy uonn x'cterson ns ntoresaiu, sailed
from the city of Canton, Empire of China, on to
wit, January 21st, 1831, bound to tho city of Hono-
lulu as a port of destination, with a largo number
oi iUinese passengers, to wit, sm.

Second That on tho passage from the city of
Canton to Honolulu, as aforesaid, certain of the
passengers in said steamship, named Achoy and
Achong, were taken sick with a contagious disease
known ns the small-po- and whilst thoy were ill
from the said disease, the said "vessel, under tho
command of the said Peterson, was brought with-
in the harbor of Honolulu, within the Hawaiian
Kingdom, on or nbout tho 13th day of February,
A. d. 1831, instant ; nnd the fact that the said pas-
sengers, Achoy nnjl Achong, were ill of the said
disease known as small-po- x was concealed by tho
said Peterson, master of tho said steamship, from
the Health officers of the port of said Honolulu
and from tho Board of Health, its servants nnd
agents; and that by bringing the said vessel with
the said passengers affected with the email por. a
disease dangerous to tbe public health, within the
Hawaiian Kingdom, the said vessel bo entering tho
said harbor of Honolulu, under the command of
said Peterson ns aforesaid, was the means of in-
troducing clandestinely within this Kingdom a
contagious disease dangerous to the public health,
and that by forco of tho statute in such cases made
and provided the said vessel, her tackle, apparel
and furniture, became and aro forfeited to the uso
of the Hawaiian Government

Third That tho said steamship Septima was
brought within tho harbor of Honolulu under the
command of said Peterson on, to wit, the 13th day
of February instant, whilst a contagions disease
known as small-po- x was prevailing nmonqst the
passengers on 3aid ship ; and that the said com-
mander failed to disclose the fact to the proper
officers of the port of Honolulu, and did make a
false statement in the health certificate signed by
him at the date aforesaid, declaring that no person
on board of said vessel had been seized by nny
contagious disorder ; and further, that no person
had been sick of a contagious disease on board of
said vessel during the last six months, when in
fact two persons, Achoy and Achong, were nt that
time, and for several days previously had been,
sick with a contagious disease known as tho small-
pox, nnd were on said vessel when she was so
brought in the harbor of Honolulu at the date
aforesaid.

Lastly And that all and singular the premises
aforesaid were nnd are true, and within the ad
miralty nna jurisdiction of tins Honorable (Jourt,
whereupon the said Attorney-Genera- l, in behalf of
His Majesty the King, prays that tho process in
due form of law according to the practice of the
Court of Admiralty, and this Honorable Court,
may issue against tho said steamship Septima, her
tackle, apparel and furniture, nnd that all persons
interested therein may be cited, in general and
special, to answer the premises, nnd that the said
steamship Srptima, her tackle, apparel and furni-
ture, be condemned by tho definite .sentence nnd
decree of this Honorable Court as forfeited to the
use of the Hawaiian Government, according to the
statute in such cases made nnd provided.

Fiftcnth : That the said libel doth not present
a cause in admiralty or maritime jurisdiction ;

Wherefore and for divers other causes of excep-
tion to the said libel the respondent prays that this
honorable Court would be pleased to pronounce
against the libel aforesaid, with costs, and other-
wise right and justice to administer in the pre-
mises.
