International Scientific Work.

WAsnrxoTOX, D. C, March 15tb. Two
polar expeditions aro to be fitted out and sent
North early this coming summer under the
direction of Gen. Uazeti, tho Chief Signal
Officer, for purely scientific purposes. Tho
one to Lady Franklin Hay, as has already
been announced, is to be under tho command
of Lieut. Greeley, one of tho most trusted
officers of tho Signal Corps. Tlio other will
sail from San Francisco, and will establish
iteelf at Point Harrow, on the north coast of
Alaska, commanding officer not yet design-
ated. Prof. Baird, of the Smithsonian Insti-
tution, and Capt. Patterson, ol the Coast
Survty, are with Gen. llazen,
and will each bo represented in one or both
of theso expeditions. Tlicso enterprises are a
part of an extensive international system of
polar observation, in which several European
nations are participants with this country.
Rustia has definitely promised to occupy two
stations, one at tho mouth of tbe Lena, in
Eastern Siberia, and the second on the new
Siberian Island which ii some, distance cast of
Wrangel Land. Sucdcn has promised to
occupy North Cape, in Finland. Denmark will
establish a station at Gpornavik, Greenland.
Germany, though she has not raado an
absolute promise to do so, is expected to send
an expedition to tho Island of Jan JIuyen, cast
of Greenland. Holland will occupy tho mouth
of tbo Ob and Spitzbergcn. Austria, repre-
sented by Count Wilozek and Licnt. Woy-prcc- ht,

will occupy Nova Zcmbla. Canada
will probably occupy Melville Island, while
Italy will fit'ont an expedition to the South-
ern Hemisphere, and will probably 6elect its
location on Cape Horn. It is also expected
that the Island of Georgia, in the Southern
Hemisphere, will be occupied by an expedi-
tion from some other European nation. The
expedition will consist of two t fficers of the
army and twcniy-on- u enlisted men. It will
be assembled at Washington not later than tbe
15th of May, and in St. Johns, Newfoundland,
about one month later. The vessel will bo
sent north undercommand of an experienced
Arctic Captain, with a crew especially select-
ed from tho sailors and whalers of tho New-

foundland coast. It is expected that the ex
pedition will leave St. Johns about tho 1st of
July, and, touching at Disco, will taKe on
board Dr. Pavoy, the naturalist of tho expedi-
tion, who has been in Greenland during tho
last winter, collecting dogs, sledges, and
other material for tho expedition. Several
teams of dogs will be taken from Disco and
Upcrnavik, with two Esquimaux hunter. The
vessel is expected to reach Lady Franklin Bay
by the last of August, when, disembarking
the party, it will return to thcuUiiitcd States.
It is expected that, in additiofr to the scientific
observations to be raado by tho permanent
party, the northern coast of Greenland will be
explored. It is believed that the question as
to whether Greenland is an island or a conti-
nent can bo definitely told, and also whether
land exists to the norlhward of Cape liritania,
tho farthest point seen by the English expedi-
tion of 16C3. The station is to bo visited
annuilly by vessels, which will bring frc h
Eupplics and a number of new recruits, m

same system for Germany. In the seventeenth
century tho French Government assumed tho
right to control tho manufacture of tobacco,
and in 1017 transferred tho monoply of manu-
facture to contractors, ivho agreed to pay for
tho privilege a sum based on tho probable
earnings. This was in operation until
the reign of the first Napoleon, when a com-
mission apjKiintcd by him reported that the
only way of benefiting both tho Government
and consumers would be for the State to
manufacture tobacco exclusively. The. reasons
given were that tho work being under ono
control would dispenso with liiiio-tcnt- hs of
the general expenses which would bo incurred
by individual inannf,ictureis. The credit and
capital of tho Slalo being greater than that of
any individual, it could m.iko use of all new
discoveries and machines labor,
and thus reduce tho cost; it would abolish all
expenses of show, advertising, high-price- d

tores, etc , and, having no interest in making
a profit to the disadvantage of tho consumer,
would avoid all adulterations. The system
went into practice in 1810 and has in t since
undergone any modifications In 1811 tho
sales reached over 50,000,000 francs, tho
expenses being 31,000,000, and the net profit
being over 19,000,000. In 1 878 tho receipts
wcro over 307,000,000 francs, tho expenses
about 65,000,000, and the net profit over

