She can regulate the introduction of
Chinese at the present time, better without
a treaty than with one. The moment a
treaty is signed, the Chinaman will have a
right to come here, by trpaty stipulation:
at present thp Hawaiian Govpmmcnt,
should it deem such a measure advisable,
could prohibit his introduction altogether.
On tlie ground of regulating the intra
doction of Chinese, then. Hawaii has noth
ing to gain by making a treaty. From a
commercial stand point there does not ap-

pear to lie anything to lie gained, and on
fiolitical grounds, far from a gain, a treaty
would lie liable at some time to cause com
plications. At tlie present time the only
resnu ol a treaty woujd protiawy be an
exchange of decorations and the sending
of embassies: this is by no means a thing
to lie hankered after by Hawaii nei; wc
have no need to increase our cxjienditurcs
upon follies.

Another, and very important jioint is
how a treaty concluded with China would
affect our relations with tie United States;
the relations of the Great Republic with
China are peculiar, and this is by no
means an opportune moment for Hawaii
to be trying to get on a very intimate foot-in-

wilt tie Celestial Empire. Xo step
should be taken in this direction without
first carefully ascertaining in what light
the government at Washington may look
at the subject.

At tie present time we should be giving
our strength to securing one point that is
securing the greatest advantages for our
sugar interests. The whole of our atten-
tion, tie whole of our brain strength and
our diplomatic skill should be devoted to
that great object. Other mere side issues
may be left for a more convenient day.

oppnsseu iy a tniy tyrant, groaning under

the burden of taxation :" but to the extent

In conducting this opposition it has
sometimes been necessary to call things by
their right names.

The Min
istry whicl can bring to its Support not a
single newspaper but its own, whicl has
drawn upon itself the censure and distrust
of nearly the entire moneyed and intelli-
gent classes of the country, must bid high
for the support of the King, The leading
article in the P. C. A. of last week is con-

sidered to lie the highest bid of the kind
that has yet been publicly made. It is
better to be defeated in an opposition to
such a Ministry tlan to remain silent
But such an opposition will not fail.

The opponents of our Treaty nro bring-
ing np against us that we hare taken to the
nse ol improved maenmery since tlie .treaty
came in, and tlat therefore we must be
manufacturing better sugar than we did
ltefore tie Treaty. Last week we brought
forward conclusive arguments, kasedupon
the most relialile statistics, that most of
the sugar whicl we are now sending to tie
States is not so good as sugar we were
sending in 1873, the year before tie
Treaty : wp pointed out then that tip
centrifugal bad been in use on Uiese
Islands since 1851, and tlat we had lieen
in the habit of manufacturing rinco that
date, and previons to 1S7G h class of sugar
wbicn paid to sell as n grocery grade.

Now let us take up this question of im-

proved machinery and sec what Here is in
it Before wp come to an anmmpnt upon
this we must consider what the present
condition oi Uie plantations on Uiese lsl
ands is. The sugar industry in this conn
try has great advantages It has n mag
nificent soil, capable of producing a yield,
with projier cultivation, which few if any
countries can equal. The climate is ad-
mirably suited for that class of ajrricul- -

tnral industry whicl we lave occupied
ourselves witii. ilie supply ol water,
though it might be more abundant with
advantage, is. taking seasons by and large,
really rood. AVo lave lad our bad vears:
we lave seen our crops, upon which our
existence miner m our ucius :

we hare been pinched for tie most impor
tant fluid upon onr clobe. but nevertheless
we have no reason to complain, such times
are exceptional, and other countries suffer
from like evils ; indeed their sufferings
nave as a rule been lar greater man ours,
and we may be thankful tlat our dry
seasons have been as infrequent as they
have. Again we are not exposed to such
frirhtful storms as many ironical countries
fall victims to j we have no devastating
tornadoes laying waste onr tields. over
turning our louses, destroying tlie fruits
of our industry. We must own then that
we have many natural advantages.

Xow let ns see what there is on the other
side of the ledger. Many islands, many
broad lands on continents may be as suit-
able for tie growth of the particular pro
ducts which will flourish in their soil, and
Uiey may be idle for want of hands to cul
Urate them. All tie natural advantages
which an estate, or speaking on larger lines.
a country may lave, are of no wortl un
less there is not only genius to conceive
how to apply tlem, but bone and muscle
to actually apply tlem. This Hawaii has

rf, for vears sue tannoi have tlem.
What have our planters done? tie men

who have the spirit of energy and enter
prise. They have very naturally set to
woik to overcome, as far as is humanly
IKtssible. the difficulties of the position.
With all the natural advantages wliich tie
Islands give tlem. it is imjiossible to raise
sugar at a profit witbout some means
which shall, in a manner comitensato for
the high price which las to be paid for
labor. Therefore the whole talent of the
country, engaged in raising our great
staple, has been devoted to making such
imjirovement in machinery or general
management as shall be labor-savin-

Here it is tlat our improvements in ma
chinery have been, since the Treaty. Tie
one great improvement which we have
added to our mills since tie Treaty, viz:
the triple effect, has only been taken up
on account of the saving it makes in tie
production of sugar: it has by no means
lieen added to our machinery for the pur-
pose of making better sugar. In the con
uition of our labor market, it is a matter
of for us to economize
every ound of steam. This the triple
effect enables us to do. we are able to send
the juice to tie vacuum pan at a higher
temperature than we were formerly, and
tlis is an advantage to us in tlat it en
ables as to use our exlaust tlcain. It only
needs a man to go round our plantations
to sec what an amount of mind power
has been put uporf this one point, the sav
ing of labor. Trash houses are made
more convenient tie clumsey old metlods
Iieing cast aside; the method of carrying
cane to tie mill, the feeding, tie grinding,
the boiling, have all been unproved and.
when possible, are being improved daily,
but every improvement is in tie line of
mnomn of manufacture, not for tlie pur
