“Court whon made by a majocity of the Juse
“tices Lhereul, shall be fimal and comcimive
“upon all partics,"

%‘L Constitution of New York provides for
seven Judges of the Conrt of Appesls, i
highest court, and provides that “apy fvp
“members of the Court sball form a quorum,
“and the concurrence of four shall be neces.
“sary to n decision.” =

These provisions are similar. It is ol re-
quisite to say in order te render final the de-
cision of a majority of the higheat Court of 5
country, that it is final, That follows ana
matler of course unless otherwise expressly
stated. It musi necessarily be binding upen
all men. But to say that manifest errors and
mistakes, in what has the form of  final judg-
ment, caanot be corrected by the highest
Court in ita discretion, when seasonably
brought to its notice, is unreassnable, and
might work great injustice. And whetlier the
spplication is seasonable ur nol must alao rest
in the discretion of the bigbest tribunal.

It has been nniformly asd we think wisely
so held in the State of New York,-and we
skall 80 bold,

Upon re-examining the question ou its mar-
itn we ore constrained to believa that Lo
mnch stress was lnid opou the supposed ad-
mission by the deed taken in 1866 of the title
ol the plaintiff,

There was evidence, which the Court below
held suffisient, of adverse possession for near-
Iy ten years up lo the ing of that deed,
The plaintiff claims as the beir of Nihoa who
was danghter of Alspai, the original patentes,
But nhie died in 1860, snd when the deed of
1606 was taken, her beir the plaintiff bad been
the real owner fer six years.

The deed of 1566 ignores and denios Niboa's
right, and the prantors in the deed claim to be
the heirn of Alapai, Instead of admitting,
the deed directly denies the plaintiffs title ob-
tained through Nilwa,

Acts denying the title of Nibva by the
grantee in the deed bf 1860 had been done, in-
wufficient, it may be, to show dissoinin, but
constituting & claim of title as agaiost bor,
The deed was taken (o be an acknowled gement
of the title of Nihon, but it in fact might be
tnken 4a o denial of it

We are also on forther thought and ressarch,
inclined to believe that even had the deed's
recitals bean as the Court supposed, the effect
thereol waas taken too stroogly sgainst the de-
fendant. See 36 Cal. 535 9, Canvon va. Stock-
wan; Jackeen va, Sears, 10 John. . 430, 441,

We have examined with earo the argument
of the plaintiff’s connsel as 10 proof of the na-
ture of the posseasion required to bo deemed
ndverse. In many of the United States there
are special statutos defining -what shall con-
stitute sdverse posseasion in different cases,
In New York there is suchu statute, Thers
s none such in this country. Under the stat-
ute of New York we think the adversa possss-
sioti wonld hanlly be maade but in this ease.
Many of the decisions quoted cannot be under-
standingly read, or be surely relied on an ap-
plieable here without reading the special atat-
utory law which applies to them. As las
been said, the nature of the land in question s
such as to require the niost mesgre proof of
acts of possession to ripen into title, We are
convinced that, as found by the ChiefA ustice,
there was sufficient proof of title in'the defon-
dant by advérse possession,

Becauss of the mistake (o which we have
teferred, we have concluded to revorso nur
decision, and to affirm the judgnent of the
Conrt below,

A Pack of Cards.

The literature of cards is very extensive
Many brilliant writers have not considered it
beneath their diguity to treat minutely vn this
muljeet;

Daniel Souter, a Flemish reverend, in a'work
published in the soventoenth century, holds
that sny one playing a game of cards hireaks
the whole Ten Commandments.

In 1610 Wi, Amies, Fellow of Christ’s Col-
lege, proschied against cards as being forbid-
den by the Seripture. His sermon gave su
much offense that ke was obliged to withidsw
from the university te avoid expulsion.

Hisbop Jeremy Taylor published a work on
play about the middle of the seventeontli cen-
tary. He says; “But thst cards aro thets-
folves luwfal I see no reason to doubt.”  And

urther ou ho says. “He that means to make
bis gomes lawful must not play for mongy, but
for refreshments. Lot games be for nothing.
or almost nuthing, and cards are innoceut, amd
the game as innocent as pual pin.”

Dr. Julinson regretted that b had not learped
to play at eards, giving as a reason; Yt js
very useful in life; i generales kindness and
consolidates society.”

The opinions of such men s Lutlier, Calvin,
Lambert, Duncan, Peter Martyr, Balmford and
others are very interesting, but too lengthy for
publication here,

Amung more modern opinious of welght
miaght be given that of Richard A Proster,
who saye: “I canuot see the sense of playing
for insignificant stakes, Itis only when the
stukes are large enough to be more than the
player can afford that any excitement can be
added o the pleasurs which ‘a pind eame like
whist affurds in itselr,"

perfect it to improve the drawing of 1o cofift
cards, ull lias fuiled, and people want the gard
to-duy that onr ancestors played with 400
FOurs apo.

