For fall
twenty years this has been at work and
then sugdenly affairs were precipitated.

One Jesson muy be learned from the sie
cese of the French. and thut is that no
amount of western knowledge can make
the eastern man the equal of his western
brother when it comes to hard knocks. In
diplomney be is more than amatel, in
Iving he is distinetly his superior, but
when it comes to military matters, the
western man, no matter of what nation
ality is not only his superior, but immeas
crably his superior. From the day that
Alexander met the Asintic forces sl Arbela
and with ouly 47,000 Greeks routed 1,040,
000 Asiatics; from the many conflicts of
Englishmen in Hindostan, from the recent
ufforts of Russin against the very chivalry
of Asin, the same lesson mnst be learned,
the western man is superior. and neither
arms of precision, nor cultivation nor any
thing short of a most rdical change in
character will raise the lower race. The

Bui there is another aspeet of the
Franco-Chinese strnggle, which is very
serions. That is the trade question. France
in preying upon Chiness commercs injures
not alone Chinn, but all Evrope and the
United States.
