important duties which signify men and mil
lions; wlncli will no a source oi woaMicsa u
France bo engaged in any 6crious war; while
in the piping times of peace, Kugland, Amer-

ica, even tho quid Germ in himself if such
exists iiuttadjjn, will as usual cut out
tlio Frcni.il in cheap trading. As for llio new
realms boing rcupci-to- as a Tom Tiddlers
ground in caso of a general war, no one seri-

ously believes that llio llisuiartk houso of
cards would bo long left standing, even if
backed by tho German fleet, which has yet to
show what stuff it is mado of. Now it is pre-

cisely iu saddling their country Willi new lia-

bilities, without oen tho ghost of ccrtaiu
proSts, that tbo French perceive they have
bcon, as usual, sohl. uciicuuu w isucu lie uaa
Bolgiuru; M. Ferry, the diggings and nuggols
on tho Congo. Tho nation would make a Sew
Year's gift of all tho recent protectorates and
colonics of France, in exchango for that "lono
star" Alsace-Lorrain- e.

ENOLAND'S ATT1TUDL.
What puzzles tho French more and moro

ocrvdayis tho marked silcncoof Knglish
statesmen, their veritable msousiancc, in pres
ence of tho "undertakings ot Jlcssrs. llis
marck and Ferry. They know sho has her
eye on them both, and is not in a Sleepy Hol-

low while ministerial Franco and Germany
are in tho honeymoon of their alliance. Tho
attitudo of England, tho absenco of all un-

easiness on her part, is presumed to indicate
a profound insight into the play of Germany:
ine suspicion mat fciiu -- jiuiu 10 vuij iiiuiviiiu
cats-pa- w of France, or, that England basher
plans too, to checkmato any action of a serious
nature on Uio pari oi mo iwo lovers, men u
England mado up her mibd that Bismack was
really in earnest to trip her up, to commenco
tho dismemberment project. Sho has only to
whisper a word to llio French Generals, that
she was not indisposed to lending a hand to
bringing back Alsaco to tho fold, and all trea-

ties, offensevo and defensive, with Germany
would vanish. Russia might seek then to im-

prove tho occasion, rounding all her western
frontiers, and as for German colonics and tho
German fleet. SI. Bismarck micht make his
mind easy on that score. There aro more than
Englishmen who would not put up with the
new rolo of Fatherland, that of organizing an
tagonism between States, in order to permit
her to enrich herself from their ruins, or to
reposo in a strength based on the struggles of
others. Theso views aro correct and well
woighed iu tho thinking classes, and from the
rirotrrammo of tho politicians that must in
duo courso succeed to tho rrins of power.

THE ClIIXLSE QPESTIOS.
France docs not follow vilh a light heart

tho dispatch of fresh regiments to Tonrjuin.
That which weighs on tho situation, is to as-

certain how is tho whole matter to end? After
driving John Chinaman across the border, what
next, and next? An expedition to Pekin, re-

plies professional and diplomatic opinion. To
demand such, will bo a test act for tho coun-
try. In tho moan timo events depend on tho
fortunes of war. Tho stronger France strikes
tho more tho blow will bo It is
only with Western powers that Bismarck has
influence. Ho cannot apparently, weigh on
the Empress of China and her Council, nor
entice or press, Itussia or Japan to make a
decision.

THE LOY1TXAS QUESTION.
Tbo Egjptian question is considered lo form

part of tho general plan of llio new forcignrc- -
lations that Unglaml is suspected ol liatcmng.
It is not the bondholders inal now occupy
scrions consideration, but will Europo bo pre-
pared to fight England ont of Egypt, if tho
English nation makes up its mind resolutely
that it will not abandon that countryaftcr hav-

ing made so many sacrifices to set it on its
feet. Tho symptoms of England to adopt a
moro vigorous colonial policy, do not add any
comfort to tho situation, where so much gun
powder is lying about. It is being felt, that

will not hcsiWto lo stnko rapidly and strong,
if others open tho ball. Tho confederation of

POLITICS.
" The opposition is chanting a rcfraiuover tho
falo of the country, becauso ono milliard, in-

stead of tbo three composing the budget, has
been voted bv tho Parliament. Tho dirgo is
only platonic. Of courso it would have been
better had legislators completed their work
"within tho 16S1 session, and not havo to com-

menco the new year with an arrcar of business.
The delay will not add to, or lako from, tho
burden of taxation. Tho p0slpopcmcnt only
rncans tbo waBto of timo. Tho protcctionsts
'are about tho merriest set of fellows at tho
close of llio yoar. They havo won nil beforo
them. A frco trader can hardly raise his
head; he would almost bo hunted out ol tho
'country, or gratuitously supplied with a tar
aud feather eustumc, as a reward for bad pat-
riotism. Tho famito mcctiogs volo a plague
on both Houses and demand food. Employ-
ment seems to bo given np as a bad specula-
tion. Hon ever, bread riots novcr can assnmo
any importance in France: they are included
under the category of riots in general, and so
lo bo suppressed. A neglected riot is tbo pre
cursor cf a revolution; what would precipitate
matters, would bo a six weeks continued frost
and snow.

THE "TLAY.

Sardou's now play of Tteoibm docs not
pleaso vcrybody, and even the most gushing
critics have a thread of vinegar running
through their encomiums. It is gorgeous in
the scenic and mounting souse; just as "Dick
Whittincton and his Cat." Only Emperor Au

Where Meteors Como From.

If, about 200 years ago, a witness bad
stated that ho had seen a witch at mid
night riding through tho air on a broom-
stick, ho wonld havo bcenbelioed; but
u ho hadtatea mat no nau nearu a iouu
explosion, and found a largo holo in the
ground, and, upon thrusting his hand in,
had found a stono "which was warm, his
veracity wonld havo been doubted. Meteors
mnst havo fallen in olden times, but it is
only in later days that these cases havo
been reported. Until 17W it was tho belief
that meteors were visitations from God.
A Danish astronomer was tho first to
write on tho subject. Pallas found a
meteor, which tho former examined, and
recognized its true character, it being a
composition of iron and nickel. In 1883
a largo shower fell in Normandy, which
was of meteoric orign. A Hindoo claimed
that a meteor followed him for two hours
before it fell to tho oarth. Tho most
celebrated ono fell in 1492, in Alsace, and
it was hung for threo centuries in a
cathedral. It woighed 230 pounds, and
foil with tho sound of a clap of, thunder.
It penetrated tho earth six feet. Tho
best known meteor is ono of 1274, which
fell in "Wolverhampton, Ene A farmer
saw a holo in tho ground, and an examin-
ation showed tho ground to be warm, and
a meteor was finally unoarthed which
weighed about 700 pounds.

In falling,
meteors start from abovo tho atmosphere,
whoro thero is little resistance, and como
down with a Telocity twenty times greater
than that of a bullet.

Tho most common meteors aro stones,
and cannot bo found because they resein-bl- o

stones on tho earth's surface. In
Siberia and South America tho most aro
found. AVhero they como from has caused
much discussion. Ono theory is that
meteors oririnally camo from tho earth,
and wero duo to stupendous volcanic erup-
tions of ages gone, when tho molcors wero
thrown beyond tho attraction of tho earth,
and sent roolving around the sun. AVhen
tho earth In its orbit comes near ono of
theso wandering meteors it attracts it,
and it plunges into tho earth. Any stono
thrown at tho rato of six miles a second
would not return to tho earth again, but
would bo thrown outside of its altractho
power. Every ono of thebo must in timo
enter tho orbit of tho earth, and must, of
course, return to it. Ezcliangc.
