open from 8 am until 5 pm The general sup
erintendence 01 tne conduct ot tno polling place
was in the hands of It F llickertou Ksq who
was ably aided in faciltting the registry and con
cellatiou of voting papers deposit of ballots and
other details by Messrs I Wondenbnnr Capt
John U Brown Cant II Luce and Major A
Boss clerical work being performed by Messrs
Henry Smith WL Wilcox WHAldrichW
O Atwater and Samuel JIaikai A detachment
of the regular police under tlie immediate enperri
sion of Deputy Dayton preserved order in and
about tbe entrance Captains Mehrtcns and Feh
ber doing duty at tho ballot boxes

Tho day was an extremely pleasant odc- and a
