Dissenting Opinivn of Mr. Justice MeCully.

The frst Hawaiian statute relating to con-
tempt ‘= found in the Act to Organize the
Judic! «.v Departmert, & ber,
1847, Sec. T of Thog. dnel R that
the said Coart-, & .= of record, have
power to punish sowmmoarily any person
guiliy of the following acts: six clusses of
acts are ennmerated. The maximum peual-
ties are fixed, and there is a proviso that
persons punished for confempt under any of
these provisions shall, notwi s be
liable to indictment for such contempt, if
the same be an indiciable offense.

This Act was exp repealed by Section
1491 of the Civil Code, May 1
been amended by implication by the pro-
visions of the Penal Code, first ennctad June
™, 1850, in Seo. 18 of Chap. 30, which some-
what more fully and particularly enumerates

I'he Civil Code (1859)) bas a chapter,
XXIV., sutitled “ Of Contempts.” It pro-
vides for the sommary punishment of con-
tempt, with a sealé of punishments, which
may be imposed by the Supreme Court, Cir-
coit Court, Circait Judge, District Justice,
gte. No definition or description of acts
which may be considersd contempts is given
I'be penslties areslightly

of the Pengl Code of 1550, but otherwiss it
is a re-epactmoent in the Civil Code of the
provision in the Penal Code for summary
panighment of coutempt, omiiting, how-
ever, the enumeration of aols which are con-

| tesupt, and the provision for trying snch by
| jury, and the penalty following sach convic-

tion. Baot 1t adds to the statotes npon econ-
tempt by Section 1097 that persons punished
summarily shall also be linble to indictment
for the same misconduet, if it be an indict-
able offense, the Court, in passiug the second
sentence, to take into coosideration the pre-
vious penaliy, and by Section 1098 the pro-
vision that when the contempt consistsin
the omission or refusal to perform an aot
which 1= yet in the power of the party to
perform, be may be imprisoned until he have
performed it.

The last legislation is the enactment of

the new or Compiled Pensl Code, 187, which |

retains the deseription of offensss, and sob-
joins the 24th chapter of the Civil Code, in
place of the former list of penalties for con-
tempt paonished summarily, with also Sec
tions 1097 and 1003,

It appears from
statates that we bave always had n statute
whiek
Court, and providing for the scmmary pon-
tham, and, in addition, that
when they ars indictable offenses, they may
also be presented on indictment, and faorther
punished.

The view taken by the Court is that there

may be also other acts not preseribad in the |

statute which may be beld and punished for
contempts under the common law power of
the Coart, and
Section 1047 in the phrase “‘persous punished
according to the provisions of this chapter,
shall also be linble to indictmeunt for the
same miscondeet, if it be an indictable
offense.” -

My construction of this is, that persons
who have been punished summarily, which
is what this chaptar preseribes, may also be
proceeded against by indietment, and that
the offenses, not being defined in this chap-
ter, for which a penalty may be imposed sum-
marily, are those which are described in the
statute which enumerates contempts, and no
others.

Section 1098, which allows a conditional
term of imprisonment, does not seam to ma
to anthorize sn enlargement of cases beyond
the statute; it merely providing this new
mode of penalty for cases in the statute
which it might apply to—for instance, * re-
fusal to answer as a witness,” or * refusal to

asuswer | and proper interrogations,’
“ willfal bedienee of any lawful process
or order.”

If we were withont siatutes preseribing
for contempk, the Conrt might be left to its
inkerent power of self-protection, and would
probebly find its rules in the common law
anthorities.

Thiz is only conjectural. The peed of
soch & power in the Courts was recogmized
from the beginuing by statntes granting that
power, and I am onable to assent to the con-
closion of the Court that, besides the ex-

ressly epamerated acis of contempt, the
Court ean hold other sots to be contemﬂ[;ta.
and sabject sommarily to pspalties of fine,
imprisonment, or both.  This Court has often
had pecasion to hold that the common law,
#o nemiine and proprio cigore, did not exist here.

The terms of Saction 18 of Chaptar 29 of

the old Penal Code, being Chapter 30 of the |
' new Penal Code; in describing contsmpis,
| are definite and not general. Sasys Broom, in

commenting on the maxim, expressio swive
w2t exclusio aiterizs: ** 1L sometimes happens
that in s statute, the language of which may
fairly comprebend many different cases,
soms ouly are expressly mentioned, by way
y. #nd not as exclading
others of s similar nature. Sometimes, on
the conirary, the expressicos uied are re-
strictive, and intended to exelude all things
which are not ennmemted.”
