Gazerre :—Political news at present
hers is of & very unsatisfactory nature, asthe
League, which was formed to combine on a
ticket for the Island, is broken throngh dis-
sension and strife amongst its members, and
the ticket reported for last week will not
be borne oot ia its entirety. At the last mo-
ment Mr. John Parker, of Weimes, repeated
his former intentions that he positively
wounld not run, despite all indocements, and
certain members of the Leagus Committes
tried to bring out Mr. G. C. Beckley in his
place, but the rest of the committes took a
firm stand, and the vacancy i= yet unfilled.
Mr. Wm. Vannatta, as s Representative can-
didaze, wishes to withdraw, so that we have
two vacancies thut appear to be hard to get
enitable men to fill. There ia this assurance
that unless pood men will come forward and
consent to stand, the plauters and the labor-
ing portion will not smpport shysiers, sud
thus leave a loophole for some desiguing
natives to secure the seats. It i very hard
to procurs good men, a8 we in the country
are essentially & laboring class, and cannot
take time from bosiness to devots to the
councils of the nation. Yet we want repre-
sentation by good men, and we want the
sugar indostry represented. If we had a
good sprinkliog of planters, or those directly
interested in plantations, we might expect
that our demands for iut,e‘rnal improvements
which are so necessary, would have doe con-
sideration. We want representation from
all over the Island that wilt look out for the
interest of Hawnii, #s well as for the counntry
at large, and see that our roads be repaired,
wharves built, and other improvements that
| ure essentinl to the welfare of the Island be
apcomplished : and yet, although we are all
supportiug the new Constitution, the old
plank, *'to the victor belong the spoils,” is
