The news from abroad received by
the Umatilla with San Francisco
dates to ATay 21 has no startling
features Peace reigns in every
country The most important
trouble is that of the labor strikes
in Germany where between one
and two hundred thousand coal
miners have struck for higher wages
They have been receiving on an aver-
age

¬

two shiLings and six pence a
day sixty cents and ask for an
advance of three pence a day and a
reduction in the hours of labor It
is said that the Emperor William
and the German Government
strongly sympathize with the
strikers and if so they may Eecnre
at least the advance asked for

In Vienna a very singular strike
of conductors occurred on the city
tramways they demanding a reduc
tion of two hours daily work from
sixteen to twelve The conductors
refused to yield and the populace
siding with the conductors would
not allow a car to move Finally
the matter became so serious that
the Emperor Francis Joseph inter-
fered

and notified the companies
that in his opinion the demand
of the conductors was a just
one and that the hours of work
should be reduced to twelve
which was done and the
trouble ended The city council of
Yienna also imposed a fine of 5000
