Shipping News.

The schooner Emma Claudina which
arrived from Fanning’s island on
Wednesday, went alongside at Howard-
street wharf at 1 p. m. vesterday.
From those on board it was learned that
the United States steamer Nipsic would
not arrive in San Francisco before De-
cember. When the Emma Clandina
leit Fanning's island the Nipsic was
there awaiting hercoal. The brig Cai-
barien was chartered at Honolulu hy
the Government to take coal to the
Nipsic. When the latter received her
coal she was to proceed to Honoluln and
there go on the marine railway to have
her propeller straightened and be put
in shape to travel.

The brig George K. Douglass came
over from the California Sugur Refinery
wharl vesterday afternoon and went
alongside the Oceanic dock, and will
cominence loading for Honolula this
morning, August 2d.

The Fremont-street pier is nearly fin-
ished, The fender piles were put in
position on Wednesday, the planking
has been completed and the pier will be
ready for use by the early part of next
week. The inner piles are covered with
capvas and tar, aiter the Key West
fashion. The wharf is the longest one
along the bay.

MAUI ITEMS.

Picnics — Politica — Felice Matters—The
Weather, Ete.

Excursions and picnics are in order

here now. One expedition under the

command of Major-General Foster had
scarcely returned from a trip round
West Maui, when another started round
East Maui, commanded by Papa Bojum,
the old mountaineer. For grand scenery
and lovely views East Mauni is unsur-
passed, and the tripis well worth the
tronble.

In politics everything is quiet, and the
hope is that the peace will not be dis-
turbed any more, although many seem
to think that the fire issmouldering, and
is liable to break ont again any tinte.
Satisfaction is expressed by all, natives
as well .as foreigners, that the Palace
wall is taken down.

The captain of police, H. Long, has
resigned, und as far as is known, there
is nubody appointed to take his place
yet. An experienced man ought to be
put in, somebudy that will be bribe
proof. There are any amount of tempta-
tions here in this district, especially
down at Paia Chinatown. A white man
ought to be appointed, one who under-
stands the native tongue. It would cer-
tainly be beneficial for the district, as
too much illicit liquor selling and gam-
bling is going on at present, not to men-
tion all the undetected burglaries, whieh
probably will commence again, as soon
as the nights get darker. It is ramored
that there is some hitch between the
deputy sheriff and Mr. Long, and that a
lawsnit will be the consequence. How-
ever, that may be, a change was needed,
and we hope for an improvement.

Water is getting scarce again, and no
gign of any rain. Plantiog bhas com-
menced, and with rain the plantations
will be able to go right abead with their
work. The weather has been hot and
sultry the last few days, with very light
winds.

It is ruomored that a saloon will be
opened at Paia. Some think it will be a
clieck on the illieit selling, and prefer to
have a saloon 1o the way it is carried on
now. Others again are strongly op-
posed to it, and will not be contented
with less than total ibition. The
majority are undoubtedly for the saloon,
under present circumstances, but strong
and influential efforts will be made to
hinder the gin-mill from being estab-
lished, It ix said that more liquor comes
to Paia than Wailoku; and if that be
the case, a remedy of some kind ought
to be applied to stop illicit traffic.

SECOND BATTALION DISBANDED.

We learn that the action taken by
the Government in disbanding the
Second Battalion of the Hawaiian
Votunteers, is based apon the follow-
ing letier: :
 Srconp Barramos Heavquantess, |

Angast 1st, 1880, |
Y. V. Ashford, Colonel commanding

Hawaiisn Volunteers,
SBir: Since the events of July 30th,

my feeling, as the present mw
officer ofglhe Knu!]ehmeh Guard,
that 1 shou'd resign in consequenceof my
complete inability to bring forward aay
men of my command, asordered by you,
to support the aunthorities ina
capacity on that day. Before doing so,
however, [ wish to report the circum-
stances, and offer some suggestions for
your consideration.

Immediately on learning of the gut-
break, I came to the Police Station
where I understood headquarters had
been temporarily established, and re-
ceived orders from you, from time to
time, during the day. I found that
many, if not most of men in some of
the companies of my command, wers in
sympathy with the insurgents; and in-
deed a large number of them were actu-
ally with the party who entered the
Pailace grounds in the morning. Two of
the killed on that day were Poni, 1st
sergeant of the Prince’s Own, Sam
Loika, of the Laleiohoku Guard:

The only officers who answered my
summons to report for duty, were those
of the King’s Own Company, some filteen
men of this company also reparted to
me, a8 well as about twelve of the Lelsio-
hoku Guard; but not being able to fur-
nish them with arms, and their services
at that time not being required in any
capacity in which they could act without
weapons, I sent them home, with orders
to be ready on call. These men held
communication with me till the end of
the trouhle, ready to do anything valled
upon. I will furnish you a list of their
names further on.

As you already know, the Queen’s Own
Compuny has been in a state of mutiny,
and acting in defiance of orders from
headquarters for some time past. One
of thetr officers, A. 8, Mahaulu, was with
the iusurgents, and fought with them
till the time of the surrender, but
escaped.

The staff officers of the Buttalion all
reported to me s+ soon as they heard
of the trouble, without awaiting a direct
order, and held themselves ready during
the day.

I now respectiully ask that the entire
I:‘utlnli()fl bfldiablandedh.l lam eati
that no loyal militdry Battalion organiz-
ation can be muintsined from the ma-
terial now present on the roll of the
corps: Lam of opinion that a first-class
single company could be maintained b
a wise selection of the men now com&
tuting the Battalion, and probably intro-
ducing a few others; and hope the
authorities may not seo fit Lo entirely
sirike the native [orce off the Volunteer
Roster; but as already stated, [ believe
the first thing to do is to at once disband
the 2d Battalion, and then discuss the
organization of our native company,

views on this question, after you bave
referred the matter to Military Head-
quarters,
