A TEST CASE.

A Chinaman Leaves the Kingdom With-
out Complying With the Law and
Wants to Return.

The law reads that Chinese who leave
the kingdom and desire to return must
obtain a permit from the Minister of For-
eign Affairs and must also furnish the
Minister with two photographs of him-
self and pay a fee of five dollars and
comply with other requirements. Chung
Waa leit the country without doing any-
thing as required by the law and is de-
girous of returning, but the Minister of
Foreign Affairs declares that he will not
permit Chung Waa to return to and land
in the Hawaiian Kingdom, and that he
will hinder aud(gevenl him from so re-
turning and landing.

A bill for an injunction has been filed
by thqg Waa’s attorney, praving that
the Minister of Foreign Affairs may be
enjoined from hindering and preventing
Chung Waa from returning and landing
in the Kingdom, and that a writ of sub-
pEna be directed to the Minister com-
manding him to appear and show cause
why an injunction should not issue and
be made perpetual and for such other re-
lief as the natoreof the case may require
and for costs therein.

The petition states that Chung Waa is
a 'Hawauu_.u subject, having been natur-
alized under the laws of the Kingdom on
the 11th day of August, 1886, as appears
by his nataralization papers.

THE WHALE FISHERY.

Annual Review of the Industry for the
Year 1389,

The Whalemen’s Shipping List con-
tains the review of the whale fishery for
1889 which is given below:

The past year has shown no improve-
ment over the preceding one in eatches
or results, Two sperm whalers from the
Pacific Ocean made good voyages, and
some of the vessels cruising in the North
and South Atlantic did well, among
them several schooners obtaining good
catches on the Hatteras and Charleston

grounds,

The Arctic stason was a failure—the
worst ever known—only 72 whales being
taken in the Arctic. The vessels in the
Japan and Ochotsk seas, and on Kodiae,
did better, 47 whales being taken on the
former and 25 on the latter ground.
With the exception of two steamers in
the Arctic, the other eight steamers did
no better than the sailing vessels. Three

vessels were lost, the Ohio 2d in Bristol
Bay on Nounivak Island, the Lucretia on
Herald Shoals in the Arctic, and the
schooner J. A, Hamilton is supposed to
have been lost on her passage to Ouna-
laska, never baving n heard from.
The poor season was attributed to the
prevailing warm weather and the ab-
sence of ice and consequent absence of
whales, they being further north in the
pack ice.

The steamers Orca and Thrasher went
as far as MacKenzie river and Herschel
Island, further east than any whalers
were ever known to have been. Plenty
open water was found, and two whales
were captured by each vessel.

Thyough the efforts of the New Bed-
ford Board of Trade, seconded by the
owners and masters of the whalers, a
Houseof Reiuge has been established by
the United States Government at Point
Barrow. The material to build it and
supplies for the same were taken there
by the U. B. steamers Bear and Thetis
and bark Thos. Pope, and with the as-
sistance of the whalemen the officers of
the steamers erected the house, and it
was placed in charge of Capt. Gilbert B.
Borden. The house hasaccommodations
for a large nomber of persons, and sev-
eral steamers and vessels being imperiled
by the heavy ice east of PointBBamw, at
one time it looked as if these accommo-
dations were to be availed of the first
year of their establishment.

Bark Ohio, Capt. Allen, of this port,
referrad to in our last review as missing,
proved to have been lost with most of the
officers and crew, only seven being
saved.

The North Pacific fleet of 1880 will
number 46 vessels, of which about 15
will to the Japan and Ochotsk seas,
Bristol bay and Kodiac, leaving the Arc-
tic fleet proper about 31 vessels, the
smallest for many years.

During the coming year about fifteen
vessels, principally engaged in sperm
whaling, are expected to return home,
leaving the smallest number of vessels
and tonnage sperm whaling known for
fifty years.

The present fleet consists of 97 vessels,
with 22,718 tonnage, being a reduction
of 9 vessels, with 2770 tonnage, during
the past year. There are at present ly-
ing in Eastern ports 21 vessels, with 4112
tonnage.

Refiners purchased less crude sperm
oil during the year, say about 13,000 bar-
rels, against 21,000 barrels in 1888; bot
on the other band the guantity exported
was much larger than the previous year,
being 5800 barrels, against 1350 barrels,
The price opened the yvear at 60 cents
and advanced to 73}; cents in February,
which was the highest price resched dur-
ing the year. It then re-acted to 60 cents
in August, from which time it gradnally
advanced to 70 cents in December, at
which holders were firm at the close.

The visible supply is 4130 barrels less
than at same time last vear, as follows:

The market for whale oil was firm dor-
ing the year, but the demand very mod-
erate, The total sales reached only 6350
barrels, over one-half of which was sold
in July at 35 @ 38 cents, mostly Northern
oil, which may be said to have been
about the ruling price for the year. For
the remaining stock held here, 1850 bar-
rels of Nothern, 45 cents is demanded.
Sales were reported in San Franecisco,
on the arrival of the Arctic fleet, at 25
@ 35 cents, the market i
