The above, together with
few more articles on view, such

a couple of stone inu kukui, 3 red
feather basket-wor- k god, a lei palaoa
and an ihe paheeor moahooholoholo
used ia the game of pahee, were
leaned the British Mnsenm from
the London Missionary Society's
colleccon.

Passing on. we arrive a number
of miniature lei palEoas, in one in-

stance four of these being strung on
one cord. One of them is stained

a somewhat unusual color.
There are also a number of small
figures cat of whales teeth and
fashioned into the shape of turtles.
These ornaments were worn as
finger rings, being tied oa with a
piece of cocoanut fibre. Of lei pa-

laces proper there are seven, one
being especially noticeable from the
magnificent human hair braid by
which it suspended.

As regards kapas-- , ihere are some
of tho rarer and earlier patterns; but
they are not displayed advantage,
and they certainly do not compare
with the fine assortment at the
Bishop Mnsenm. One kapa of a red,
yellow and black pattern has a ticket
oa it. stating that was worn by
LQxoliho, who died in London in
1S24- - There is also s fair set of kapa
stanps. ohe kapala, aad hoahoa,

It must be admitted, however, that
it is in the splendid collection of
feather leis. cloaks, capes and hel-

mets that British Museum excels
all other institarions of a similar
nature throughout the world. As is
well known, these were away
from islands Cook, Vancouver
and other earlier navigators Van-
couver more especially. Several of
the helmets and cloaks, and
lets, may be said to be uniqne, and
surpass even tnose found tae
Bishop or Berlin Museums, the
royal collections at Honolulu.
particularize, there are no less than
twenty-eigh- t feather most of
these having been obtained by Van-
couver on his visits the islands
between 1752-- 5. The of the
leis being as follows: Xine all red,

red and yellow, eight red, black
and yellow, three black with a little
yellow, and one black with a little
red and yellow. In addition, there
is one more lei a huge one, and a
parfect beauty form. Bed, black
rtnti yellow leatners nave been em-

ployed in making it. Before leaving
the subject of leis, interesting to
note the great resemblance which
the feather leis of Hawaii bear to
those worn by the of Bio Xegro
(South American) Indians, called the
Mnrdrrr"''g, and who live on the
bsaks of the Kio aapajos, a tributary

of the Amaron. The colors of the
feathers used by these Indians are
ideatically the same those of the
Hawaiian, the Hawaiian leis, how-ew- r,

twins: on the whole of better
workmanship. Did the ancieut Mexi-
cans or Indians, whatever thoy may
be styled, at the time of their dis-

covery aad conquest by the Span-
iards, wear feather leis or helmets of
anv kind ? If so. is it not possible
that the Hawaiian? may have derived
hints for making leis, feather cloaks
and helmets from samples of Alexican
feather leis worn or in the possession
of Spaniards on board some of the Ma-

nila galleons which are nowsnpposed
to have made Hawaii or Iia Mera a
Dort of call ! or perhaps the ancient
Hawaii&ns may have been instructed
in the art of making feather lels,ele-- ,
by Spaniards from the vessels
wreckea on the coast of Hawaii pre-vio-ut

to Captain Cook's arriTal, the
Spaniards on their part having ob-

tained their knowledge of feather
leis from the Central or South Amer-
ican natives ?

There are no less than six feather
helmets made of red feathers, with
black and yellow worked into the
pattern- - Besides these, there are
four red feather gods, three of which
are crowned with the mahiole or hel-
met, the fourth one being decorated
with a fine shock head of hair, pearl
eyes, gaping month studded with
teeth, etc. Three helmets, not cov-

ered with feathers, are interesting
from their exhibiting the kind of
framework on to which the feathers
were aSxed.

The Museum possesses eight fea-
ther tiDpets or capes. In some of

have a fed ground with yellow orna-
ments, the third being made of black
cocks feathers with an outside border
of red and yellow feathers.

The kahilis do no: equal either in
number or size those to be found in
the Bishop Mnsenm, bnt they are
valuable nevertheless on account of
the material (bone, ivcry and turtle
shell) and workmanship of the
handles. Judging by their appear-
ance theymustat onetime have been
the property of chiefs.

