FERGUSON LIBEL

The Defense Moves for Dis-
missal.

Full Transeripy

The editor of the ADVERTISER was
promptly on hand at the Distriet
Court Mopnduy morning st 9:30
o'clock. Ho was there obedient to a
summons issned by one Ferguson
charging bim with criminal libel by
pablishing & statement concerning
Gusatemala by & responsible gentle-
man named Antone OCloys, who re-
sides at present in Honoluln and
who has had the benefit of personal
experience in Goatemala.

Mr. A. S. Hartwell, who appeared
as counsel for the arrested editor, was
also present to respond to the com-
plainant. Mr. Arthur Brown, deputy
marshal. annonneed to the court that
Mr. Charles Creighton, said Fergu-
gon’s attoroey, had put in an sppear-
ance, bt was on the anxions seat for
the purpose of postponing the case
he had precipitstely projected into
court.

After severnl minntes of weary
waiting duaring whieh the spectators
yawned snd genial Paunl locked
solemn, the connsel of the aloressd
Ferguson in answer to enquiries by
Judge Hartwell as to whether they
appeared es prosecutors or defend-
ants, looked at each other sheepishly
and mumbled % reply pot andible to
the Lresthiess spectators who wers
eraning thelr necks barward.

At Iast came Mr. Creighton also,
who asked st what time after Mon
day wonid be aﬁ'rmable for the ar
rested aditor and his counsel to ap-
pear sgain in the matter, as bo (Mr.
Ureighton) was unable Mordsy to
go to trial. To the reply of Mr.
Hartwell that no time wounld be
agreaable, Mr. Creighton amen
ded his petition 80 a8 (o
read thst be wonld like to know
whether the court would postpone
hearing the caseuntil 1:30 p. x. next
day. This Judge Robertson kindly
cousented to do, and the complainant
and his attorney, followed by genisl
Panl, haviog obrained the induigence
askad, retirad from the court room
in telerable good order— for the
present.

The preliminary trial of the libel
cuse against the ADVERTISER, brouglt
by “Captain” Ferguson, was called
Taesday afternoon at 1:30 o'elock by
Judge Robert=on,

M. Charles Creighton presented the
case and rewd the following charge:

Arthur Johnstone j= charged with
libel in the first degree in maliciously
publishing and putting into circuola-
tion, for the purpose of making it
known to others, an article entitied,
“‘He Hns Been There,”" printed in
TrE Pacivic COMMERCIAL ADVER-
TISER, a newspaper published in
Honolulu, Oabu, on the i2th day of
Aungust, 1563, of which artiele the fol-
lowing is a copy [Mr, Creighton reads
aricle], whieh =aid artiele, and more
especially that portion of it which
reads: “‘Does Captain Ferguson think
no one kpows about his trip there
with the steamer Monsermat? 1 was
in San Jose at the time he landed his
load of ‘blackbinls,” and T think it
would be safe to say that he would
find himself in danger If eaught alone
with =ome of the Southh Sen Islanders
he Ianded there, He is said to be
romising the Japanese $10 a month.
Vell, dollar in that eountry Is
worth 50 cenuts in United States coin.
They ure called there ‘poco tempo'
dollurs, which means ‘mahlope' dol-
lars in Hawailan, Now I defy Cap-
tain Ferguson, or any other person, to
contradiet what I siate. Contract
labor in Guatemala means traflic in
human fesh,” directly intended to
injure the fame, reputation and good
pame of Walter H. Ferguson and to
bring him into disgrace, abhorrence,
odium, hatred, contempt and ridieule.

Judge Hartwell said that the
offense of libel was unknown to the
law. He wished to know whether
the prosecution intends to rely upon
the charge of making or publishing a
Hbel, Mr, Creighton said they relied
upon the charge of publishing a libel,
as stated in the complaint. The
charge specifies the offense,

Judge Robertson said he thought
the charge was sufficient, and asked if
the defense intended to waive exami-
nation,

Judge Hartwell said defendant re-
lied upon his rights.

