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ELECTION DAY

The American Union Party Elects Three of Its
Candidates.

JUDGE ROBERTSON POLLS THE LARGEST VOTE.

Abies, Carter, Vivas, Robertson, Fernandez and Kunniakea Are
the Successful MenKlemmc Loses bv Two Votes Only.

The Voting in Detail Very Little Excitement
at tbc Polls, and Everything Passts

Off Satisfactorily.

There was not much excitement at
the polls yesterday, and the election
passed ofT in a very quiet mauner.
The Portuguese candidates, J. AT.

Vivas and A. Fernandes, went in with
Hying colors, as did A. G. M. Robert-
son. These were the only independ-
ent candidates elected, the other
three being the regular nominees of
the American Union Party. A. G. M.
Robertson polled the largest vote, he
reoeiving 1565 25-3- 4 votes.

The cummulrtisiYAfA'iT. But on
the whole, the voters understood
it. A large number of votes were cast
for single candidates, and when the
inspectors were reading the ballots on
the count it seemed as though the
great majority of voters had decided
to plump their six votes for a single
man. Very few ballots, comparative-
ly, contained six single votes. The
Portuguese divided theirs between
Vivas and Fernandes, giving them
three each.
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Quite a crowd gathered at the Gov-
ernment Building after tho polls had
closed, waiting for the returns. All
of them were in early, except the
Second Precinct of the First District
where some mistake was made In the
count. The returns from that precinct,
therefore, are not olllcial, but can be
relied on as nearly correct. They
will be corrected today.

The only close vote was between
Kunuiakea and Klemme. The former
polled 612 17-3- 0 votes, and the latter
610 0, a difference of only a small
fraction over two. Klemme will prob-
ably contest the election, and ask for
a recount.

A nnmberof the candidates went
to the Government Building during
tho evening, and the successful ones
were heartily congratulated by their
friends. The Portucuese..wre. pjuv.
had" put both of their candidates
through.

There were no disturbances at
the polls to speak of. One
man, who was considerably un-

der the iulluence of liquor, made a
slight disturbance at the first precinct
of the Fifth District, but he was
promptly suppressed.

In several districts it was noticed by
the inspectors that a numberof Portu-
guese had a number of "specimen
ballots." These were supposed to
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have been Kirni them asaguldoto
their votin- - These ballots werp
crude, nearly all of the nnmes being
spelled wrongly. They were tafcnt,
away from the men whenever it was
possible.

During :he evening, Annexation
Hall was crowded with people who
wanted to lhtd out the election re-
turns which were telephoned to
Chairman Kennedy of the Central
Committee. It was said thatllmw.
turns would bo thrown on a screeu
opposite the hall, anil in consequence
there were a number of people on the
corner of Fort and Hotel streets, but
the screen and tho returns did not
materialize much to the dlsgustof the
assembled throng.

The number of votes polled by each
candidate will be seen at the bead of
this article. As a sample of the ap-
plication made of the cumulative
vote, the returns from tho first pre-
cinct of the second district are printed
below. It will be noticed that the
Portuguese vote is divided, three and
three, for Vivas and Fernandes.
