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Taxe it all in all, there was ex-
traordinarily little bloodshed con-
nected with the great railroad
strike. In any other country the
riots would have been suppressed
at o vastly greater cost of life. In
Giermany the mobes would have been
shot down in scores and hundreds.
In France, the emall bands of sal-
diers would have been simply wiped
out of existence. The result is
extremely creditable to the United
States. The government there is
so0 near the people, so thoroughly a
government of the people, that
violent opposition and bitter feel-
ing between the suthorities and the
masses do not easily arige, and the
outcome shows how strong atter all
such a government really is.

FALSEH00D WILL OUT.

Readers of the Holomua should
never be misled into believing its
statements because they are made
with an appearance of precision.
The other day an article was pub-
lished in that progressive leaflet
arguing againgt building roeds and
developing the industries of the

ountry. The article bristled with
preposterous misstatements., For
example, the sale of bonds since
the revelution is put at $100,000
The real amount is $263,000. The
expense of “placing the loan” is de-
clared to be #12000. The real
amount is #4076, These are a fair
sample of the Holomua's use of
statistics,

Figures always lie, somehow,

when they appear in the columns
of the Holomua. The local tradi-
tion is probably too strong for

MASTERLY INACTIVITY.

The Councils of the Republic
are meeting regularly every week
but without transacting any busi-
nese of note. This iz altogether as
it ghould be. There is no public
demand for any law-making on
t be part of the Councils. They are
continued in existence simply asa
provision for emergency which will
probably rarely arise. Ordinary
legislation they should not at-
tempt. To do so would be techni-
cally legal, certsinly, but in spirit
none the less a usurpation,

This does not apply to matters
like the appointment of the labor
commission proposed by Mr. Em-
meluth. That will hardly be legis-
lation in the ordinary sense but
merely a provision for an inquiry
which may or may not beconie the
basis for future legislation.

We believe the members of the
Advicory Council tske the same
view of their duties as that indi-
eated rbove.

A TEMPEST IN A TEAPOT.

be Holomua has experienced
another change of heart. Ii pow
declares that it meaus to rule or
ruin, and it advises the natives to
fight for their rights,

This little ebullition of temper
should not be taken too seriously,
and need not exocite any great de-
gree of alarm. Itis one of those
little tempests in a teapot which
cheer, but do not inebriate—though
they certainly suggest inebriation.

The cause of the Holumua's grief
and rage is not far to seek. Yes-
terday a hack-driver by the name
of James Quinn applied for a cer-
tificate of =ervice, in order to
qualify as a voter. The applica-
tion was refused. Quinn, who, by
the way, is not a bad fellow, hap-
pens just now to be a protege of the
Holomusa's. “ Hence these tears.”

The reason why Mr. Quinn's ap-
plication for a certificate was re-
fused is not because the Govern-
ment iz wicked and malicious, as
the Holomua contends, but simply
because he does not eatisfy the re-
quiremerts of Section 2, Article 17,
of the Constitution.

The news that the great railroad
strike is breaking up and that the
transportation  business of the
United States can be resumed, will
be hailed gladly by all friends of
law sind order. The disorderly
movement which has cost millions
of money snd destroyed a num-
ber of lives, was not properly a
strike at all, but a boycott. The
Pallman workers had a perfect
right to strike if they were digsatis-
fied with their wages. When, how-
ever, they induced railroad em-
ployees all over the United States
to assist them in an effort to coerce
the Pullman Cowpany by destroy-
ing the property of innoceut per-
gong and visited thousands with
ruin, they did a thing which was
without any color of right. The
boycott has not injured Mr. Pull-
man in the least, but it has caused
immeasurable loss, and in many
cases ruin, to the farmersof Cali-
fornia and to producers and ship-
pers all over the Union. The action
of the bovcotters has been in prin-
ciple exactly the same as that of
the bomb-thrower. The bomb-
thrower does not pick out the
guilty and blow them up. He des-
troys the innocent, with the inten-
tion of terrorizing society and thus
frightening his enemies into grant-
ing him what he considers his
rights, So the boycoster sayg, “If
you will not give me what I want, I
will injure the business and des-
troy the property of everybody.”

