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COUNCILS OF THE REPUBLIC.

The Labor Commission Bill Passes
Its Third Reading.

A STRONG RESOLUTION FROM IOWA.

The Schutzen Club Presents a Commu-
nication On the Labor Question—The
Matter of the Pay of Commissioners
to be Left to the First Lexialature,

The Councils met yesterday af-
ternoon, with Chairman Wilder
pregiding. There were present
Ministers Hatch, Damon and Smith
and Councillors Ena, Waterhouse,
Allen, Smith, McCandless, Bolte,
Mendoncs, Murgan, Nott and Em-
meluth.

After the minutes of the preced-
ing meeting were read, the Minis-
ter of Finanoce presented the usual
weekly report of his bureau. It was
received and placed on file,

President Dole stated that two
important franchizses had been ap-
plied for, one for an electric railway
line, and the other for a railway in
Hamakua. He submitted the mat-
ter to the Councils as to whether

they should act upon it or refer it
to the first Legislature.

Minister Hatch read a set of res-
olutions recently passed by the
legislature of Towa, as follows :

That we, the representatives of two
millions of prosperous, happy, liberty-
loving people, who have adopted as a
State motto, *““Our liberties we prize
and our rights we will maintain,”
hail the new Republic of Hawaii and
send a message of greeting, admira-
tion and cheer to our brethren across
the sea,

Resolved, That we commend the
courage, determination snd constancy
of the founders of the pew Republic
aud bespeak a glorious future for their
Stute,

Hesolved, That these resolutions be
referred to His Excellency the Gov-
ernor, with the request that His Ex-
cellency the Governor transmit the
same with appropriate message to His
Excellency the Presideot of the Ha-
waiinn Republie,

The resolutions were received
with applause, and Messrs. Hatch
and Allen were appointed to ac-
knowledge their receipt.

surest aid safest means of the desired
end, and implore 11+ passage and pub-

the eurliest practical momeunt.

Resolved: Second—That a eopy of
this resolutinm be transmitted to W,
C. Wilder, President ¢f the Executive
and Advisory Councils of the Repub-
lie of Hawait,

The resolution wag orlered to be
coneidered with the bill.

Minister Damon presented a bill
for special mpprupriations for Gov-
ernment use for the two years end-
ing March, 1896, It authorizes
the expenditure of surplus re-
ceipts and loan funds of the
Postal Savings Bank for public

works. The priuoig_l amounts | 2=

works,

are as follows:

: Honolulu, #120,500; roads and
: bridges, $98,150; new buildings,
i vaults, magazine and hospitals,

75,500. Honolulu Water Works,
$112,000; Wailuku Water Works,
$15,000; Hiloe Water Works, $3.-
500. The bill passed its first read-
ing.

The bill relating to contracts for
ocean mail service its sec-
ond reading, with the amendment,
by Mr. Emmeluth, that coal stor-
age be limited to coal actually re-
quired by the steamers.

The Labor Commission bill was
taken up for third reading. Mr.
Morgan said he did not think it
right that business men should be
asked to leave their business and
do Government work for nothing.

Mr. Ena moved to refer the bill
to the Legislature.

Minister Smith moved that an
amendment be made to the effect
that the commissioners be paid a
sum to be decided on by the Execu-~
tive. He thought the matter
should be settled at once. He de-
nied the statement in the resolu-
tion of the Schuetzen Club, that
the planters would do anything to
get cheap labor, and claimed that
they were trying to get labor from
European countries. |

Minister Damon did not want to
go too fast, nor did he want to get
too close to oligarchic rule. It
would be better to refer to the Leg- |
islature.

Minister Smith again epoke
about the necessity of immediate
action. This was a most import-
ant matter, and demanded prompt
settlement.

Mr. Waterhouse said he thought
there were enough men here who
would be willing to serve without
pay.

Mr. Morgan said that perhaps a
rich man would, but it was nct
right to ask a poor man to do it.

Mr. Emmeluth was in favor of
making payment for the work, if it
was limited to §5 a day.

President Dole also supported
the idea of pnying the commis-
sioners, but moved te leave the
amount to the Legislature. Car-
ried.

The bill passed by a unanimous
vote,

Minister Smith said that work on
‘the Kau road would be commenced |
at once. Mr. Morgan asked what
was the matter with Kona, and
was told “one at a time.”

The Couneils then adjourned.

OUR TARO.

The Succulent Root Compared to
the Potato.

