next down stesmer. Mr. Feek's
railway construction outfit, con-
gisting of horses, mulvs, scrapers,
ete.. has already been shipped and
is now on the way to Honolulu,
being aboard the bark Oakland,
which sailed from Seattle Septem-
ber 15th. The Oakland is char-
tered by T. J. King, of the Cali-
fornia Feed Company, and, besides
Contractor Feek’s outfit, has a full
cargo of grain and feed. The vessel
is expected to make a fast trip from
Seattle, as she ig a clipper sailer.
As soon as the Oakland arrives,
active work on the Oahu railway
extension will be commenced and
pushed to completion. Some two
or three miles of the road-bed is
already completed and ready for
the ties and raiis, and, in order to
facilitate the construction and
equipment, both of these essentials
will be purchased in the Stutes aund
immediately ghipped.

Mr. Feek bears the reputation of
being one of the most experienced
and expert railway contractors in
the United States, and the Oahu
Railway Company is to be con-
gratulated on securing his services
for constructing their extension.

Missionary Work.

Within the next few days, says
the 8. F. Bulletin of Septemver 12,
a new vessel will be launched in
this city. She will be known as
“The Ship of Zion, Evanelia,” and
was built for the purpose of spread-
ing the gospel of the sect which
owns it among the natives of the
Society Islands of the Pacific.

The money to build the craft was
contributed by the children of the
Sunday schools. The dimensions
of the boat, as surveyed by the
Customs authorities, are as follows :
Over all, 45 feet; beam, 15 feet;
depth of held, 6 feet, with a ton-
nage of 20 tons. The very best
material obtainable has been put
into her.

The Evanelia will fly the Ameri-
can flag and will be placed in com-
mwand of Captain Burton, who will
sail her to the islande and turn her
over to a native Ereauber, who holds
a license from the French Govern-
ment as a pilot.

According to Bishop Kelly there
are already in the Society Islands
2000 native converts to the faith.
The missionary boat is built for
speedy trips between the different
islands.
