the foundation was laid on Satur-
day.

The five valleys around Honolulu
are now guarded and no one will
be allowed to enter without a per-

miit.

Senator Hocking, of Maui, is
atill in town. Between the Legisla-
ture amd the cholera he has had a
.Ong Etay.

No veseel can leave for any port
in the group without & permit from
the Board of Health. This is a
new order.

Mrs. Lounisa McArdle, formerly
a purse at the Queen's Hospital,
has been appointed rurse at the
cholera hospital.

Papers, magazines and otber
reading matter, is solicited by the
Board of Health for use at the
cholera hospital.

Fresh meat and salt salmon were
the only articles of food sold at the
fishmarket yesterday. Dried fish
is confiscated on sight.

The Rio Jaueiro brought word
that cholera had broken out on
board of the Italian cruiser Um-
bria, lying at anchor at a Japanese
port.

Mrs. Bacon was the only passen-
ger that left on the Rio Janeiro
from this port ; Captain Smith was
willing to take all that he could
accommodate.

Mail mstter marked “S. G.

She
will have a party of Raymond tour-
igts on board bound for Japan.

Two infected shanties were
burned yesterday—ooe at Kalia
and the other on Liliha etreet.
Ancther shack at the first-men-
tioned place will be destroyed
today.

Six leading business firms sub-
scribed $500 cash for the pyrpuse of
furnishing food and other neces-
saries for Hawaiians. Up to Sat-
urday night $7700 bad been sub-
scribed.

Waikiki people received many
messages from their friends yester-
day requesting them to refrain
from taking sea baths on account
of the cholera cases which devel-
oped at Kalia.

Colonel George Macfarlane will
remain in London until October;
he will then leave with his family
for home. Ruomor has it that the
Colonel is floating bonds for a new
Hawaiian corporation.

The sum of #8200 has been re-
ceived by Messrs. Fairchild and
F. W. Macfarlane for the supply of
rations to needy natives. The peo-
ple of Honolulu have been most
liberal in their donations.

Dr. W. T. Monsarrat has been ill
for some days, the cause being at-
tributed to overwork. He has been
reported dead several times during
the pastfew days. The doctors say
he will come around allright.

No more passenger trains will be
run by the O. R, and L. Company
until the quarantine is raised. A
freight train will leave for Ews
mill every morning at 7 o'clock,
returning to Honolulu in the after-
noon.

A report comes from Hilo to the
effect that the Claudine’s paseen-
gers will meet with & warm recep-
tion and not be allowed to land.
Sheriff Hitchcock may straighten
out the matter if the steamer goes
tomorrow.

Passengers on the steamers out-
side are all well. It was stated
yesterday morning that a case of
cholera had developsd on the
steamer Kanai, but it wasonly a
rumor. Dr. Day visited the ship;
he found a member of the crew ill,
but his trouble was not cholera.

LATEST NEWS FROM  MAUL

Sanitary Precantions Being Taken
in Every District.

A PLEASANT GAUKDEN I"TARTY.

Policeman Ifwisna Kills a Chinaman in
Trying to Him—Death of
Thomas W. Everett—ieople of Island
Ohject to Landing Chineses Laborers.

Mavi, Sept. 5th.—The Haiku gar-
den party which occurred during the
evening of August 30th, on the grounds
of H. P. Baldwin, was a most bril-
liant and successful event. Surround-
ing a pretty dell were booths of vari-
ous colors and designs, bhuge Japanese
umbrellas with tete-tete tables, and
the quaintest Iittle stage imaginable
with its green curtain stretched be-
tween two royal palms. A myriad of
colored lights twinkling here and
there amid the foliage, shed soft lustre

upon the scene. A large audience of
patives and foreigners appreciated a
pleasing program which consisted of
vocal and ipstrumental music and an
exhibition of wax works. C. H.
Dickey acted the part of the lecturer,
Dickens, showing to the publie, wax
models of some of the most famons
characters in his novels, F, E. At-
water merits special mention for his
assumption of the character of the
immortal Pickwick and Miss Richards'
pnegro melodies to the accompaniment
of the banjo, were much applauded.
Misses Millie Beckwith and Hattie
Wateon presided at the candy and
lemonade tables, Misses King and
Miunie Bildwin at the flower stand,
Misses Aiken and May Baldwin at
the souvenir booth, Mrs. Dickey dis-

nsed coffee and sandwiches, and
Mrs, H. G. Alexander had charge of
the post office most eonspicuous with
its red, white and blue bunting. One
hundred aod forty-five dollars,s much
larger sum than was anticipated, was
raised for the benefit of native SBunday
schools and other charities, The
Ladies’ Aid Bociety is to be congratu-
luted on the suecess of their entertain-
ment.

