It Is said of rxicwsKuth that In
lcokin? over various plans for the con-

struction of a mansion on Krutn.i
stiwt, she vras particularly struck
with thce ofa normal school building
in the Slates. Drawing thoe plans
from among many others she said in
her imperious manner to the architect
standing near by, "Build me a house
lite thit." Those few words wens the
foundation of the Bishop mansion,
and now the Honolulu high school.

At the very first suggestion of using
the building for a high school, people
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well versed in the facilities necessary
for such purpose, began to remark fav-

orably on the advisability of the plan.
The Board of Education csed every
means in its power to obtain the
boildirg, and finally succeeded
in making satisfactory arrangements
for the purchase of the property at a
normal price. Many hearts were made
glad thereby, for it was the signal of a
cew era of education In the city of
Honolulu and on the islands.

After cocscmniatioa of the purchase
of the building, not a moment was
lest and men were set to work at once
TT.Wr- - necessary repairs and institut-
ing a general renovation. As soon as
this was completed, desks, blackboards
and other necessary to
a well equipped scnooi oturning, wer
cnt intonlace.

Throcsn. the kindness of Professor
Scott, who acted as conductor, a Farty
of pre? men, made up of representa-
tives cf the various city papers, were
shown the splendid facilities o the
new bizb. school Thursday morning.

"In starting oat gentlemen," said
Professor Scott, "I must say I never
came across a building so well suited
for the perpese of a high echooL We
have made absolutely no change in the
inner arransements. Everything is
the same as when the hollaing was
first erected- - "We have simply put in
the desks and nailed cp the black-
boards The rest wa done for ns
when the building was first pat cp."

Entering the large doorway at ths
front of the building, a wide hallway
runs the whole length of the main
part of the building. On either side
is a row of hooks for the accoraraoda-tic-a

"Witfe respect to the nratar cf light
and air, no complaint can te made
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without doing an inlustiee. la the
first place the building I isolated
from a number of others surrouudiuc
by a large yard, which enhances to a
great degree the beauty of the place.
This allows of the admittance of both
light and air without the slightest in-

terference. The large windows and
doors, together with the spacious
halls, make all the ventilation neces-
sary. It has been noticed that on the
very hottest of days the building is
always cool.

Perhaps one of the best school
rooms in the building is tbe old
dining room, separated from the
main portion by a wide veranda,
which runs nearly around the latter.
This is completely isolated from the
rest of the rooms, and has tbe addi-
tional advantage of laboratory facili-
ties. In glancing over the equipment
of this, a well as the other school
rooms. Professor Scott called special
attention to the blackboards, which
are something new in the Islands and
which were being used so successfully
when he visited the Coast recently.
They are made of wood pulp the
second growth ot maple which is
subjected to enormous hydraulic,
pressure, and, when turned out in the
form of wide strips, is knowu as Hylo
plate. Aside from the excellent man-
ner in which the board takes chalk,
It possesses the additional advantage
of making no scratching sound when
being written upon. The whole set of
blackboards in a room may be in use
without the slightest noise being
made by contact of the chalk.

The desks to be used are single, so
that the old fashioned punishment, or
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pastime, of seating a boy with a girl,
or vice. cero, will be done away with.
They are made of pine and guaran-
teed to last a long time. "With the old
way of seating two pupils at one desk,
it was an easy task, in case the desk
became disfigured in any way, to lay
the blame on" the other" feller.3 Un-
der the new arrangement each pupil
will te responsible for his own desk,
and consequently take more care to
preserve it.

The question asked by one of the
press men as to whether the boys and
girls would be allowed to sit in the
same room, was answered most em
phatically in the affirmative by Pro-
fessor Scott.

After examining carefully all the
details of the school rooms, the party
was conducted to the basement part of
the building, as perfect in Its make-u- p

as the upper portion. The large space
and excellent light, together with the
lack of dampness, makes the lower
part a most desirable place for the ac-

commodation of pupils on rainy days.
It will alio be used as a place of in-

struction to boys in manual labor.
Professor Scott called attention to the
manner in which the foundation had
been built. The supporting pillars
are joined together by means cf a
perfect wall o; oncss, arranged as a
wedge, and forming the strongest
kind of a foundation possible. Upon
this rest immense timbers, which
gives solidity to the structure built
upon It.

Pissing out of the basement the
various playgrounds and outhouses
were visited. The girls will be allow-
ed the freedom of the front part ot the
yard, where benches for their accom-
modation are to te placed. The boys
have teen assigned an acre and a half
in the rear and just TT.ny of the
main portion of the grounds. At
present a house stands on this part of
the premises, but it will be torn down,
and the whole field, for such it is,
cleared away for a recreation ground
for the boys.

In examining the outhouses it was
found that the high school will be
poesessed of excellent sanitary con-
ditions. Complete arrangements have
been made for cleaning and ficshlng,
which can be carried oat when found
necessary.

There are a certain number of rules
which will have to be enforced to en-
sure the good condition cf tbe grounds
and building-- 2To pupils wflT be al-
lowed to rule through the front en-tnc-

as this woald cut np the drive-
ways. They will use the rear when
driving cr riding- - All pupils will be
required to enter the building from the
rear. The front part will be kept open
stall times for visitors and others who
may desire to visit the building. Pro-
fessor Scott has just caused to te put
in place, a device of his own, upon
which all pupils before entering the
building will be required tn scrape the
sand froci their fet, so as to prevent
scratching the fieors. This is con-
sidered necessary on accoant of the
sasd walks andtfrives which surround
the building. Other rules will be
made as the neces-itf- es of the case
demand. One of the main oojeets cf
the Board cf "Education is to preserve
the appearance of the building and
zroceds In so far as it is rca-ibl- e, and
their action in this respect Is certainly
to te commenced.
