The five-hundr- cases of Rus-
sian oil which came by the Mount
Lebanon has been condemned on
account of failure to meet the re-

quisite test. There are some sad
and other glad hearts.

The Victoria Colonist of Nov. 15
says: 1 he agents of the (Janadian- -
Australian line have had to refuse
freight offering for shipment on the
steamship Warrimoo during the
last few days, owing to there being
a full cargo listed ahead.

The C. A. S. S. Warrimoo, Bird
master, arrived at 1:30 p. m. yes
terday, 7 days, 84 hours from Vic-

toria. Fine weather was experi
enced throughout the passage. She
brought quite a large freight. The
Warrimoo sailed for the Colonies
at 10 last night.

The steamship Asloun is due at
this port. News was brought by
the Warrimoo yesterday that she
arrived in Portland from Yoko-
hama, Nov. 9 She was to have
left on the 13th. Her last trip to
this port from Portland was made
in twelve days.

The four-mast- schooner ,01ga
sailed from Mahukona in ballast
for the Sound last Friday. She will
load lumber for Kahului and Mahu-
kona. The Olga brought down two
complete mills for the Kohala
Sugar Company, one of the largest
consignments of machinery ever
brought to the ulands at one ship-
ment.

The bark Mohican, Johnson mas-
ter, arrived off port Saturday morn
ing, 34 days from Callao, Peru.
She will cruise around outside until
the receipt of orders by the next
mail from the Coast. It is expected
that she will take sugar from this
port. Captain Johnson has aboard
the Mohican a new crew which was
given a large advance before leav-
ing Callao. He is afraid of taking
the risk of losing his men by com-
ing into port. The Mohican sailed
from Hongkong for Callao, May
23d and from the latter port for
Honolulu, Oct. 21.
