Three Japanese Arrested at Pearl

Pearl City he asked the assistance |
of the sheriff of that place, as he |
lthought there might be some
trouble. The men were known to
have friends who might try to pre-
vent their arrest. Together the
two went to a low frame hut on
the outskirts of a marsh in the
vicinity. As was expected, there
were several Japanese in the hut.
They were all engaged in the work
of scraping fishing nets. Since the
escape of the three men from the
plantations mentioned, they had
been fishing to make a living. .-\s[
the Japanese officer approached |
the crowd they arose of one accord |
and came toward him. Toma ask-|
ed them for their names, but re-|
ceived fictitious ones for his trou-|
ble. He then told them their
names and said it would be better
for them to make a clean breast of
the whole matter, as the facts re-
garding them were well known.|
Thus confronted, they made no|
further attempt at cuncealment|
and surrendered themselves. On|
[the morning train Tuesday they|
[ were brought to the city.
