When the teither Fpaks of these
subjects to the child he speaks of
something of which tho child Is full.
Hut the different methods of teaching
hive separated these subjects, havo
Kipt them apart from nature. They
have lieen methods to cut off tho nat-
uralness of the child, to hedge him
about with a nomenclature of sciences
Throe subjects are rooted In divine In-

In having the parents of
these children tjll him that their
homes were brighter, better, sweeter,
ln'c.ause of the development of the child
In school He looks upon theso child-
ren ns oung citizens who some div
are to assume tho responsibilities of
business men, of politicians men who
some day are to control the affairs
of the country.
