The missionaries aecepted the preva-

lent theological docirine of Yhe tlmes
ia which they lived, Man was belleved
o have fallen through Adam’s trans-
greaalon and there was no good in him
The theory of original sin was aceept-
od In full by the churches that support-
ed the missionuries. In thelr oplolon
there was but one wuy to “save” the
natives, as well as the New Englander,
and thut was by accepting belief 1o the
Atopement. Raclal dnstincts, the tradi-
tlona of centuries, the fron grasp of
superstitions, It was believed, would
disappear at once almost, on the we-
ceptance of this bellef. Conversion was
mot 8o much o question of growth, but
of m great transformation through
Divine interposition.  The intellectual
side counted for little, For if it had,
the first and most ditcult step would
have been taken, that this ¢lose
study of the native nature and mental
processes. This would have been fol-
lowed by a scheme of education which
would have driven, first of all, by se-
cular edocation, the superstitions,
that is, the ignomnoce out of the native
mind, and cleared cae way for a bet-
ter natural religion to be followed by
the teachings of a revealed religion.
This process would huve made the na-
tive belter than he was, as the best
Indian missionaries now eay they seek
to make a good Indlan, and not a good
Yankee out of the Redmuan,

The misslonaries were well abreast
of the best thoologieal thought of their
Beneration, hat  thought  fgnored
Prycology and the modern theory of
evolution,

The reason why the natives “were
broken .u spirit und became indolent”
are many, but the errors of the mis-
slonaries were not the couse of Iit,

It may be justly sald that the mis-
shonaries gave Lo the oatives their con-
stitwtion and laws, thelr schools, and
excellent examples of self denial and
right living.  ‘The chiefs fully recog-
alsed this,

But the country that sent the mis-
alonaries 1o the natives, also sent and
subsanially submerged them uuder a
wave of webauchery und leentlousness,
The “white winged" messengers of
commerce were frelghted with disease
and rum. A haudful of American mis-
monaries were matched agulust some
thousands of dissolute
American whulers, many of then belong
men of superior Intelligence.  Those,
with many of the traders, struck at the
Hawallan home and wreoked it with
widespread ruin, The story is pitiable.
To meet the ruvages of digvase—this
back handed gift of civilisation—thoe
native fled to his kKahuon, through his
raclal babits and gentiments, 1o his
useven fight with the viclous energles
of clvilization, the natlve became
“broken in spirit, und indelent.”

There were other causes at work that
brought the natives to thelr present
condition. We have now no space for
considering them. The causes that
uve aperated here 1o shape the upe
fortunate destiny of the native are the
same that have operated olsewhere,
whenever the rude energy of the An-
