How the Baltimore Boys

J. J. Vaudervecr, of the cruiser
sends a raro Spaulxh coin en-

closed In a letter to his friend, C. S.
Crane, and bays:

"I found It alongside thu battery
which was mounted on Saugloy Point,
Cavlte. It was In all probability a
pocket pteco ot one of thu gunners at
that battery, as I found u cap within

. foot of It. Wo huvo Jut returned
from a week's stay lu Hongkong. Went
Into drydock thero and ovvry man In

tho ship was given forty-eig- ht hours
liberty. Just imnglno tho time thoy
had. Tliey had not been ashore since
leaving Honolulu, and Uiey made
Hongkong howl, and yet thoro was no
trouble nt all. Tho Olympic, Raleigh,
Ilimtou and Concord had each spent a
few days there beforu ua. Thu men
had money to burn. Wo havo boon

only drawing half pay slnco May, and
tho result waa that each man had a
Hiiug lltllo Hum to spend, and spend it
thoy did. It took over 25,000 dollars
Mexican money, to pay tho srew off;
thu paymaster couldn't do it in ono
day, hu had to tako two. It waa a
comical sight to see each man leave
tho ahlp with a Back of money. Wo
are nil paid In Mexican money, get-

ting two hundred und twenty for every
hundred gold. Of course thoro wero a
tow who got jio further than tho flmt
saloon, put their sack on tho counter
and shouted, "tilvo me all I can drink
in forty-eig- hours. But they wero n
few, indeed. Most of tho boys went
to tho banks and got Hongkong paper
money In exchange. Tho "Rickshaw"
and "Sedan chair" mon had a plenlr,
as nono of the men would bother with
anything smaller than a Mexican

"I made n handsome chart of the
battle and It Is being lithographed.
When completed I will sond you ono.

"Wo havo not discharged a man
since wo came here and have sixty
men whoso tcrnm of enlistment havo
expired. As a great many of thorn aro
petty offleers It wrjll bo u difficult mat-

ter to replace them. Not ono wishes
to all wishing to go homo.
Tho other hlps are as bad nnd worse
off than wo aro. the Olympla having
200 men and the Roston 1(10, all doing
overtime.

A meeting of the Hoard of Health
was held yesterday afternoon which
was uttunded by President Smith, Dm.
Emerson, Wood and Day, uud Messrs.
Geo. W. Smith, Theo. F. linslug und
L. 1). Kclllplu.

President Smith stated that tho
meeting had been called for the pur-
pose ot receiving his report regarding
the ranltary condition of Camps Otis
and McKiuley.

i ho attention of the lioard was called
to an article appearing in tho Hawaiian
Star of October 23, which purported
to bo u report ot tho special meeting
of tho Hoard held upon that date, by
Dr. Emerson. President Smith re-

quested tho representative of tho Ad-

vertiser to publish tho fact that thu
report was very Incorrect and mis-
leading.

President Smith informed tho lioard
of tho reception given him by Col.
llarber upon his visit to tho Oauipa
and stated that all matters pertaining
to the subject would bo made public.
Mr. Smith then submitted the follow-
ing report

Honolulu. 11. I.. Oct. 2C. 18&8.
At tho adjournment ot tho special

meeting ot tho lioard of Health yes-
terday p, m., I proceeded with llrigado
Surgeon Morris to Camps Otla and Mc-
Kiuley, on tho way calling at tho Mi-
litary Hospital at Llttlo Hritaln.

At Camp Otis wo found the condi-
tion of tho several privy nluks or
vaults lu tho name condition as report-
ed by Doctors Day and Wood, namely.
In a very ofTonslvo and
oondltlon, without proper disinfection
and surrounded by vast numbcm ot
tiles. Llmo solution had been used an
a disinfectant, hut In limited quantity,
und also while sand had been thrown,
lu from time to time. Tho disinfec-
tion was very incomplete and the
plnce In very offensive condition.

We called upon MaJ. Paul, ut Camp
Otis, and ucquulutcd him with the pur-)s- o

of our visit, and then procoodd
to Camp McKiuley, where wo Inspect-
ed the privy sinks at tho Engineer
Camp and in tho Camp ot tho First
Now York Regiment.

We found tho sinks at Uui Engi-
neers' Camp to bo in good condition,
ample and frequent supplier ot dry
earth having been used. There waa
but little offensive odor and the placets
wcro In as good condition us could bo
exiiectod under thu circumstances.

Wo did not visit all of tho sinks at
Camp McKlnley, but saw one of tlie
and madu some general Investigations.

Thin morning at half past eight
o'clock I met llrigado Surgeon Morris
ut the olllco ot Col. George Rublen.
Col. Ruhlon is tho Quartermaster ot
tho United States military forces here.
I presented to htm Gen. King's lotter
ot October 22nd, In which ho stated,
that "all the resources we have as to
ambulances, transportation and sup-
plies aro at your service, und anything
more that is needed Khali bo purchased
on the spot-- "

Col, Ruhlon informed us that ho did
not know whether there wero sultaula
carts at any of tho camps for tho pur-po-so

ot carting dry earth, which had
been recommended for use at the
privy sinks, aud after consultation, he.
Surgeon Morris and I proceeded out
to tho eamps. Wo II rat called on MaJ.
Paul at Camp Otis and stated to hlctk.

that it was rocommondod by tho Board
of Health that pulverized, dry earth,
be used in tho privy sinks in placo of
tho sand which had been used, and
that as thero was no suitable soil at
tho places whero tho privy sinks were
located, it would bo necessary to have,
some carted In from the outs'de, and
asked It he had any carts suitable for
the purpose Ho ntatcd that the ve-
hicles or carts which he bod were not
sultablo, aud moreover nearly all ot
them wcro In use. Therefore, with
tho approval ot Col, Ruhlln, I ar-
ranged with Hustaco ft Co. to send out
two dump carts with two mon each
and tools to cart in dry earth.

From Camp Otis, Col. Ruhlln, Dr.
Morris and I proceeded to the head-
quarters or Col. T, II, Darbor, ot tho
First New York Regiment. After ex-
plaining tho object ot coming I pre-
sented the lotter from Gen. King,
which Col, Parher read.
