SBenator Perkins Is determined that

COMMISSION REPORT.

WASHINGTON, December 6.—The
first portion of the Hawallan Commis-
sion's reporl, which was sent to Con-
gress today, is mailnly descriptive of
the Hawallan Islands, the Inhabitants,
the existing Institutiops, the public do-
maln, production, ¢limate, harbora and
ghipping facilities, and various condl-
tions of general interest. The remalin-
Ing portion Is mainly devoted to the
discussion of the legisintion proposed
by the Commission, giving In the ap-
pendix the various reports of sub-com-
mittees and coples of the bllls suggest-
ed.

Throe bills are formulated for the
consideration of Congress. The first
and principal one outlines a general
plan of government and the other two
deal with subordinate questions, Of the
main Lill the Commigsloners express
the oplulon that It will prove to be
“such a measure for the government of
the Hawalian Islands as will best pro-
mote the Interests of thelr peaple at
the same time that It promotes the In-
terests and maintalng the soverelgnty
of the people of the Unlted States,"

It provides for the ereation of the
fslands into a territory of the United
States, to he styled the Territory of
Hawail. ‘I'he bill contalns provisions
for the government of the territory,
glving It executive leglelative and
Judicial officers. A Govarnor, Secretary
of the Territory, a Unlted States Dis-
triet Judge, a United States District At-
torney and a United States Marshal are
to be appolnted by the President, and
an internal revenue dlstrict and a cus-
toms district are ed. The offices of
