WASHINGTON, D. ., M4 —Follow-

ing |5 a synopsals of the treaty, which
ia generally accopted as authentle:

Authentl

Article 1 renonnces
elgaty over Cuba.

Article 11 cedes Porto Rico, Guum
mund the Ladrones to the United States.

Article 111 cedes the Phillppines, the
United Btates to pay $20,000,000 in threc
months after ratification of the treaty,
which Is to be ratified fn six months,
or sooner if possible.

Artlcle IV gives Spain the same com-
merclal privileges in the Philipplues
as the United Siates shall have.

Articla V—The United States agroes
to transport to Bpaln the Spanish sol-
diers In the Philippines and Guam and
thelr nrme.

Artlele VI—Spaln and United States
ugree 10 liberate all prisoners of war
and those Imprisoned for political
oflenscs arising from the war.

Article VII—Spain and the United
Hlutes mutually renounce all elaim for
national or private Indemnity.

Article—VIII—8pain ylelds all crown
lands, fortificatlons and bulldings on
the conquered Ixlands,

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Observations of the eclipse were
made at Oabno college by Professor In-
Enlls

The five and a half Inch telescope,
which has recently been fitted with an
#quatorinl mounting, was so arrapged
that many persons could simultaneous-
Iy wateh the eclipae,

A large black diaphragm having a
clreulie hole In its center, wis thrust
over the larger end of the telescope,
at right angles t the Jong axis of the
instrumant, By this moeans the eye-
end of the instrument and its Ilmmed-
laste nelghborhood was sblelded from
the direet rays of the sun, Then a
white sereenn was arrnnged at  pight
angles 10 the long axis of the telescope
about u foot from the eyeplece. This
acreen recelved the Image of the sun
with the moon encroaching upon it
dise. Dy this means as many as could
crowd into the dome of the observatory
wore able to watoh the phenomenon.
Several large sun spots wers discovered
near the center of the sun.,
