The Nomad was a plclc and ttpan
whooner, just off tho dry dock, when
('apt McAllep took command of her In
Sau Francisco a little less than two
yeara ago. She was of American build
and was owned by Hall Brothers, ship
liullders of Port lllakeley, 'Rio Nomad
carried four masts and was in tho samo
class ai the Alice Cooke and Aloha,
which call at this Hrt.

Upon taking command of his ship
Capt. McAllep sailed for tho Puget
Sound, where ho took on a cargo of
lumber and balled for Shanghai, reach-
ing that port In safety about eighteen
months ago. After discharging his car-
go, Capt. McAllep took on ruck ballast
mid set sail for I'uget Sound, This was
tho last ever heard or seen of the cap-
tain or his fehlp,

Capt. "McAllep was formerly In com-
mand of tho schooner Corona, running
along tho California coant. When ho
was given command of tho new ship
Nomad, ho Invited his family to ac-
company him on her maiden trip. The
daughter and threo sons consented to
go Imt .Mrs. McAllep remained In San
Francisco. She Is tho only surviving
member of tho family.

Just when, whero and how 'tho No
mad met her fate will probably nover
bo known. Capt. Campbell of tho Inter
lland Steamship Company, believe
that tho Nomad was wrecked off tho
northern American coast nlno or ten
months ago. About that time a
wrecked schooner was seou In that lo-
cality, bottom Hide up, which was said
to bo about tho dimensions of the No-tra- d.

It in Capt. Campbell's opinion that
tho wreck has been drifting toward
Hawaii since its first discovery, and
that It wos finally held fast by tho
recks off tho Kohala coast. Capt.
Campbell tipoko of tho drifting of a
buoy from tho I'uget Sound waters to
Kauai several years ago. This buoy
was brought to Honolulu and Is now in
IIKC.

"After reading Air. Charles J. Talk's
lntervlow In this morning's Advertis
er," Bald Capt. Campbell, "In which ho
stated that tho wreck was homo other
Kcnooner than tho Emma C audlna. for
tho reason that a donkey englno was
ramenca to tlio ruins, I became satis-
fied that tho mystery would bo cleared
up by llndlng that tho ruins were thoso
or tlio senooncr Nomad. Conscaucntlv
1 was not surprised when tho Mauna
joa nrouglit the newa this afternoon."
Capt. Campbell had lodged his conjec-
ture before tho news arrived.

I ho Nomad has nover been in this
port. Capt. McAllep haa nover bcon in
Hawaii. Ho Is known to several of tho
skippers now in porl. They all speak
in nisuesi terms or tno missing cap-
tain, and Btato that ho was u good sea-
man with many years of experience.

iMra. McAllep is now in San Fran-
cisco. Ono skipper said yesterday that
Hho 'has never given ut) bono of her
family returning to her, although sho
has feared tho worst. Tho nows of tho
Nomad's discovery off tlio Kohala
coast will bo extremely painful to nor.
