les with American flags, and It means
aothlng. Cover China with American
flags, and it means nothing. What is
there behind tho flags? A pirate can
raa up the Stars and Stripes. The

ob of strikers that murdered the ne-

groes in Indiana carried tho Flag be-

fore thorn. When the Spaniards con-

quered Peru, the moro Indians they
Butchered the moro they raised the
Oress in the name of God. Is it tho
new idea that the Flag should be
raised on every hill, and on Asiatic be
put there to hold it up? And the
larger the number of Asiatics tho larg-

er the number of flags? It la easy
Bough to stick flags like pins all over

these Islands. Dut they are cheap ar-

ticles, which can bo made for a few
ceeU apiece. What wo need Is mon,
not flags, men who know what real
Americanism is, and have faith In the
Mission of America. Dut It will cost
arare, and cause moro trouble, to put
one good (American on our soil and
keep him thero than it would to set up

a thousand flags. Tho dearer article
1 the best In the end.

The Advertiser does not for a mo

sent object to the Immigration of
Asiatics, If they are needed. It is will
lng to concede that they aro brought
iere by the community under a deep
sad patriotic sense of duty. Hut when
It sees these Islands already largely
peopled, at tho urgent solicitation of
Americans, with multitudes of men
who know nothing about the splendid
traditions, and institutions end roll
glon of America, it is inclined to think
that the best use true American pa
trlotUm can he put to, is to make
these Islands and not In name,
Aaterloin soil.

quent words In his advertisement:
"Why not combine profit with patriot-
ism. Theso goods aro tho most soul-stirri-

reminder of tho nation's glory
and her dead yet devised." And It ap-

pears, according to Mr, Miller, that
"tho flag Is degraded for commercial
KsJn In every State in tho Union."

For twenty' years Mr. Miller and his
associates, many of them Sons of the
American Revolution, have urged Con-- ,
gress to pass a law making tho dese-

cration of the flag a criminal offense.
Congress listens and sits down on
them. Even that grand old patriot,
Senator Hoar, refused to vote for such
a measure.

If in "Freedom's home" the Flag la
not protected, will it be protected
here? Is it worth while to decorate
the hilltops from Makapuu Point to
Barber's Point with flags until we

have a population which knows the
meaning and worth of It?

A tourist on the Island of Oahu said
he had ridden from the Nuuanu Cem-

etery over the Pall, through Koolau
to Kahuku, and had met on the
road one American, one Ocrman, some
natives, many Portuguese, and scores
of Asiatics. Nothing, ho said, remind-
ed him of America .especially.

The Sons of the American Revolu

tion could aid tourist Americans while
traveling over this Island, by estab
lishing In the road, one mile apart,
statues of Americans, instead of flags,
aa reminders of the fact that this ter
ritory Is American, and that familiar
forms of our eminent men, at every
mile post will confirm Jilm in his wa
vering belief that ho is on the soil of
freedom. Thcso statues need not bo of
bronzo or marble. Tho skilled work
men who prcparo life-siz- e figures of

Indians and sailors In wood for cigar
stores, can furnish them at rcasonnble
prices, and If made with extended nt.d
flexible arms, will cnablo the disconso-

late tourist, eager for the sight of one
of his own countrymen, to stop and
shako these Inanimate, but suggestive
arms and hands, and exclaim: "Thank
Ood for tho sight of an American citi
zen. A lino oi tnese woouon cmgies
extending from Honolulu over the Pall
road to Kahuku and Walahi.i, with
none but American Images on guard,
should partially satisfy the patriotic
cravings of thoso who wish to see
"Americanism" firmly established hero
on granite foundations, but subject, of
course, to business Interests.

Tho live American Is the best, of
course. Hut If ho is not especially
welcome, tho dead American, dono up
in wood, and painted In colors, and
posted at measured distances along
our country toads, may remind tho
pilgrim and stranger that America Is

dominant here.

THE TRIUMiU 0 THE WOMEN'.

Tho Intelligent citizens of New Or-

leans have tried In vain, for some
years, to cause a tax levy to be made
on tho city property for the purpose
of constructing n proper sowcrago sys
tem, and suitable water works. Tho
Ignorant voters have Invariably de-

feated It. Hut u law was passed by
tho Legislature allowing women who
wero taxpayers to voto on tho ques-

tion. Twenty-eig- ht hundred women
oted in favor of Incurring an expense

of nearly thirty millions of dollars In
securing tho improvements, and the
measure has been adopted. A vote on
a similar measuro was taken In Baton
Rouge, and tho votes of tho women
carried It. Tho slngulir featuro of
theso proceedings Is that tho women
of Louisiana are not advocates of fe- -

malo suffrage. The intelligent citi
zens, however, found that tho Intelli-
gent women who wero property own-ei- s,

wero In favor of making tho city
a wholosomo placo to llvo in, nud
therefore secured tho pnssago of a
Iaw authorizing them to voto on the
schomo of making the expensive liu- -

provementa.

The briefs of counsellors W. O,

Smth and W. A. Klnney.jjuggest that
in the movement to disbar Attorney
General Cooper there is an event
which may become a Hawaiian Drey
fus case so far as it Involves high
principles.

