“Words fauill me to describe the aw-
ful grandeur of the magunificent spec-
tacle presented by the eruption, ' writes
one of the Advertiser's speclal corra-
spondents who was In the first purty
to reach the slope of Mokuaweows snd
gaze upon one of the greatest spec-
tacles of modern times.

WITH THE FIRST PARTY.

(Bpeclal Correspondence.)

Kau, Hawali, July 12.—The first ex-
pedition to the flow of 1899 left Pahala
about 4 a. m, on Friday, July 7, and
consisted of the following: John Sher-
mam;, Wm. Mann, L. Chong and cousin,
Miss A, Crook Miss N. Crook, Misa M.
de Canno, Lawrence Crook, QGeorge
Dawson, W, P. Fennell and the gulde,
Pelelllll; also Kanakahelila, in charge
of the pack train. At 7 p. m., after a
very rough trip, we arrlved within &
few miles of the scene of eruption, but
could go no further on sccount of
darkness, and It was 1mpossible {to go
any further with horses. The rest of
the trip to be finished on foot, which
was very trying at an altitude of about
12,000 feet. Our anerold registered
13,100 feet, but it must have been mis-
taken, as the summit, 13,6560 feet, was

was about 1,500 feet higher,

We pitched tent and had supper and
prepared to rest for the night. Beveral
of the party were affected with moun-
tain sickness. At 7 p. m. the tempera-
ture was fifty-one, Next morning at
6 a. m. it was about thirty-five. Not-
withstanding the Intense cold most of
us preferred Lo sit outside wrapped up
In our blankets gazing on the grand-
est of sights only & few miles away.

In the morning after an early break-
fast those who were able started for
the craters. We had to tramp about
three miles over & rough aa flow,
which was very hard on the shoes; it
took about an hour and & half to cross
It, but we were well pald for our
trouble, as it brought us up to the up-
per blow-hole, or cruter, and the sight
that met our gaze Is impossible to de-
seribe. There was & lurge lake of fire
about 100 feet In diameter which
soomed to be one large fountain
throwing liguld lava and boulders
sbout 300 feet high, which fell o the
eurth again to form the Hilo flow. A
large stream of fery red lava was

Commodore George C. Beck-
ley &f the steamer Kinau says
the view along the coast at Ka-
walhae was obscured by smoke
but at Mahukona a beautifal
view of the top of the moun-
tain was obtained. He brought
down @& wmpecimen of the
lava from the present flow
which will be on exhibition at
the Hawallan News Company's
store today. He describes it
as being of a very heavy flint-
like nature, with the general
characteristics of iron ore.
