Records of Some ot Its
Officers.

Over One Hundrtl of Hooj;v!if R)fh
Riders Dsfltultl Atnoot the Five

Companies Here.

Tho five companies of tho Thirty-fourt- h

Infantry nboard tho transport
Columbia now in port aro the first
consignment ot troops composing tho
now volunteer organization of twenty
regiments lately called out by the
President. The other seven companies
ot tho regiment are supposed to have
already left San Francisco on tho Bel-

gian King.
The twenty now volunteer regiments

are to bo numbered from twenty-si- x

to forty-si- x, inclusive. Ten of them
hnvo nl ready been recruited. Nearly
all of tho lino and field ofllcers have
been appointed for tho remaining ten.
There was no provision made for
chaplains In these new regiments.
They are to consist of twelve compa-
nies, each 100 strong,

Tho Thirty-fourt- h has been recruit-
ed entirely from tho Western States.
mostly from Colorado, Now Mexico
and Arizona. Fifty per cent of the
Koosevelt Hough Riders camo from
Now Mexico and Arizona, nnd there
aro at least 100 of tho samo men in
tho live companies of the Thirty-fourt- h

here. Moro than one-four- th of
tho recruits of tho Thirty-fourt- h saw
active service in Cuba during the
Spanish-America- n war.

Many officers of tho Thirty-fourt- h

havo distinguished records. Flvo of
them, Captain w.K. Damo and Lion
tenants Day, Luna, Coleman and Dun
can, wero Rough Riders under Roose-
velt. Captain Damo wns an enlisted
man of Troop E until ho was promo-
ted to n second lleutcnantcy for brav-
ery In nctlon nt San Juan hill. Through
tho recommendation of Colonel Roose-
velt, Dame, without any solicitation
on his part, was appointed captain In
tho new organization.

Colonel Kennon, commander of tho
Thlrty-fourtf- i, Is n regular army offi-

cer. As captnln of tho Sixth Infantry,
he led his company in tho charge up
San Juan hill. Lieutenant Colonel
House, nlso a regular, saw service In
Cuba on General Shatter's staff. Ho
was also In the Sioux Indian campaign
lu Dakota during tho latter part ot
1891. At tho tlmo ot receiving his
present appointment ho was Instruct-
or In cavalry tactics at West Point.

Major Joo Wheeler, Jr., son of tho
distinguished general of that name, Is
In command of tho third battalion. Ho
is nn officer of tho United States Army,
a graduate of West Point, and served
us second lieutenant of the Fourth Ar-
tillery during tho Cuban campaign.
The Major is between 25 and 30 years
of ago and strikingly resembles his
father In appearanco and manner.

Major Schunk, commanding tho first
battalion, was appointed from tho
Eighth Cavalry. Major Penn, of the
second battalion, was, at tho tlmo of
his present appointment, an Instruct
or in military tactics nt West Point.
During tho Spanish-Amcrlcn- n war, ns
assistant quartermaster general, ho
was stntloncd nt Tampa, Fla., and as-
sisted in fitting out transports for tho
Cuban service. Uoth Majors Penn and
Schunk aro regular army ofllcers.

Captain Newhlll, regimental ndlu
tant, was formerly connected with tho
Eleventh Artillery.

Captain Russell was a major In tho
nrst Territorial Volunteer Infantry,
Ho Is from Phoenix, Ariz.

Lieutenant Max Luna Is of Mexican
descent and speaks Spanish fluently.

Tho morale and discipline of this
regiment nro excellent. Tho men aro
all fighters and will undoubtedly bo
heard from.

As tho Church of England In this
group of Islands has not had tho ad-
vantage ot an Episcopal visitation for
a period extending over several years,
wo feel nil tho more thankful that you
should have taken tho present oppor-
tunity In response to our urgent needs
to visit this colony.

It remnlns for us to express the hope
that God will long continue to abund-
antly bless your labors In furthering
tho welfare of the Church of Christ on
earth.

Ills Lordship replied:
Gentlemen: In acknowledging tho

very kind address you have presented
on behalf of tho congregation of the
Holy Trinity Church, Suva, let mo ss

to you, and at the same tlmo ask
you to convey to tho congregation how
highly I nppreclatc the cordial welcome
extended to myself nnd Mrs. Willis on
tho occasion of this, my first, visit to
tho colony of FIJI.

