And King SBolomon made a navy ol
ships in Eszlon-Geber, which is beside
Eloth, on the shores of the Red Sea,
In the land of Edom.

+And Hiram sent in the navy his ser-
vants, shipmen that had knowledge of
the sea, with the servants of S8olomon.

And they came to Ophir and fetched
thence gold, 420 talents, and brought
it to King Solomon.

And it ia sald further that this navy
of Hiram came once In three years
with gold and sllver, apes and ivory

and peacocks.

And ever since
dreamed of the lost mines of Ophir.
Gold and sliver, Ivory and apes and
peacocks can be found in India and in
Africa. 8o most students have set-
tled on one of these two lands as con-
talning the lost treasure houses of the
earth. Others malntain that the land
of Ophir was in Arabia. But Africa
is the favorite place pow, and so hard-
headed and unvisionary a man as Ce-
cll Rhodes belleves not only that the
mines are on that continent, but he
has reason to feel assured that thelr
location has been established almost
exnctly, at least exactly enough to
make it possible to find them. In a
communication which he has Just
made to the shareholders of the Char-
tered Company he asserts that the
anclent mines are sltuated on the
southern affluents of the Zambesl riv-
er and that their rediscovery is under
way of being made a fact.

Now there has just come news from
the interior of Africa about strange
discoverles that at least point 1o com-
Ing revelations of vast Interest. The
report comes from an exploring party
under Dr. Carl Peters, and s to the
effect that in  Macombie's country,
which Is in South Zambesl—that part
of British South Africa known under
the general title of Rhodesia—he has
discovered a huge mountain, on which
there stand mighty and ancient ruins
of a character {dentical with those dis-
covered in Zimbabye, All the indica-
tions, according to the short report,
are that they belonged to a settlement
of miners and assayers, there having
been found enough evidences of thelr
work to warrant such a conclusion as
to the profession of these forgotten in-
habltants of inner Africa, Now it has
been fairly well established, as far as
theory alded by careful study and
knowledge could do it, that the inhab-
itants of Zimbabye were miners who
worked for Solomon, and as these
newly found rulns are Identical with
them In character, they furnish addi-
tional testimony in support of the be-
llef that the world Is on the track of
King Solomon’s famous mines at last,

In his report Dr, Peters refers to the
old tradition that half a day's jour-
ney from the river Mansoro is a fort
named Massapa, and that near this {s
the “great mountain of Fura, very rich
in gold, and there are people who say
that this name of ‘Fura' is a corrup-
tion of the name Ophir.,” It is this
mountain in which are Cyclopean
ruina, according to the story. It was
to find these ruins that Dr. Peters
made his journey from the Zambesi;
he concluded that the Mulra 8 the
Mansoro of the old maps, and he {n-
vestigated that territory.

He found ruins there, of which he
says: “The ruln ls about two miles
distant*from Inja-ka-Fura. I'went to
this ruin In the afternoon with Herr
Gramann, and we ascended it, un-
doubtedly the first whites who have
done so for centurles, as Mr, Puzey had
only looked at It from the bottom.
* * & We stood In a courtyard before
an anclent Cyclopean wall, partly fal-
len to pleces, partly rising up to 12
feet to 15 feet in helght. With a feel-
ing of awe I stood In the midst of
these remains of anclent, very anclent,
human activity. We discovered to-
ward the- center of the top another
ground wall along the edge of the top
which led me to belleve a second wall
furmerly ran around the platform it-
self. Why the old conquerors chose

The Muira touches the bottom of the
hill, s0o water was handy. A second
river we have digcovered at the back
of the ruin, I am ceértaln we shall find
still more of these Cyclopean build-
Ings."

With this first authentlc news from
Dr. Peters' expedition the tongues of
the British ofMelals who have in thelr
charge the affairs of Africa have been
loosened suficiently for them to ack-
nowledge that the explorer's trip is
not in the Interests of UGermany, as
his previous expeditions have been,
but In the interests of Britiah Africa
pure and simple, And the big men In
South Africa have admitted even more
—they admit now that Dr, Peters and
his British colleagues, among whom
are men of the HBritish army, have
been directly charged with “the explo-
rution and exploitation of the aurifer-
ols tervitoried on the southern afiy-
ontd of the Zambesl. "

His second in command s Captaln
George Bilver, who commanded In
the famous Black Watch till recently,
when he was relieved to take part in
the romantic quest. Many mining ex-
perts accompany the expedition, which
Is escorted by nnative Somalis.

The expedition was carefully and
lavishly equipped. The start into the
interior was made through Portuguese
territory, the port of Chindl being se-
lected as the most convenlent, A
stern-wheel steamer, llke those which
were used with such good effect on the
Nile in the Kitchener campalgn, was

GUERIN __BLVES UP

Fiasco in Paris,

He Surrenow. +u When tha Police
ar@d Mintary Prepared to
Storm H's Residence.

