One set
are kmown as the “S8an Francisco sub-
acvibapn,” the other as the “Honolulu
eubseribers.”

The company has recogmized the Ho-
molulu subscribers, recelved one naness-
ment from them and entered their
mames on s books. The San Fran-
olsoo subseribers have brought thirty-
three suits in equity to compel the com-
pamy to lssue the shares to them and
bave secured injunctions prohibiting
the lssuing of shares to their rivals,

Meaawhlle, the company belng un-
able to deliver shares, both of the rival

sots of clalmants refuse L0 pay Assess-
meats. The company cannot enforce
payment aguinst the Honoluln sub-
sceribers by selling the shares, becanse
4t da placarded thirty-three deop with
injunctions prohibiting it from dispos-
dng of the shares. It cannot proceed
agalnst the San Francisco subscribers,
because it does oot recognize them and
has already recognized the Honolulu
people; and it the shares are {ssued to
the Ban Franolsco people the Honolulu
claimants threaten to Immediately
bring sult against tho company for the
shares which they have partly pald for
saad which the company has agreed to
fssme to them. Meanwhile the expense
af developing the plantation is golng
on., Assessments to the amount of $800,-
@09 have been collected and spent, and
Castle & Cooke have had to advance
the company §325,000 which Is now due,
and there {8 no money in the treasury.

THE ANTI-IMPERIALISTS,

De Tocqueville sald fifty years ago
i Me "Democracy in America,” that
the rule of the majority in the United
States was that of a tyrant. He was a
prafound bellever in the cause of dem-
ocracy, but in a cold analysis of Its
workings, saw how the theory of self-
government was  serlously qualified.
For, if six millions of voters and free
men must submit to what they con-
selentiously belleve o be the unwise
snd disastrous rule of seven milliong
of other voters, called the “majority,”
thero Is pracueally no solf-rule for
six millions. Thelr only protectlon
agalnst this absolute power of the ma-

continue their revolt against the gov-
srnment? The Expansionists tell tham
to “shut up:” that they are gullty of
erime in abetting the Fllipinoa to kill
our men, and eause onr troasure to be
wasted; that they n=e In a minority,
and minorities, however large, must
ait down In silence, whatever thelr con-
victlons are.

Here at once crops out the tyranny

of the majority which De Toqueville
described. And yet, these Antl-lmper-
jalists are guaranteed the absolute
right of free speech, under the Con-
stitution. They are not gulliy of trea-
son until they commit an overt nct, If
the ruling majority denounce them, are
they not enforcing a moral tyranny
which is, after all, worse than physi-
cal tyranny?
When Cleveland was elected to the
Presidency, the Republicans freely de-
clared that the domination of the Dem-
ocratic party would work the ruin of
the country. Perhaps .t did do great
mischief. Whether it did or did not,
the Republicans refused to sit in si-
lence under the rule of the Devmooratic
majority, They opposed that rule per-
sistently and bitterly, and finully suc-
ceeded in overthrowing it

These efforts of Mr. Atkinson and
his friends, are precisely on the same
lines. They are us sincerely honest as
the Expansionists, Benator Hoar has
certainly the reputation of being an
Intalligent and upright man, At least
Massachusetts thinks so,

But the Anti-lmperialist encourages
the Filipinos to revolt, to Kill our sol-
diers and waste our trensure. He |is
taxed to pay for a war that he belleves
is unjust. He says so, beoause, under
a Republican constitution, he has the
right to say. But his saying so may
be good as powder and ball and rifle
to those in revolt. The attitude of the
Demoeratic party, during the Civil
War, led the South to believe that the
North would finally consent to a sep-
aration. But the government could
not shoot or hang or imprison nll the
Democrats.