In this sixty-sev- en jcars the
expenses wero but little more than doubled
while tbe net profits had incicased seventeen
fold. As cigars, which constituted the prin-
cipal part of tho production, are made almost
exclusively by hand, tho reduction of expenses
and the great growth of receipts weio chiefly
accounted for by the divisiou in manual labor
when united in large masses under one admin-
istration. The manufacture, of matches is
also a Government monoply, and tho profit
from it, added lo that of tobacco, amounted to
318,210,000 francs, or about ?0!),612,000, a
sum sufficient at 5 per cent, to pay the inlorest
on the five thousand millions levied in 1871 by
Germany, and Ieao an overplus for amortiza-
tion Iiich, by compound intci est calculation,
would sink the whole debt in thirty-si'- x years.
The avorage wages paid by tho Government lo
its tobacco laborers was 0 -5 francs a day,
while jewelers, tho highest paid of French
workmen, received from private employers
but an average of 5 -7 francs a day. In addi-t- o

paying tho highest or average wages, the
Government gives to its employes during sick-
ness, or after a certain period of Eervice,j
pensicn, so satisfactory that a position in (he
employ of the State is eagerly sought for by
French workmen. The expenses of manage-
ment, clerks, agents, storage, freight, etc.,
reached In 1878 but 1 -7 per ceut. on tho
gross receipts. French manufactures and mer-
chants expend 12 to 15 per cent, for these
items.

A Quiet City.
In (ho whole lown of Tangiers, Africa, (hero

is not a cart nor a carriage. No itinerants go
around with wares, no street occupation ab-
sorbs the pedestrian, no movement to speak
of, no bells, no cries, no invitations to pur-
chase. Itepnse has settled upon all ; even the
active-mind- ed visitor will succumb at last,
and sit for hours doing nothing, not knowing
una; to do. And iu this somnolent city you
can wander about at w ill, and will lose cur-
ed f, no doubt, in tho hopeless maze of little
houses and lanes, and alleys. Every laneTis
like every other lane, all the alleys and tiuy
squares aro of other alleys and
squares, and one might very easily disappear
never to return. Iu this Iabyriuth yon may,
as a christian, wander unharmed and almost
unnoticed. No pick-pock- et of civilization w ill
molest you, and foreign ladies migh't carry
their purses iu their outside pockets without
fear of loss.

But if tho aspect of tho city be dull during
tho day, what shall we say of it at night ?
Fully illuminated by a refulgent moon, which
lights up the white walls with almost dazzling
splendor. Tangiers is a city of the dead. The
cloaked spectres havo disappeared into ,the
white sepulchres the houses. A bundle' of
rags will stir at your feet; it is an Arab. Yon
tread upon the skeleton of a cat, and recoil.
Your footsteps echo in the deserted lanes, and
probably the beating of your own heart viftl
bo all the sound you will hear. All is mute
and lifeless around you.

Apropos of the "bundle of rags," nothing will
surprise the visitor to Morocco more than the
extraordinary manner in which tho native will
curl himself up in a comer or lie down against
a wall. In a spot where we should fancy a
boy or a bundle would find insufficient and
uncomfortable space, an Arab will sit or
cronch in perfect happiness. "He spreads
himself on a wall like a bass-reli- ef, .and fiat-te-ns

himself upon the gronnd like a sheet
spread out to dry." And in all these attitudes
he appears alternately headless, legless, or
trnnklcss. a ball, a cube or a nondescrint. His
adaptability is wonderful.

The dress of the people is very picturesque.
Tl.at of the men is ordinarily a white mantle,
but on gala days is more elaborate Tho wo-

men cover their faces with tbo end of their
long mantles, under which they wear a wide-sleev- ed

garment bound round the waist with a
cord. Nothing but tho eyes, fingers and bare
feet thrust into slippers is visible. Thoy aro
a sad, weary race, prized till twenty; then
they get old and withered, and aro treated
like beasts of burden till thoy die. Cor.
Philadelphia Bulletin.

Story about John B. Gongh.

John B. Gougb, who had faced over eight
thousand acknowledges that on
one occasion, and one only, he encountered an
embarrassment ho could not overcome. It was
Ins own fault, he says, and proved a sharp
lesson ho never forgot. In his own words :

I was
mortified and ashamed, and should have been
relieved could I have sunk through tho plat-

form out of siirht. My feelings wcro still more
aggravated by a boy coming up to the steps of
the plattorm with one o those dread In I cigars,
saying: "Hero's ono of your cigars, Mr.
Gongh."

Ihongh I never afterward put cigars in my
cap or hat on going to a meeting, I am ashamed
to say it was sometime, after that befuro I
gave up cigars altogether.