Odd tules are told of people ad present in
Ligh veneration, Odd laws havo beon passed
to vonlrol gaming. .

Evelya in his memoirs, 16585, suys: **1 never
can forget the inexpressible loxary wnd pro-
laneness, gaming and all dissciutencss, and ns
it waore, a lotal forgetfulness of God (it belng
Sunday evening) which this day ss'nighta wus
wilnees of the king (James 11) sitting toying
with his concobines.

The.origin of d ic cats is ob e, bat
scoms by all accounts to fall somewhers within
Listaric titnes. All the histories of ancient
nations seem to go back to o tinie when they
bad oo cats. M. Lenormant says that a wild
eat was hooted and eaten by the Swiss laks-
dwellers in the age of stone; bat Africa,
south of Egyp!, appears to have been the cra-
dle of the cat as & domesticated animal, Pussy
appesrs in the widdle-empire Egyptian monu-
taents in the characler of a retriever seated in
tho boat of a wild fowl hanter, s circumstsnce
indicating thst - those peuple had & strain that
did pot liave as unconquerable uy aversion to
the water an our cats; and there have beon cats
even in modern times, that could bring them-
seives up todiviog after fiah. The cat, like
everything else, whether agreeable or liprrible,
wias raised to the odor of sanctity in Egyptand
Bieame the ermblem of the goddess Pasht, the
BEgypuan Diava, M. Lenormant believes, how.
ever, that this worship was compstatively
late, and finds no trace of the inimal among
the monuments of the ancient empire. Under
the ocarlier dynasties, Pasht was s lioness-
goddens, and not till the twelfth dynasty, and
the contjuests in the Jand of Cosh, did tho cat
comd tothe front. Wo may therefore regand
the eat as 2 Cushite animal, derived from the
Felis manivsdati, which was found wild in ap-
per Nobis and the Soodan, The Egyptians
carried their revorence for ents Lo what seems
to us & ridiculous excess. I any of them vol-
untarily slew ome of the sacred animals, ke
was punished with death; and Diodoros relates
that s Roman soldier who bed killed u est
conld hardly escape the fury of the people.
When 1 cat died in a hiowse, the peopleahaved
their evebirowns; and dead cuts were embalmed
oand buried in the ety of Babastis, which was
sacredd W0 Pasht.  Accordivg to Lenormant,
the Egyptiuus still respect cats, and in Cairo
Berve up s copivus banquel every day to the
eats of eacl quarter, “id the court of the housa
of the cadi.”  The {ate introductiop of domes-
ticated cats among Somitic peoples sesm 1o
be proved by the absence of mention of them
i the Bible the Assyrints and Babylonians
are sald (o have been equally ignorant of the
aniwal. A Tivgly disgunsion between Me, A,
S. Murray and Professor Malinffy a fow years
ugo, us to whether the Gréeks bad cats, seewms
tohave resulled in an understanding that they
hatl not. Their cat wasa pole out or sone-
thing elee, anil ‘the Byzantine writors of later
days acem 1o have been the first who gave its
pame to the modemn ear, No Greek or Roman
pictures or representations of the swin or
“mow ear’” of the Egyptians are known, ox-
cept one that M, Longperier hiss found on a
Tarautine coin struck shertly before the wars
of Pyrrhus, and on a lost post-Cliristian tomb-
stone.  The Todo-Aryans of (he Vedic age
acem o have [ived nnd died igoorant of cats.
The Banskrit names of the animal mean *“the
animal of the hovse,” *““the honse-wolf, “the
rat-cater,” *the enemy of mice.” Pigtot
thinks  that none of (hé Buropean names for
the vt beloig to the old Aryan tongue. The
Roman name, cabes, signifies aly, eunning,
erafiy, but is traced by him back to the Byriac
gofe and the “Arabic gitt, and phenes back 1o
African words of which the Nobian kodisky js
an exumple. This gives more evidence, such
as it is, of the African origin of the animal.
Some of the names, such as the Persian ple-
chok avd its varicnts, appear relnted to our
oy and ave conneeted by M. Pictet with the
Sanakrit puichl, til—tlie vreature with the
waving iuil.  Our eat is supposed to he de-
rived from the wild-cat, an animal which Eave
the ndmo to the clun Uhattan, und o title to
the Duchess of Sabinrland, which is said to
mbnn “ihe Great Lady of the Cat.”  Fipally,
the Salurday Reriar, from which we derive
this gosaip, expresses it udwiration at the
sagacity with which the cat passes a double
life—*"a wieek domestic favorite all day, a wild
animal of wnbridled impulss in the darknese
of might.