Close a leaping pole (? spear)
stands a beautiful miniature wooden
god with helmet. There are also
three small household gods. Amongst
the containers, such as poi bowls,
spittoons, ipa icamona, etc- -, there are
some of rare shape aad of a kind
scarcely it ever to be met with on the
islands now-- a days. These bowls,
made of kou, koa and other hard
woods, are in many cases supported
by qaaiut carved wooden figures of
mea standing or squatting in gro-
tesque positions, and resembling
those fantastic Japanese figures that
may be seen for sale in brie
shops. One of the spittoons or ipu
kuha is studded all over with human
teeth, taken doubtless from ihe jaws

close proximity to tais gruesome
object are a couple of newas or war
clubs, ihe one of wood, the other of
stone. These were used in giving
the quietus to an unsuspecting ene-
my or victim destined for sacrifice.

A rare article in the collection is
what msy be styled a Hawaiian ces-tu- s.

It is made of hard wood and
studded on ihe edge all round with
sharks' teeth. In shape it is some
what like a meat mincer, and was
grasped by the warrior in his band
in the same way as the ancient
Roman gladiator wielded his cestus
when about to engage the foe in hand
to hand connici.

Of ulumaikas there are about a
dozen and a half, of different colors
and in good preservation. Most pro-
bably some of these were the favorite
ulus of chiefs skilled in the game of
Hawaiian bowls. Amongst the canoe
paddles, the writer noticed one oi a
much larger size and different in
shape from the usual Hawaiian pat-
tern. It may possibly hail from the
South Seas, or may have been used
as a steering oar in one of the large
war canoes.

The kois, or stone adzes, with and
without handles, make a good show.
Some are very large and of curious
shape. The display of fish hooks is a
good one. It includes one large bone
hook and one wooden hook tipped
with bone, measuring about 11 feet
long, and used very likely for deep
sea fishing. Dogs' teeth and boars'
tusk anklets and wristlets help to
make a fine display. Good "specimens
of these kind of personal ornaments
are now hard to obtain.

In Hawaiian mats the British Mu-

seum is singularly deficient There
are two mats labelled from Xiihau,
but they are not particularly remark-
able for beauty or fineness of material.

It would take up too ranch space
to enumerate half of the articles in
the collection; bare mention will
therefore be made of the drums,
swords, sung stones, canoes, spears
and stone mirrors ranged along the
walls.

A great many of the tools, weapons
and implements in the "Oceania"
group of the Ethnographical Gallery
in the British Museum were given by
a Mr. Julius L. Brenchley, who it
may be mentioned was the gentleman
that erected the marble tablet in front
of Kawaiahao Church to the memory
of Douglas, the Scottish botanist

Although the Ethnographical Gal-
lery of the British Museam contains
many treasures, still there seems to
be a certain air of neglect, or at least
carelessness, about the arrangement
of the different exhibits which strikes
the visitor as being scarcely in keep
log with the world-renowne- d charac-
ter of that national institution. Some
of the cases looked as if they had
once been carefully arranged and
since then had never been touched or
attended to. Many of the tickets
bearing written descriptions of the
different articles in the cases were

lying upside down. Othor exhibits
had uo labels attached. The spelling
was rather shaky, p. g.; Hnw&ian,
Xihsn, etc, and worst of all is the
lack of n printed catalogue for the
use of students. It may be safely
said that the Bishop Museum u away
ahead in the matter o( arraugeniem
and display of contents.

Before stopping it tuny be as well
to mention that many of the articles
in the Pacific Ocean, or Oceania,
section of the Ethnographical Gal
lerv of the British Museum are drawu
and described in the fine "Ethno-
graphical Album of the Pacific,"
issued by Messrs. Edge-Partingt- on

& Heapo. in 1S90. Plates 49-6- 0 of this
album treat of the Hawaiian gronp.

UBBTIXG OF THE HIS-

TORICAL SOCIBTr.