Left there last
February, Reud the article in Neu-
miani's office at % AM. on August 12
This is u copy of the contract drawn
between mysel!, the Guatemala gov-
ernmenl and the Japanese to be agri-
cultural laborers. (Read the provis-
lons relating to payments), This is
thie only contract., The $10 i« United
States gold coln or Its equivalent in
exchange. The currency of Gustemala
is paper and silver. The bills are guar-
untesd by the government. Contracts
are payable in U, 8. gold eoin. 1
have made such contracts, Paper s
not on a par with gold. It runs from
152 to 173 on exchange. At 170 the
rate would be $17, in place of $10, If
'\'nu huve a $10 gold piece you get the
wneflt of the exchange. T was only
conuected with the Monserrat as the
government ugent of Guatemala, T
superintended the expedition. I saw
that the recruiting officers followed
the law. This was last year., 1 ar-
rived ot San Jose de Guatemala on
Sept. 14, 1862, Have been there since
then., Have seen all the South sea
islanders taken there. Thestatement
in Cloy's letter is not true. [ was
with them Iast December and Janu-

ary. Have been to each and every
plautation. They are at five planta-
tions. I wisited all five and saw
the men. Captain ~ Davis  of
the  British  man-of-war  Roy-
alist was in  the SHouth seas
at the time. Was with us at four
of the islands; wasat one of the isl-
ands on two different days, The isl-
anders were the same ns wken to

Guatemala.  They were all well 2utis
fied, nnd spoke to me in glowing terms
af thelr treatment and work, Some
anid they were treated betler than in
Fiji, New Zealund or Hawaii., The
plantations are inland forty to seventy
miles; ure reached by wagon ronds,
railwoy amd mule tracks. There are
very few corrugated-iron roofs—only
one or two; they are mostly thatehed,
The bhouses are buill of wood. Never
saw o luba carrying a revolver, |
never heard of a laborer being shat.
There are no Chinese there., There
are no Japanese there, except the
first lot forwarded from here. Have
traveled from one end of the

couniry to the other, mostly on the
Pacific side. Have visited twenty
plaptations, and have been through
the coffee seotion, The coffes belt is
from 2500 to 4000 feet elevation. The
condition of the plantations are good.
andthere areno chanees of disease from
the comlitious of the laborers. The
imported lnborers have good quarters,
corruguted roofs are the exception.
[HReads the schedule of rations, and
explained thedetails of transportation
of Japanese.] No expense for trns-
portation fulls on the Jups. They do
not want Chinese in Guatemala, It
struck me the Inst sentence meant
I was a slave dealer. Have
recruited 149 Inborers. Want 150,

Cross-examination—Do not know
where the St. Louis lodging house is,
Never asked for it. Don't know that
any body ever went to the St, Louis
lodging house. I went to Guatemals
eighteen years ago. Made the trip
across the country. Have two ap-
pointments as sgent of the Guate-
mula  government., One was for
the trip to the South Sea islands in
November 1891, to recruit South Sea
islanders. This was signed by the
president of GGuatemala. The second
Was as government agent for recruit-
ing Japanese immigrants in Hawaii
and is dated May, 1588, T cannot pro-
duce the first as'it has beensent to the
Guatemala government. The second
one is at =ans Souei. . Creighton

Judge Hartwell said he wished to
lm(\'e ilipr?dnmi.