Such methods as have prevailed
in the United States duoring the
pust weeks cannot possibly ad-
vance the cause of the laboring
man., They will simply hasten a
conservative reaction,

The following editorial in the
Ountlook containg an admirable
statement of what we conceive to
be the truth about the strike. It
should be thoroughly digested.
The Outlook, be it remembered, is
a journal very friendly to working
men.

The issue is not whether the Pull-
man Car Company ought to bave sub-
mitted to arbitration the guestion
what wages it should pay to its em-
I.Iuiyees It is whether the American

tallway Union shall determine when,

under what conditions, on what rail-
roads, and In what sort of cars the
people of the United States may
travel. The Pullman Car Company
decided that they could not afford to
pay the former rate of wages to their
employees, Their employees decided
that they would not work for less,
Therenpon the Pullman Car Com-
pany decided that it would cease
work for the present. For this avowed
renson, and for no other, the Amer-
ican Railway Union, an organization
of switchmen, brakemen, fremen,
aud & few engineers and conductors
has decided that no railrond shal
carry any Pullman car on its trains
until the Pullman Car Company re-
opens its works and re-employs its
workmen. We repeat that the issue
now is not between the Pullman Car
Company and its employees; it is
not even between the great railroads
and their emg{:yees; it is between
the American Railway Union and the
American people.

The issue has only to be stated in
another form to be perfectiy clear.

Suppose the railroad employees had
asked Congress to pass a law prohibit-
ing all use of Pullman cars on Toter-
Btate Commerce lines until the Pull-
man Car Company re-opened its
works and re-employed its workmen;
with what derision would the propo-
sition have been received ! But what
they would have then attempled to
do by lawful means they are now st-
tempting to do by unlawful means;
that is the whole difference.

Until the right of the Americean
people to uss the highways of the
nation 15 settled, ail other questions
shoulid stund to one side, Tarifl, in-
come tax, vilver question, woman
sutfrage, are insignificant compared

with the gquestion, are we a free peo-
i'fl." 2 The railway corporations will
msve the sympathy and support of
snbstantially the entire nation in this
fs2ge until It is settled, and settled |
aright.

The statement is made that a
prominent Chinese, who was natur-
alized some years ago will present
himself today ssa candidate for
registration.  [f the application is
refused he will seek relief in the
courts, the object being to make a
test case.

Article 74 of the Constitution
says: “In order to be eligible to
vote for representatives a person
shall,

“Be a male citizen of the Re-
publie ; and if naturalized prior to
January 17, 1593, be a native of a
country having or having had
treaty relations with Hawaii ; or

“Have received special letters of
denization entitling him to all the
privileges of Hawailan citizen-
ship; or

“Have received from the Min-
ister of the luterior the certificate
of service herein provided for.”

As China has not, or never has
had any treaty with Hawaii, it is
plain that no Chinese can vote
even although he has become an
Hawaiian citizen. It may appear
to some persons that there is some
injustice in this, but if so, it is
chargeable to the new Consti-
tation, which makes no difference
in the status of Chinese citizens.
They remain just where they were
under the Constitution of 1887, en-
titled to all the rights, privileges
and immunities of any other class
of citizens, always excepting the
right to vote.

We do not, however, conceive
that there is any injustice what-
ever in excluding Chinese from the
ballot. The voter must be one who
takes part in the life of the State,
who is an eesential part of the
community of whose social life the
State is simply an expression. The
political community should be ho-
mogeneous. This does not mean
that it may not be composed of
different races, but it does mean
that these races must have at-
tained to an ideal unity. They
must be morally fused, have a
common life, common ambitions,
and share the same political hopes
and aims. The different elements
of a true political society may
guarrel certainly, but their quar-
rels must be family quarrels.

The Chinese is an alien in Ha-
waii. as he is everywhere away
from the land of his birth, He
brings the Orient with him. Every-
where—in Australia, the United
States, DBrazil—wherever he wan-
ders, he is forever the same, wear-
ing the same clothes, nursing the
same ideas, abiding by the same
religion. He sticks close to fact,
follows the past, and treads in the
steps of his forefathers. The race-
type is persistent, and it is the
type of the born materialist and
conservative.