At the Chemicul Congress of the
Midwinter Fair, California, A. B.
Lyons, F. C. 8., read a paper upon the
chemistry of taro, in which he sated
that the chief food of the native Ha-
wailan is still, as it has been from
time immemorial, poi, a fermented
paste prepared from the farinaceous
tubers of the taro, the colocasia escu-
lenta or arum esculentum of botun-
ists. Foreigners prefer geuerally to
use the taro itself, which ean be pre-
pared for the table ina great variety
of ways.

It commends itself as a staple arti
cle of diet for the same reasons that

muke the rnlat-nm popular, It isof
an agreeable but not too pronounced
flavor; it is easily digested; it is a |
substantisl food, and in a climate
suited to ils cultivation the plant s |
exceedingly productive.

There is as great a o fference in the
different varieties of turo as in those
of the potato. Some are solid sud
waxy when cooked; others are quite
light and of adebeate texture, ale
though not mealy like the potato,

The author's study has been con-
fined to one variety, viz, the light
white tsro which is especiaily prized
as & table vegetable, and to the pre
paration known as taro flour, a pow-
der prepared from the boiled taro,
the dllﬂereut varieties being presum-
ably mixad indiscriminately in its
preparation.

The Best Place to Study and
Understand It.

MRS. ANNIE BESANT'S WRITINGS.

A Few Facts About It Which Wil Ald
in Soulving the Mystories of the Thee-
sophieal Beliefo—The Hipdus, She
Says, Haye the Only True Religion.

The foliowing article, reprinted
from a recent copy of the Indepen-
dent, will be read with interest, es-
pecially at thiz time, when thse
Theosophists here are claiming con-
siderable attention. It wae writ-
ten by the Rev. John P. Jones, a
missionary of the American Board
in Madura, India.

The best place to study, and the
only place to rightly understand
Theosophy s Indin, Tn spirg, in
methods, even il not in origin, it Is
Orientul. Iodia is the home of It4
“Mahatiins,” the most congeninl
field for its “occult phenomens,’” and
the mo=t fruitful nursery of its esoterie
doctrines, Theeyes of Western The-
osophists turn to the East for l!{ht,
aud with ferveut prayer they look to
the Orient for inspiration, One is
greatly embarrussed at first to know
what is meant by Theosophy. The
studied vagueness of s founders
and the self-contradictory mysticlsm
of its defenders help us little, Mrs,
Besant's esoteric unintelligibility in
her writings only adds to one’s per-
plexity. 1Isit a philosophy or a reli-
gion? Or is it merely a al human-
itarian movement? Does it recognize
a God, or is it atheistic or pauthelstie
in its tenchings, or does it show fuvor
to idolatry? Who knows? The writ-
er has, at varlous times, seen afirma-
tive replies to every one of these
fquestions, from the founders nnd other
leading defenders of this strange
creed in India. Consistency and per-
spicuisy are the only two fodduul
which they decline to worship.

A few facts muy aid us in solving
some of its mysteries. Its ndvent in
Indip was synchronous with that of
the writer, about fifteen years ago.
Its founders, Madame Blatavsky and
Colonel Oleott, proclaimed it as an
“Esoterie Buddhism,” and empha-
sized its hostility to Christianity. [ts
avowed purpose was to expel the re-
ligion of Jesus from Iondia. This was
their popular watchword, which drew
many Hindus to it. The wmighty
wogress and growing influence of
{'!lri:tiunit)‘ in Tndis 15 sucli as (o
give transient pﬂfrulm-lty lo any
movemenut whose chief sim is to wn-
tagouize it, That it was o lorm of
Buddhism, even though “esoterle,”
was no recommendation

The writer remembers how the Hin-
du temple 1in Tionevelli had to be

urified, at no small expense, nlter a

heosophical meeting held within its
precivets,

But & new religion must have its
verifying miraeles; yes, more, the
wonder craving Hindo mind demand-
ed “signa.’® The very ingenious Ruse
sian ludy grasped the situation nod st
once began to produce the “ocenlt
phenomena'” with which her pame
will ever be connected. To the ordi-
nary educated Hiudu they were “won-
derful’’ and satisfying 5o Theosophy
spread marvelously for a beief day.

lmlir and ber “wonders,’’ the distinot-
ively religious character of the move-
meut vanl=hed, For more than five
years it let rligion severely alone,
and busied itself somewhat with an
effort to encourage the stuly of Orl-
entul ltersiure nod with proclaimin
the doctrine of the “brotherhood
man.” The former of there Is & very
destrable thing to encoursge, and the
latter 15 of parmmountl importance in
this caste-ridden country.