On Sunday sfternoon, August 25th,
& mass meeting of prominent eitizens
of Wailluku and Makawao districts
was held at Wailuku court house to
consider ways sud means against a
possible cholera epidemie. Alter
sundry speeches by Drs. Aiken, Armi-
tage and Raymond the following
sanitary committee was chosen by
the filty or sixty gentlemen present:
Dr. Armitsge and Messrs. Chilling-
worth, Friel, Carter and Campbell for
Wailuku; Messrs. Maynard aod C.
B. Miles for Kabului; Dr. Raymond
and Messrs. D, Center and George
Rudolph for Spreckelsvilie; and Dr.
P.J. Alken and Messrs, H. P. Bald-
win, Jumes Anderson, C, H. Dickey
and W. H. King for Makawao, L.
von Tempsky was afterwards appoint-
ed to look out for the Kula section. B,
F. Chillingworth presided at the
meeting which continued from 3:30 to
5:30 p. m.

Duoring BSatorday pight, August
24th, between S and 9 o'clock Henry
Iwienn, & Wailuku policeman, shot
and killed a Chinaman named Ah
Quai at Camp 8, Spreckelsville, Sev-
eral days previously Al Qual had
been & wituess in an opium-in-pos-
session case which was tried in Wai-
luku. Deputy Sherifl Carter directly
after the trial swore out a warraut
against Ah Quai for perjury, but be-
fore the paper could bUe served the
Chipaman escaped and bid in the
eane for four or five days, It was
while serving the warraut during the
night of the 24th that Iwieua shot Ah
Quai who was again trying to escape.
Iwiens has waived examination and
hss been committzd for trial.

During the past week or more, peo-
ple on the plantations, ranches and in
fact everybody hae been busy disin-
feeting their premises, The Wailuku
committee has caused one plank of
the sidewalk all along Market street
to be taken up and brought to light
all manner of filth, “everything ex-
cept & dead baby,” asone of the com-
mitiee remarked. Market streel leads
through the Chinese settlement.

B. Armstrong is chiel Inspector
of laborers’ quarters on Paia planta-
tion.

In case of cholera Wailuku people
will use for a hospital the old “small
on" pest house erected in ’S1, This

uilding is situated near the beach,
between Kahului and Wailoku.

Makawso people will place their
hoepital on the southwestern bound-
ary of Grove ranch.

ix-Governor Thomas W. Everett
died at his residence in Waikapu yes-
terday, the 4th inst, at 580 p. m.
Mr. Everett has been s most promi-
nent citizen of Maui for many years,
He was Deputy Sheriff and Sherifl’ for
more than forty years, and Governor
of the island for several years. He
was born in Boston, November 4,1522,
and during his residence of forty or
fifty years on Maui has always been
most highly esteemed for his hopest
aud upright charscter, Professor
Everett of Harvard College is his
cousin. The fuperal will 1ake place
this afternoon at 2 p. m.

Three of the Maupsolu Seminary
teachers and a pumber belonging to
Government schools are detained in
Houoolulu.

Deputy Sherift Carter, in the ah-
seépce of Bherifl 1. A. Apndrews in
Hounolulu. is acting as the chief exec-
utive officer of the island,

During Thursday, August 26th, the
steamers Mokolii and Kilsoes Hon
arrived in Kabhului, the former bring-
iog the mail and the latter 100
Chinese laborers These Chinamen
came on the ill fated Belgic and were
imported by Awapa for work on
Bpreckelsville plsotation. The su-
thorities’ at first devied them the

tivilege of landing at Kabului, but

Iy permitted them to eome ashore
without any loggage. Sigce then
they have been quaractined at '&mp

4, Bpreckelsville. The people of Maui
have been most uneasy since the

arrival of the Belgic's passe , and
would have been better satisfied if the
celestinls had been immediately sent
back to Honolulu,

No. 1 flour is selling in some stores
at $2 & bag. This acts harshly with
the poor native, for recently bhe has
been compelled to use flour for poi
instead of taro. In Makswso a barrel
of poi I= now worth $ 25, while
formerly it was sold for $1 50. In
case of a famine Maui bas Kula beef,
corn and potatoes to draw on.