A tax collector, In an unholy at-

tempt to add $5 to the crowded vaults
of 'the finance department, assaulted a
Chinaman who had lawfully refused to
add to the burdens of the treasury
vaults. Counsellor Humphreys was
retained by the Attorney-General- 's as-

sistant to apply the torch of the maj-

esty of the law to the depraved tax
collector and roast him. Minister Da-

mon at the samo time, In the protec-

tion of his loyal subordinate, the tax
collector, requested that the Attorney-Oencr- al

should protect this Govern-

ment employe, which he did by send
ing a subordinate to his aid. Counsel-

lor Humphreys objected to the theory
and practice of the Government which
permitted the prosecuting and defend
ing of a prisoner at the same time,
that is, blowing it legally hot and
cold at the samo Instant. He was per-

emptorily overruled by the Attorney-Genera- l,

who made a threat to put htm
out of the case. The mlserablo minion
of the finance department was then
convicted of the assault. Thereupon
Counsellor Humphreys moved for the
disbarment of the Attorney-Gener-

for tho lolatlon of a great fundament-
al principle, or, In other words, for
maliciously boring n hole In the ship
of state, Just below the water line,
with intent to sink her.

As tho Court will give Judgment in
tho case shortly, tho Press need not
discuss tho merits of It.

Tho briefs show that counsel on
both sides, In the proceedings to dis-

bar, regard tho matter as a very sol
emn affair, an overwhelmingly solemn
affair. "Brother" Kinney generated a
storm center of cyclonic wrath which
he directed towards tho Attorney-Ge- n

eral. "Brother" Smith goneratcd an-

other storm center of Indignation
against "Brother" Kinney's traveling
storm center. These storm centers, In

tho form of energetic briefs, have met
and clashed, and so filled tho air with
dust nnd smoke that the poor laymen
can't seo the truth concealed In it.

"Brother" Smith believes that an
unwarranted attack, for a trivial
cause, has been made on a high officer
of tho Government. "Brother" Kin-

ney believes that In providing for tho
prosecution and defenso of a person
charged with crime, tho Attorney-Gener- al

Is trying to paddle the canoo
of Justice In opposite directions at the
same moment, which Is Infamous. Tho
briefs indicate tho usual pathos mani-

fested by counsel In protecting tho in-

terests of their clients. Perhaps"Hroth-er- "

Kinney takes rather extreme views
In trying to hold tho Attorney-Gener- al

up to the "scorn of mankind." The
"scorn" Is somewhat overworked, Just
as tho orators of the Republican, Dem
ocratic and Populist parties overwork
the "scorn" business when they de-

nounce each other as enemies of their
common country. "Brother" Smith
does not play tho hoso of "scorn" In

tho oaso bo ficiccly n3 "Brother" Kin-

ney docs, but ho does not hcslUito to
denounce the movement to dlslur tho
Attorney-Gener- as n malicious affair,
something llko nn attempt to get the
crow of tho ship of state Intoxicated
nnd then let her tliift upon a lee shore.

In tho meantime tho offending tnx
collector goes about his duties, caring
llttlo ilnd knowing nothing about the
clashing of tho legil c clones In tho
halls of Justice, which his untimely
conduct has. created. Tho Supremo
Court meteorologists will speedily And

some wny of drawing the fury out of
theso legal cyclonic movements, and
tho skies will again bo clear.

CUBA AND HAWAII.

Cuba holds In her hands the great
prosperity of Hawaii. With her enor-

mous resources In soil, It la admitted
that sho can easily supply tho demand
for sugar In tho States. Therefore Ha-

waii must keep a close watch on every
movement In tho Interests of Cuban
sugars, or tho development of Cuba's
resources.

Thero la reliablo Information that
the English capitalists havo Invested
largo sums of money In Cuba. Tho
Americans who entered tho Island, on
tho suspension of war, mistook tho
conditions prevailing there. They

that all tho Cubans wero ic- -

duced to poverty, nnd they tnndn at-

tempts to trado on that poverty. They
olTcicd prices for land which wcra In

sufficient. Those who entered Cuba
first endeavored to get options on land
at low prlccn, nud soil out to thoso
who camo In after tho treaty of peace
was signed. But tho Cubans, who
wero not entirely bankrupt i of used to
part with their Inuds at utterly land-riuat- o

prices.
In tho meantime tho Eimltnh capi-

talists, who sooninl to havo umlw
stood tho political nud economic ullti-iitln- n

better than Uio American gen
orally, bought up umny of the cigar
uml factorlfti, many of ilia
sugar plantations, Mid nlo euvcrnl of
tho Impoilnnt railway, The EiiglUU
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aiisaveaa a a .
men, therefore, are reaping the advan-
tage of the American occupation 'of the
island. Tho rapid Investment of Brit-

ish capital is due to the belief that
Cuba will be annexed to the United
States, 'or, it not annexed, there will
be so little discrimination against her
sugar and fruits that large profits can
be made out of the cultivation of the
soil. The Englishmen have bought In
one place 27,000 acres of land and pro-

pose to, erect factories for making su-

gar.
While the Englishmen have been

forehanded In making Investments In
the Island, tne Americans are not idle.
The richness of the soil, and the free-

dom frtom frosts attract the Northern
Immigrant. Florida has taught the
Immigrants the dangers of tho frost,
and the small returns from poor soil.

A largo Immigration from tho Main-

land to Cuba will create a strong sen-

timent' In favor of reciprocity laws If
thero should bo no annexation. But
the reasons which will "influence immi
grants from the Mainland to favor an
nexation will also Induce a large part
of the Cuban population to favor it,
provided they are not led astray by
Ignorant leaders and engage In insur-
rection.

Every movement made in Cuba has.
at present, a more or less dlrect're
tlon to our own Interests. With us! it
Is not a political question, but anejo-- i

nomic uiiu.