Although tho commission that 1 hold
from tho Bishop of London authorizes
mo to perform Episcopal functions
anywhere In the Pacific outsldo tho
limits of tho Mclnnoslnu mission, it
has always seemed to mo more fitting
that ono of tho Ilishops lu Australia
or New Zealand should exerclso super-
vision In FIJI, than u lllhhop wIioms
dloceso lies outside tho British Em-
pire.

But being desirous this year of
the fow members of our

church In Apia, and receiving from
tho Rev. Mr. Floyd nn earnest Invita-
tion to visit FIJI, many years having
elapsed without a visit from any Illsh-
op, nnd there being muny "young per-
sons waiting for tho Apostolic rite of
confirmation, It seemed to mo a posi-
tive duty to pay you this vlblt as boon
as I was able.

nrlef as my visit has necessarily
been, it has enabled mo to see that
notwithstanding all that other lellg- -
lous bodies havo dono In tho colony, u
wide field of labor remains open to
the Church of England; nnd that fully
to provide the means of graco to all
who look to her ns their spiritual
mother requires tho ministrations of
moro than two clergymen.

That, In addition to the absence of
Episcopal uld and encouragement, you
hnvo been left for many months with-
out a resident clergyman ut the seat of
Government has been a serious draw-
back to tho ndvanco anil growth of the
church In FIJI. Hut tho manner In
which, with the nld of tho energetic
Incumbent of Lovukn, tho services of
tho church havo been carried on with-
out intermission, and tho Polynesian
mihsion maintained lu efficiency by

'devoted members of tho congregation
furnishes iibundant proof of tho stead-
fastness and earnestness that exists
umongt you.

I trust that the arrival of tho cler-
gyman who Is now on his way to fill
tho vacant Incumbency will glvo now
life and strength to tho church In Suva.

Let mo concludo by assuring you
that I shall carry away with mo not
only tho plcasantest recollections of
my visit to tho colony, but a deep and
lasting Interest lu tho welfare mid ad-
vancement of tho Anglican Church In
FIJI. It will bo my earnest endeavor
to do all that may lie In my power to
strengthen Its position nnd to develop
Its work. Thnt God's blcHHlng may
rest upon you, nnd that by Ills grace
tho Anglican Church In tho colony
may bo an Instrument for His glory
and tho salvation of Ills people will
ho thu prayer ot

Judge Porry Ih Not Satisfied With
the Evidences of Plaintiff's Title

PurtherTlme Granted,

In tho matter of tho application of
Lincoln I). Spencer for n writ of man
damns ngnlnst F. II. McStockcr, Col-

lector General of Customs, requiring
him to issue nn Hawaiian registry to
tho ship Kutcrpe, Judge- Perry ren-
dered nn oral decision yesterday aft-
ernoon, saying lu part:

Tho main and perhaps tho only
question, ns I look lit It, Is whether
tho cnultnblo title Is lu Lincoln I).
Spencer to tho exclusion of tho others
named lu tho statute. Upon that point
It seems to mo thnt tho evldcnco thnt
is now heforo mo is entirely unsatis
factory.

1 shall not undcrtnko to say now
whether a charter for u nominal con
slderation or ono for a. substantial con-
sideration conies within tho prohibi-
tion of tho stntuto, I say simply, on tho
evldcnco na It now stands, that thcro
Is not enough now before tho court on
which 1 can form nn Intelligent opin-
ion and ruling us to tho standing ot
this particular case.

Tho burden of proof Is upon the
plaintiff, of course, to prove his caso
clearly, air. Spencer being out of tho
Jurisdiction, tho respondents nro not
in u position to compel him to testify,
nnd it lies with him to eomo forward
and nialio full nnd complete answers
to tho questions specified. I feel ho
has not dona so yet.

I am willing to glvo him a chnnco
to state fully tho terms of his rontract
nnd charter-part- y. 1 do not know
whether I shall agree with him In his
vlow that tho contract Is a charter-part- y,

Its terms, tho sum that ho re-
ceives, tho consideration that ho paid
for tho ship, nnd, perhaps, somo other
points that may tend to throw light
on tlio main question; nil these must
bo fully stated by him.

If ho desires tho opportunity to pro-se- nt

such further testimony without
uny attempt ut compulsion on tho part
of tho respondents, I shall glvo It, oth-
erwise I shall pass upon tho case.