PARIS, Sept. 20, 4:30 n, m.—At 4
o'clock this morning M. Guerin prom-
Ised to surrender,

Preclsely at the hour appointed a
captain  of the Municipal Guards
rapped at the door of Fort Chabrol.
There was n moment of expectation
and then the door opened. M. Guerin
chlmly presented himself, meekly sur-
rendered and was driven to the Po
lce Depot In an open cab, seated he-
side the captain of the guards, His
companions were allowed Lo go free,

Thus the six weeks' slege ended In
sublimely ridieulous style,

The night was well chosen by the
Government, as the excitement over
the capture of the fort would inevi-
tably divert attention from the pardon
extended to Dreyfus, The plan was to
attack the bullding and arrest Guerin
and his band. The Government had
glven him until 4 o'clock this morning
to surrender and had a regular army to
asgault the fort If he refused. Troops,
Munlelpnl Guards, mounted and on
foot, and policemen to the number of
nearly 1,000 were dispatched to cordon
nll the streets.

The majority of the crowd were at
the opposite end of the street, from
which M. Guerin and his companions
were driven away, and the first inti-
mation these sightseers had that Fort
Chabrol had surrendered wae the
withdrawal of the troops and guards.
The exclamation was heard on all
sldes: “Why, they have surrendered
Iike sheep, What a flasco!" and the
crowd, cheated out of the anticipated
storming of the fort by fire and water,
digpersed, laughing at the expense of
the Government which had taken six
weeks to accomplish what, with a Jit-
tle determination, might have been
done the first day, and exchanging sar-
castic comment on the chicken-hearted
conduct of M, Guerin and his garrison,
who they had fondly hoped woirld
make a spirited resistance,

Her Troops Hungry on a
Rocky Beach.

Ose Millea D> lars is Treasure is Sl oo
Board the Saaken Ship  The
Nooker Off,

VICTORIA, B ., Sept. 15 The
Royal Mall steamer Empress of India,
arriving here today, was signaled as
she pussed the rocky beach at Onoml-
chi, Japan, on which the shipwrecked
men of the transport Morgan City are
camped, only the mastz and funnel-
tops of their steamer being visible.
Thus Interrupting the voyage of a lin-
er is u serious matter, and it was a
serlous matter that occasloned it, the
800 or more men for Philippine re-en-
forcement finding themselves on
shortest rations and with a prospect
of even these stopplng. Five days’
tood had been sent from Kobe, but
there remained but one day's provi-
sions and no sign of the promised re-
tlef steamer. The Empress gave all
the supplies that conld be spared from
the ship's stores and anticipated that
there would be no further hunger
among the castaways,

No decislon had at that time been
reached as to the ralsing of the vessel,
which, according to the report of the
Japanese crulser Yoshino, which vis-
Ited the scene jmmediately after the
disagter, will be very difficult, if not
impossible. Nor had any steps been
taken toward the recovery of the §$1.-
000000 In pay money that went down
with the ship. The point at which
the disaster occurred Is a desolate
spot in the Inland Bea between Kobe
and Nagasakl, known as Miura, near
Onomichi, Bingo provinece, The cur-
rent runs strong, and there Is some
fear of the ghip being washed bare by
the action of the water, the men hav-
Ing been successful only in removing
their personal belongings.

Under orders from the Governor at
Hiroshima, the Chief of the district
police, with several inspectors and
policemen, the heads of the village
and doctors and nurses of the Hiroshi
ma Red Cross Soclety were promptly
on the scene to relleve the immediate
necessities of the unfortunate men,
They were totally unprepared, how-
ever, to cope with the food question for
80 pumerous a body, and bad not the
Canadian Paclfic steamer responded to
their call they must have experlenced
all the orments of acute hunger,

The Empress algo brings word from
Manila that the United Btates trans-
port Hooker, which had been on the
rocks offt Corregldor Island, had been
floated, but that the Spanish steamer
Espana, which had gone to the assist-
ance of the Hooker, I8 now on the
rocks herself. The Hooker's hull has
been damagéd, the full extent of her
injuries being impossible to estimate
until she has been docked at Hong-
kong.

JAPANESE EMICRATION.

VICTORIA (B, C.), Sept. 19.—The
wholesale migration of Japanese to (he
Hawallan Islands, which a year or 8o
ago occasioned thelr Government con-
slderable alarm, has agaln become a
live jgsue at Toklo., According to ad-
vices by the Empress today, agenis of
the Hawallan plantatlons nave been
employed during three months past se-
curing contract laborers through the
main island of Japan, and the success
of their efforts was brought foreibly
to the notice of the Tokio Government
recently by the announcement that
transportation had been arranged for
8310 men and 1250 women, all engagad
for plantations in the Hawalian group.
The agents are now hastening forward
their shipment preparations, inasmuch
as It {s promised that keen reatrictive
measures will be Introduced at the firat
assembling of the Japanese Parlla-
ment, Of the laborers thus far engag-
ed a majority are to open up new plan-
tatlons now belng established with