S0 these are perplexing quesiions.
Bix milllong of Democratic volers are,
it Is assumed, opposed to the war. Beven
millions of Republican voters are, it
is nssumed, in favor of it.  The Antl-
Imperiallsts say it's “un-American” to
expand. The Republicans say it's “un-
Ameriean” not to expamnd, 8o the air
18 full of the mud-balls of "un-Ameri-
canism.” In the meun time the good
gense of the peaple reaches out for the
wisdom of the hour, while it dodges the
mud-balls, and it wul grasp it, and
make it the policy of the nation,

PRIZE FIGHTING

The prize-fight which oceurred on
Friday night is a vivid reminder that
we are at last within "o elvilizsed coun-
try,” as the traveller sald when he saw
n galows standing on the odge of the
town. Publle sentiment generally sup-
presses, through the law, the exhibition
of powerful men pounding each other
before o large and appreciative aud-
lence, because 1t s sald to be “manly.”
The object of these fighters s not to
secure any “good” whatever, but o
gratify, for the most part, the feelings
of men whose souls are fAlled with
pleasure and even ecstasy when one
man downs another, or one dog downg
another. While prize-fighting without
gloves Is now generally forbldden, the
law makers have made some concession
to those whose lives would be o barren
waste, If their souls canuot be elevated,
and their hearts cleansed, and thelr re-
fined senses gratified by the sight of
two animals engaged in combat. Come-
pelling the fighters to use gloves ls, of
course, depressing to one who has in-
herited and cultivated that love of the
scrimmage, which the Irishman show-
ed, when, In his deapair at the peaceful
condition of the fair, he shouted: “Will
some Jintleman please step on me coat
talle?"

The students In anthropology insist
that this love of combal in men is a
trait or habit, which shows that man
never had a divine origin in Eden as it
is described In Genesls, but that he s
only an evolution from the beast, and
cannot get rid of these propensities
without beuer environments and edu-
catlon. The prize-fght and the cock-
fight and the bull-fight are strong evi-
dinces of the truth of this proposition

Gradually the roots of these tralts
are pulled up by educstion and whole-
suine sentiments,  Until they are en-

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CUMMERCIAL WY
The general prosperity of the entire
country is unnstural. I¢ 18 .he swing
of the pendulum up to the highest de-
gree of the nre of profitable commerce,
Four years ago, the pendulum swung
the other way up the other branch of
the are of commercial depresalon. For
seventy years the pendulom has swung
between adversity and proeperity.

And why? The iron ladustry gives
the answer dn”“its history. This in-
dustry, owing to definite causes which
need not here be explained, has never
in Ameriem provided for a surplus of
iron in storage, a scheme whigh pre-
valls io Scotland and In England. For
six years the output has been limited.
Many blast furnaces were put out of
use, The iron masters have been on
the ragged edge of commepolal fadlure,
for want of markets,

Suddenly prosperity touches trade as
soft rains touch the earth. Every In-
dustry revives and the {ron which s
the basis of all great industries, first
of all. So the supply of iron Mas now
run short, and [ta price enormously in-
creased. The iron masters are strain-
ing thelr resources to meet the de-
mand, The effect of this great and ex-
cessive demand Is to put Into operation
every blast furnace in the ecountry.
Many of these furnaces are out of date,
bt can produce at present prices with-
out loss, Many of them are not situat-
ed in the right localities. All of them
have gone Into blast and are adding to
the market supply. At the present mo-
ment even with the incessant work-
ing of all the furnaces, the supply Is
Inadequate, But, on the other hand,
the amount of the daily outpwt is in
excess of the normal demand, The his-
tory of the iron trade will repeat tself,
Before many montha, the supply of
Iron will be in excess of demand. The
needs of the manufacturers of iron
goods will be in a measure supplied.
The iron masters will compete with
each other in the market. The old
fashioned blast furnaces will be “blown
out,” Prices will fall. In the mean-
tima the prices of wages have gone up
and the cost of producing iron is in-
creasing.

A dull and falling mnrke
means reaction in business, Over pro-
ductlon means tigh. money markets,
The pendulum of trade beging to awing
up the are of depression, 8o the coun-
try passes from the delirinm of pros-
perity to the melancholy and distress
of aver-production.