Address by A, T. Atkinson.
A public meeting of the Historical

Society was held in the Y. M. C. A.
Hall on Monday exening. Vice-Preside- nt

J. S. Emerson took the
chair, and the routine business was
speedily transacted. Recommenda-
tions from the Board of Managers
were presented in regard to some
changes iu the Constitution.

Alist of persons proposed for mem-
bership (twenty-si- in all) was read,
and voted upon affirmatively by the
society. The followiug persons were
elected corresponding members: Gen.
J. Grant Wilson. Senator Chandler,
Senator Morsran, V. L. Tenney. Esq.
Chaplain R. R. Hoes, "C. S. X.. re
signed the office of Librarian, and
Dr. C. T. Rodgers was elected in his
place.

Professor Alexander, the Corre-
sponding Secretary, read an interest-
ing letter from T. H. Davies, Esq..
giving some particulars tnat no nan
ascertained in regard to the recep-
tion and death of Liholiho and his
wife, the Hawaiian King and Qneen
who went to England in 1S21.

Mr. A. T. Atkinson then read the
paper ot tne evening on "iariy
bpauish Explorations in the Spanish
Islands." For the youth of tho 16th
century, of brave heart and vigorous
constitution, nothing had greater
;ascin3tion than the broad expanse
of the Pacific, with its unknown isl-

ands and peoples, strange produc-
tions, fabulous wealth of pearls and
gold, spices and vermilion. We who
have some knowledge of every part
of the globe can have but faint con-
ception of the excitement caused by
tales of the early voyagers. They
were received by our ancestors in
those days very much as news-fro-

the planet Mars would be among the
newspaper reporters of our times.
Young adventnrons spirits broke
away from the restraints and tram-
mels of antiquated custom, and
in the freshness and freedom
of a new life found one of the best
gifts the West made to the East.

expedition was a money-makin- g

scheme, but in connection
with this was ihe religions duty of
fighting the devil and converting
his subjects or diminishing their
numbers. Voyaging in the Pacific
has four well-define- d periods: (1)
Anterior to historical records; (2)
spasmodic adventurers, 1513-17- 76 ;
(3) scientific, extending from Cook to
the recent expeditions of the present
century; (4) colonization, bringing in
new populations, new industries, new
institutions.

Iu the second period Mendano, in
his .second voyage, seems to have
been the only one who acted upon a
definite plan with a definite object in
view. After giving a brief account
of Mendano's first voyage the lec-
turer gave a more detailed narrative
of the incidents and results of the
second voyage. It was on this voy-
age that he discovered the Marquesas
Islands, mistaking them, however, at
first for the Solomon Islands, which
he bad discovered on his first voyage
and was searching for again to estab-
lish a colony there. Imperfect in-

deed mast have been tbe skill in
navigation which could make a
blunder in reckoning equal to one-thir- d

the breadth of the Pacific. So
little knowledge was there of the
real position and relations of the
various countries of the globe, that
Mendano gave to the group he had
discovered the name of Solomon Isl-
ands, under the belief that Kincr
Solomon brought part of his treas
ures Irom these islands! On this
voyage his wife accompanied him
with a retinue of servants. Many of
the 2S0 soldiers had their wives with
them. In the four vessels there
were in all 378 souls, A very correct
account is given of the people of the
Marquesas, their customs, and food,
especially of the breadfruit The
Solomoa Islands were never reached.
The colony was Iiegun on an island
that was called Santa Cruz, a name
retained to the present day. The
chief received the new comers in a
friendly way, but dissensions soon
arose, and many natives, including
the friendly chief were killed. Then
affairs went on from bad to worse.
Disease and famine decimated the
Spaniards. Mendano himself fell a
victim to disease. His widow,
determined to. leave, sail to
Manila, refit and return with a new
band of Colonists. Her vessel safely
reached the destined port, but fifty
died on the voyage. A second vessel
came m, belated with a weak aad
dying crew. The third vessel also
reached the Philippine Islands,
striking the beach with sails full set,
but only corpses on the decks. The
widow's romantic history was closed
by her marriage with some Spanish
gallant, who went with her in her
vessel to Mexico, and there the
couple disappear from history.