‘ontinuing Captain Ferguson testi-
ficed: Have visited twenty planta-
tions and have passed through forly.
All have local names, [named the
five plantations,] These five planta-
tions run inland from 50 to 65 miles
Went by mulebsack and train, I was
there December 15 to middle of Feb-
ruary. There are no coffee plantn-
tions on low lands. None from 20
feet to 400 feet elevation. At least I
never saw any. The lowest coffee
trees are 1200 feet elevation, 1 have
no forms of contracts made with the
South Sea islanders, but mentioned

Morris K. Keohokalole, sworn:—Am
clerk in the interior office. [Identi-
fied the certificate filed according to
law, in the interior office by the Ha-
waliian Gazette Company. ]

These Hawaiian Japanese were re-
cruited so that they could be trained
to mct as lunas for tuture importations
of Japanese. We selected good, relia-
ble men, with experience in planta-
tion work. Had conversation with
Mr. Johnstone. Charles Creighton
was present. [ went to inquire for
Cloys, but Mr, Johnstone was not
there. We went Ilater. Found Mr,
Johnstone. Said he did net know
where Cloys lived, but that one of the
ADVERTISER'S reporters did. Said he
did not believe the article was true,
but as Cloys was willing to sign it he
nad published it. Tater, at my re-
guest, he cnme (o the window of Paul
Neumann's office and =aid that Cloys
lived at the St. Louis lodging-house,
[Mr. Cloys at that time roomed there
and is still occupying room No. 6in
that  premises]. Neumann  amd
Creighton tried to find Cloys, but
coald not do so. He was anxious for
them to find Cloys. They wished to
find out what he meant by publishing
such an article. I intepded to prose-
cute Antone Cloys.

Mr. Creighton said if Judge Hart-
well desired he would take the stand
to show that he had hunted for Cloys.

Judge Hartwell said the defense
wis! nothing.

Mr. Creighton sworn: I was usked
if I§would accept a retainer. [Smiles].
I replied that 1 would, under the eir-
cumstances. As soon as 1 was re-
tained I tried to find Cloys until noon
of Saturday, August 12th. T heard he
was u Porluguese, Mr, Neumann and
1 got into » hack and went to the St
Louis lodging-house. Inquired for
Cloys, They did not  know
such a man. |[Mr Cloys rooms
at the house, and on his
return  that afternoon he was
told Creighton and Neumann had
called for bhim. His landlord told
him this.) He bad gone to the Por-
tuguese settlement, but nobody knew
Cloys, [Cloys is an American, born
in Utah.| He had appealed to several
Portuguese redidents, but
them Knew Cloys,

Cross-exnmination : The Iaudlord
had stated that uo such man as Cloys
had been there within thirty days,
[Cloys had been at the St. Louis lodg-
ing house for some time, is well
known, and is rooming there now. |

Judge Hartwell asked by what sta-
tute or rule of lnw Mr. Johnstone was
beld in the present case. The Ha-
wallun Gazette Company was a ¢or-

ration. Mr. Johnstone had no au-

1ority to perform what was charged in
the complaint, viz., publishing a libel.

Mr. Johnstone has nothing whatever
to do with the publication of this alleg-
ed libel. The fact to be determined is
whether Mr, Johnstone, as editor, in-
curs any liability for the publication
of this artiele. It is not claimed that
Mr. Jolinstone has made any libel, If
the charge was the making of a libel
it would be different, but the charge
had been confined to the publication
of o libel, and that was wﬁy he had
bheen particular to have the matter
underatood at the outset. He moved
the charge be dismissed as there was
no evidence to show that Mr. John-
stone had been gullty of publishing a
libel.

Mr. Creighton said that although
he had not eited authorities, neither
had eounsel for the defense. He
elaimed corporstions could not be
sued, He cited the ease of the Pro-
visional government against G. W.
Macfarlane & Co., o corporation. Has
claimed that sny oue concsrned ina
corpomtion was responsible in law,
The legal linbility rvesided, in this
ense; in Mr. Johnstone. He was sorry
for Mr. Jobustone, but Mr. Cloys
eould not be found. [Mr. Cloys was
within twenty-five feet of Mr. Crelgh-
ton at the time]. He wis sorty for
the editor of the ADVERTISER, but
hind the prosecution been able to find
Cloys, Mr. Johustone would be no
more than an interested spectator.
[Mr. Cloys, just outside the bar,
smiled and put his handkerchief to
his mouth to suppress an outburst.]