How can the representative of
such a race as this consider him-
self wronged because political so-
cieties whose ideal he neither un-

derstands nor values, decline to
admit him to a full membership?

Fundamentally he iz not excluded,
but excludes himself. There are
race prejudices, of course, but they
are not as strong as the rising
spirit of democracy. Whenever
Chinese, in thiz country or the
United States, acquire the charae-
teristies which are necessary to the
free citizens of a free etate, they
will be admitted to vote, and no
power on earth will be strong
enough to prevent it.

We bave no purpose to reflect in-
juriously upon the Chinese. They
are a people of many remarkable
qualitiee which invite imitation
and not criticism. As residents of
Hawaii, they have been peaceable
and industrious, and have played
a useful, though nowadays some-
what too aggressive a part, in the
development of the country.

AccorpING to private advices
from Washington, the Hawaiian
treaty might not have been saved
in the general crash of the Wilson
bill, if this country had still been
under a monarchy. Sympathy with
a young Republic eseems to have
been a sentiment actively felt and

freely expressed in the Senate.

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A LABOR COMMISSION.

Mr. Emmeluth yesterday pre-
sented a resolution in the session
of the Councils calling for the ap-
pointment of a commission 1o
investigate the labor question. No
action was taken on the resolution,
but it was made the order of the
day for the session next week.

Mr. Emmeluth’s idea is an ex-
cellent one; and it should be car-
ried out without delay. The mat-
ter should be carried, however, fur-
ther than he seems to contemplate,
and a bill should be introduced
authorizing the appointment by
the President of such a commission
to report to the session of the
Legislature which will probably
be held befors the close of the
present year. The commission
should be composed of five or per-
haps of seven members, represent-
ing the agricultural, mercantile
and mechanical industries, and the
greatest care should be employed
in its selection. It must be com-
posed of energetic men who are in-
tensely interested in getting the
problem solved, if anything i= to
be accomplished.

The commission should be given
the power to administer oaths and
compel the attendance of witnesses.
Ample funds should be placed at
its disposal, so that the other isl-
ands can be visited, plantations
haviog unique labor features in-
spected, and evidence obtained
which would not be available in
Honolulu. The labor systems in
vogue at Ewa, Waiakea and Hono-
mu should be thoroughly studied.
The commission should obtain
statistics uwpon the cost of sugar
production, and the proportion
borne by the wages of labor to the
total cost. The question of the
relative efliciency of Chinese, Jap-
anese and Portuguese labor should
be thoroughly investigated, and all
the expert testimony obtained
which is to be had. Possibly the
commission will be able to find out
whether there is sny good reason
why white men should be unwill-
ing to work on the plantations.

The foregoing indicates in a hasty
and imperfect way something of
what the Labor Commission will
have to do, if its inquiries are to be
of any value to the public. It must,
in a word, collect and digest a
larger masz of information on the
conditions affecting labor in this
country than any man now posses-
ses. [If it does not do this, its rec-
ommendations will have very little
weight. There are two opposing
opinions on the labor question here
—one aflirms and the other denies
that our industries can be carried
on without the aid of Asiatics.
One says Hawaii must be, the other
that it never can be a “white man’s
country.” Letthe Commission ob-
tain the data to settle this dispute.

The final duty of the Commis-
sion, having collected all the facts,
will be to make a report to the
Legislature embodying definite,
positive and practical recommen-
dations. The Government proposes
to evolve a comprehensive land sys-
tem; let the Commission match
it with a worthy labor system, This
is no easy task, but there are pozsi-
bly men in the country who can do
it. There are, at anyrate, men who
can grapple with it bravely, wheth-
er they are throwp or not. Ons
thing ia certain, and that is that
labor in Hawaii must get upon a
more satisfactory basis than the
present if an abiding civilization
is to flourish in these seas,

Let Mr. Emmeluth be ready next
Thursday with a bill. If it passes
and a Commission is appointed im-
mediately, it will probably have
four or five months to work in be-
fore the Legislature mests,