CALLS IT AN OUTRAGE.

Correspondent Severely Critizes
Action of Hilo People.

Mg. Eprror : —The action of the
Deputy Sheriff acd people of Hilo,
in refusing to allow a party cf tour-
ists to visit the voleano, after they
hed landed at Punalun, was, to say
the least, very arbitrary. The
facts are these: The tourists, who
came sll the way from Bosjon and
the Atlantic States, urrivetruin the
Australia from San Francisco,
They were told here that they
conld go to the voleano, provided
they remained on the Australia
and did not land in Honolulu.
From the Australia they were
transferred to the W. G. Hall, and
left here with a clear bill of health,

huving strictly conformed to all
the requirements of the local au-
thorities. They were to land at
Punaluu, thence to the voleano,
and back to the steamer and Hono-
lulo. They had not been exposed
to the epidemic here in any way
whatever, nor could their visit to
the voleano under any possibility
have carried the contagion. They
did land at Ponalou, but by orders
of the Deputy Sherfl' were driven
on board agsin like a drove of
gheep, under threate of the bayo-
net.

The treatment that these tourists
have received from the Deputy
Sheriff and people of Hilo can be
termed pothing less than a shame
and an outrage, such as might be
expected from Hottentots or Fiji-
ans, but such as no one could have
dreamed of receiving from Ha-
waiiang, who are reputed to be civ-
ilized and anxious to be annexed
to a civilized republic. If persisted
in, this course will stop all travel
to the volcano or in fact to Hawaii.
The doors of the volcano botel may
now be cloged and bolted, the man-
ager dismissed, and a notice posted
on the gate, “No Tourists Allowed
Here—By Order of the Hilo
People!” and none will come.

If there be no other way to stop
these crazy, childish freaks, let the
captains of steamers be instructed
by their owners not to deliver
mails, nor papers nor freight of any
kind whatever, until permission is
given to acy passengers who are
allowed by the Board of Health of
Honolulu to leave with clean pass-
ports, to land at their destination.
The mails are no more free from
contagion than such passengers
are. Stop all the mails, and all
supplies, food and everything else,
until paeeengers free from coan-
tagion are allowed to land! “It's a
poor rule that will not work both
ways.”

SUGAR MARKETS OF THE WORLD.

Large Iucrease of Stock in the
Principal Countries.

Beet Sugar snd Hongkong Sugar Hav-
ing Their Effect Upon the Import-
atlon of Other Foreign Sugar.

The demand for refined is fair
and the importations of Hongkong
refined continue in considerable
quantities, eay Williams, Dimond
& Co., in their latest circular. The
importation of this sugar, together
with the increasing production of
beet sugar in this state are al-
ready having their effect upon
the importations of other foreign
sugars, and had the bounty, ac-
cording to the McKinley bill, been
continued, this coast, after a short
period, would have supplied
enough sugar for consumption
here, and would doubtless have
been an exporter of sugars.

The increased firmness previ-
ously reported could not be main-
tained, there being sufficient rain
on the continent to favorably influ-
ence the weight of the roots and
this has brought out speculative
gellers and resulted in a decline of
prices. Our latest mail advices
from Germany of recent dates state
that prices are not expected to go
much higher, particularly for the
present. It must be borne in
mind that even with the shortags
in crops that has been reported at
various times, there gtill remains
at latest uneven dates to August
15th, about 805,000 tons more
etock in all the principal countries
than last year. This must be en-
tirely wiped out before there will
be any actual scarcity of sogarin
the world. Latest reports from
Java received here recently, state
that out of a crop of about 500,000
tons about 200,000 tons have al-
ready been sold there, a great part
of which will find its way to
America.