The writers on this phuge of our com-
mercial lives, suggest the use of o bal-
ance wheel in trade, which will pre-
vent the recurrence of these extreme
effecis. But even if a scheme was in-
vented by whioh excessive production
could be prevented, it conld not be put
Into practice without the consent of the
producers, The Trusts are the balance
wheels in some of the great induostries.
They do prevent the disasters from
over-production, The people will gra-
dually discover, in the present condi-
tion of publle sentiment in America,
that such Trusts as are organized npon
n reasoniable basls, and are not
guniged to “skin the publie,” are the
balance wheels of (rade, and are creat-
ed by the necessities of the situation.
They are the fruit and flower of the
existing species of commercial planits.
Trusts will disappear when the intelll-
gence of the people §s such that a bet-
ter variely of planis is substitated,

That there will be a reaction in trade
prosperity is, of course, beyond ques-
tlon. When it will take place, and how
far the pendulum will swing.up the arc
of depreasion, depends to some extent
on unknown factors.

Although It was sald Ly Heine that
the history of the world was that of
commerce, then wealth, then decay,
and dissolution, he falled 1o see or pre-
dlet that in the future, the educated
woman, instinctively taking a wiser
view of life than men, would stay the
approach of tha deadly “dry rot” which
has heretofore followed materinl pros-
perity. For in her, education will de-
velop and make the strongest force
In the world, not that of wealth, but
what Miss Hazard calls the “power of
fove” This power will oe the intel-
ligent Interpreter of what Ohristianity
I8, and all knowledge will be iis hand-
mald,

Young to the office of Minister of the
lnterior will be generally approved of,
bhecause he {8 an able man, an old resi-
dent, and a thorough man of affairs.
He is famiMar with our commercial af-
falrg, the questions concerning our
mixed races, with our land syatem, and
with our political affaira, His execu-
tive abllity Is shown In the successful
conduct of his own busincss,

While President Dole has been nrged
to appoint other well qualified men to
the office, the responsibllity, after all,
for the conduct of the publie business,
reste on him, and he is justified in
choosing his own advisers and assist-
ants. In the present transition period
Mr. Young will make a safe and strong
adviser,

IS IT A JUST WAR?

Mr. Chamberlain, Colonlal Secretary,
sald In the British House of Commons,
thatthe government would protect Brit-
Ish subjects, wherever they reslde, and
hat the demands made by it upon the
Pransvaal Government were for that
wirpose. The Boers have voluntarily
admitted, even encouraged the British
and other forelgners to bring their
capital to the Transvaal, reside there
and educate their children there. They
have Invited foreigners to setile as the
Kings and Chiefs of Hawall invited
forelgners to settle in these Islands,
But, in these later days, It must be
accepted as a politieal maxim, that an
Intelligent person, possessing also good
sharacter, shall have the right to parti-
sipate In the government of the coun-
try in which he resldes. There are of
course some qualifications upon this
proposition, and the weak point in it,
theoretically, is that there is practi-
cally no impartial arbiteator to  be
found, who can adjust the vights of the
parties,

The Boers, for their own gain and
profit, have admitted Outlanders 1o
their territory, until these forelgners
outhumber the Boers, and are super-
ior to them in brains, education, aml
wealth,  When these resident  for-
eigners agk to be allowed some poli-
tical rights which will protect them
against Boer extortion it I8 refused.
The Outlanders, following the example
of the Americans who engaged in the
Revolutlonary war, protested against
taxation without representation. For-
tunately, there s a powerful friend
and protection behind them, who is sel-
fishly interested in good goyernment
In all parts of the world, hecause good
government In any part of the world

means  incraased trade, Incressed
wealth, increased demand for Britlsh
goods. The American Revolutionists

found a powerful ally in the French
nation.

And there cannot be good govern-
ment In South Africa, if the Boers
make undue trade and political dis-
criminations against respectable for-
elgners,

The United Btates are deeply con-
cerned In the future government of
Africa. On that great continent will
be found In the future, a large popula-
tion of intelligent people who will fur-
vish o vast trade with the United
States. The British are now fighiing
to establish an order of things, which
will secure 1o the American people
commercial rights throughout Africa.
The British, whenever they establish
good government, and open up trade,
do not, ke all other patlons, the
Ameriean eluded, keep It to them-
pelves and forbld competition, So that
the present movement of the British |
towards subdpdng the Hoers, 8 one
that is o the Interests of Che commerce
of the world, and the United States
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nations are purely meércenary In these

movements, and are utterly disregard-
lng the rights of the weaker races, the
verdict of history will be, that these
wars were only Incidents In the march
of a great race through the wilderness
of misrule and ignorance towards the
establishment of universal law,