Judge Hartwell sdaid the question of
eriminal  linbility is not before
the court, and is not to be discussed.
Corpomtions can be held through the
proper officers elsewhere, and he saw
no reason why the editor should be
held in this case for publishing a libel.
He therefore saw no reason why Mr.
Johustone should not be discharged
on the present charge,

Judge Robertson said he would re-
serve his decision until next Friday
at 9:30 AL M.

De-
puty Attorney-General Wilder, at
the conclusion of the case,asked
for an adjournment of thescourt
until he conld consult with the
attorney-general as to whether or
not he would present any further
cases before the native jury this
term.

MR. MASON KNOWS SOME-
THING OF GUATEMALA.

He Was There When the Black-
birds Arrived. ’

HOW FRISONEES AKE THEATED.

The Fate Which Awaits the Japanese

When Oner Landed o

Guatemaln.

Mr. Ben Mason, who is well and
favorably known in this conotry, and
who has resided on thesa islands for
a period of fifteen years, being em-
ployed in different capacities, return-
ed a short time ago from an extended
trip throngh South and Central
America. Mr. Mason is & machinist
by trade. Dauring last yesr he re-
sided in Gnatemala, where he was
employed by the Guatemals Railway
Company. He remembers distinctly
the arrival of 400 blackbird Sputh
Sea Islanders by the steamer Mon-
serray in that country lust September.

He remembers the occasion because
the arrival of these slaves was the all
abeorbing topic in Guatemala at the
time, and beecaunse he fitted ont the
engine in Goatemala that was re-
guired to carry the special train
which had to be made up to convey
these blackbirds from San Jose,
where they landed, into the interior
of the conntry.

Mr, Mason has made two trips to
Central Americs, and has also trav-
eled through San Salvador, Nicar-
agna and Costa Rica, He remaiped
in Guatemala eight months on his
last visit, and left thst city doriog
the month of February of this year,
returning here by the way of Mexico
and California.

As a copsequence of these two
visits, Mr. Mason ia fully couversant
with the bistory of Central America,
her people and their mode of living.
Learniog that this paper had been
attacked on account of some corre-
spondencs which appeared in its
columus coneerning the treatment of
laborers on the coffee plantations in
Guatemala, Mr. Mason has kindly
volunteered to give the publie the
benefit of his knowledge in regard to
how laborers uro trested io that
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the penpitentiary. This is called the
sleepy act. The guard affects drowsi-
ness, and the unfortnoate prisoner
noting this aod thinkieg he has a
chance to wscape, stops working &
moment. As soon as this is done the
guard deliberately caises his goo sod
tires upon the poor anfortunate.

commercially to the United States,
that it was ouar ultimate destiey to
become annexed to that republic.

Perbaps Mr. Oleson was somewhat
lacking in appreciation of the exist-
ing conditions. He was certainly
honest when he said that annexation
was ‘“not a question of practical
polities.” Like & good many other
persons, the wicked and determined
proceedings of the queen on the 14th
of Jannary last opened friend Ole-
son’s eyes very wide indeed. He took
the sitoation right in, and from that
day went in with all his might for
annexation as the ove great hope and
safety for honest and stable govern-
ment in Hawaii.

He
verities the statement of fessor
Brigham that foreign contraet labor-
ers are not allowed to attend church
or receive the benefits of the weekly
holidays. He denies in toto the state-
ment that eoffee will not grow below
an altitnde of 2500 feet and says there
are sevaral plantations slong the
government road near Champonica,
which are not over 800 feet elevation,
The published statments regarding
the manner in which contract labor-
ars are fed on beans and jerked beef,
and housed in co iron bnild-
ings was also verified by Mr. Mason.
Hesays further that thers is no gold
in circniation in that conntry st all,
and that a silver dollar is worth but
50 cents in Gnatemala.