Cuba Crop.—Condition of affairs,
as near as we can learn, continue
about the same as previously ad-
vised, and it is imposeible at this
time to state anything accurately
concerning the prospects of the next
erop, as it is entirely uncertain.
Total stocks of sugar at four ports
U. 5, Aug. 15th, 279,593 tons
against 572,669 tons last year.
Total etocks at six principal ports
of Cuba, by cable same date, 250,
000 tons againet 25,301 tons las.
vear, Total stocks of sugar in all
the principal countries, 1,770,293
tons against 965,187 tons at eame
time last year. Afloats to the
United States from all countries at
above dates are estimated at about
70,000 tons against 30,000 tons last
year,

MINISTER IRWIN MAKES DENIAL

Japan Has no Designs on the
Hawailan Islands.

Hon. R. W. Hawaiian
Minister to Japan, was recently
interviewed by Colonel Cockerell
for the New York Herald, on the
alleged scheme on the part of
Japan to absorb the Hawaiian Isl-
ands.

“This style of talk is pure non-
senge,” gaid Minister Irwin, “Some
gincere friends of the Hawaiian
Government talk in this way in
order to hurry action in the United
Statee, and many ingincere people
indulge in it. Japan truly has no
designs upon Hawaii. If she ever
had she would have shown her
hand when President Clevéland
proposed to restore the Queen. She
had two men-of;war at Honolulu at
the time, and’ her action could
have been made decisive. There
are 25,000 Japanese in Hawaii
now. The question of suffrage
there was settled when the consti-
tution was adopted. Anybody
may become a citizen and voter by
becoming naturalized and renounc-
ing hiz allegiance to bis native
country. The Japanese who are in
Hawaii are contract laborers.
They intend to return to Japan
when their terms of service expire.

“As eoon as Formosa is opened
up the Japanese will cease going
to Hawaii. Formosa will be the
great field for Japanese labor, for
there the men can securs perman-
ent homes and be all the while
under theirown flag. The Japan-
ese do not care to alienate them-
selves, Formosa will be developed
s a grgat sugar producing island,
Jepan will do the refining, and this
sugar will compete with the Hawai-
ian product ia the United States.
As to Japan having designs ©
Hawaii it is absolutely unfounded,
as [ know.”

family. Thinking nothing of the
poasibility of being ejected from
the place, he walked boldly to his
home. He was called upon later
by a delegation and with his family
was despatched haste to Hono-
lala, without being given time even
to offer an argument. The fear of
cholera has evidently taken firm
hold of the peoples of Waianae as it
has of those in other country places.

WOREK OF RELIEF SOCIETY.

If any one not fully aequainted with
the work of the Hawailan Relief Com-
mittee could have spent a few mo-
ments at their depot watching the
expression of thankfulness on the
faces of the poor natives and heard
them shower blessings upon those
who were dealing out most liberally
to them food with which to sustain
their families and themselves, they
would have immediately set them-
selves to do all in their power to as-
sist in the charitable undertaking in-
stead of offering doubtful compli-
ments, samples of which have been
heard in the last day or so.

The Hawallan lief Bociety is
strugg!iuﬁ bravely and buffeting the
waves of discouragement which occa-
sionally appear, with a vigor born not
only of interest in behalf of the Ha-
wsﬁm but a genuine spirit of crown-
ing with success the efforts which
have been started,

All through the hot hours of the
daly have the Iadies of the Relief Com-
mittee done the work of preparing
and dealing out rations to the needy
Hawaliaos., Io many cases undoubt-
edly they have been imposed upon.
They have realized that fact and have
not been blindly treated to & game of
“plufll” They do not intend that this
little act shall continue, however, for
after a thorough census of the pative
population of the city and suburbs is
taken, they intend (o sscertsin the
true state of affairs in every home.
Each name will be recorded and when
& Mr. Ioane Lapuale comes up to the
window with an expression on his
face akin to that of hunger, but savor-
ing more of rascality, he will be
“looked uja’e’immedlately. If he is
found to in circumstances,
neither tears nor food will be wasted.

The Relief Committee has not been
able to get everything into perfect
working order yet on sccount of the
complication of matters in Honolulu,
present perhaps in no other place.
Advice is cheerfully and thankfully
received from those who have a geou-
ine interest in the work which is be-
ing undertaken.

At a meeting held yesterday after-
noon members of the Relief Commit-
tee, representatives from the Central
Committee and others were present.

After some discussion the following
resolution was unanimously carried:

Resolved, That the Hawaiian Re-
lief BSociety cannot undertakes the
distribution of rations to persons of
other nationalities,

Resolved, That the Hawaiian Re
lief Bociety will cheerfully, with the
consent of contributors to its funds,
contribute to the funds of other relief
socleties if necessary .

A motion to address circulars to the
other islands, soliciting contributions
to the Hawalian Reliel Boclety, was
unanimously carried.

It was declded that rations of meat
vread, rice or pol be lssuned daily, l.mi
that rations of sugar and tea be issued
once a week—on Fridays,

Mr. Ned Macfarlane was appointed
a committee to confer with the in-
spectors as 4o the proper position for s
place from which to disiribute to out-
side distriets.

Mr. Fairchild stated that Heory
Davis & Co, had offered ten pounds
of tea a day ; Hollister & Co. nad con-
tributed whatever they had sent to
the soclety.

Other matters of
commitiee were transacted
meeting adjourned.

Officers Eleoted and Plans Made to
Assist Hawaiians.

Thoroughly Cooked Pol and Other Neo-
crssities Will Be Furnished— Funds
Coming in Promptly.

Mg. Eprror:—The Women's Ha-
waiian Relief Soclety was organized
Friday at 2 p. m,, in the office of M,
E. M. Nakuina, and the following
officers unanimously elected: Presi-
dent, Mrs. 8. C. Allen; vice-president,
Mrs. E. Kekaaninu Prati; treasurer,
Mrs, Fred Macfarlane; secretary, Mrs.
Emma M. Nakuioa; directors, Mrs.
James Campbell, Mrs, Geo. C. Beck-
ley and Mrs. A. A. Haalelea,

After some discussion on business,
the ladies went by Invitation to the
Chamber of Commerce and there met
J. 0. Carter, Georga Fairchild and
Fred Macfarlane, who had been ao-
tively en in securing monay to
be expended for charitable purposes,
Sald money was placed at the disposal
of the society.

Mr. Carter made some remarks of a
business nature that were listened fo
very attentively as he proceeded to
explain the working of a system of
checks or tickets, ete. Mr. Carter fur-
ther volunteered his services to aid in
the practical working of sald system.
It was voted that his services be most
thankfully acee Tted.

The present plans of the society are
to furnish disinfected [).ol to distressed
ones today, for there is an immediate
and urgent demand for that neces-
sity of Hawailan diet. It has been
tagml by the natives that the eutting
off of their regular diet bas brought
on bowel complaints, weakened them,
and made them easy orrelg for cholera.
It is the intention e soclety to
give tea or coffes and bread in the
morning, a dinner of poi and stewed
ments with tes at dinper, and tea or
coffee and bread again for supper. It
14 hoped that the work of setting fire-
place, boller, tanks, ete., will be so far
advanced by this evening as to enable
the committee to carry out this pro-
gram in full tomorrow. For today
only poi and stew will be delivered to
the distressed ones.

There were no facilities on the prem-
ises offered, No. 15 Bethel strest, for
cooking, ]poi making, rebotling, ete.,
aond the ladies are necessarily ve
much hampered by the lack of it.
shed ia being put up and all n
conveniences, Allen Herbert besides
placing the building at the disposal of
the nssociation ver{ generously takes
charge of the cooking department
and with his well known skill and
experience, well prepared and whole-
some food {a most certainly assured,

It is intended to take all poi, though
cleanly made and pre with
bolled water, put It in smail

and plunge them Into bolling water,
keeping it in for two hours,
when the bag will be cooled and then

properly thinned to eating consist-
ency with cooled, boiled water and
strained. Tt is belleved that this pro-
cess will effectually dispose of the
cholern germs as far as the poi fur-
nished is concerned. It is also the
intention to have cold, boiled water
aiways on hand for any one who ma;
want a drink., Firewood in small
bundles will be furnished to the
needy, that they may at least always
have bolled water and warmed drinks,
Ten, coffee and bread, it desired and
the applieart comes furnisbed with a
proper recepiscle and the men! tickets
of the association, will be allowed to
ba taken home us wal! as the pol and
stew,
