Colonel Little' to "Rush tho Passage''
of Cullom RiU.

The fin Francisco Call has the fol-

lowing Interview with Colonel Little,
who Is enrouto to Washington:

Among tho distinguished passongors
who im rived yesterday from tho Isl-
ands is Colonel G. F. Little, now at tho
Palace Hotel. Colonel Llttlo Is a resi-
dent of HIlo and Is on tho way to
Washington to look after tho Interests
of tho American party in tho Hawaiian
Islands during tho passago through
Congress of tho Hawaiian bill.' When seon last evening Colonel Llt-
tlo said that ns a resident of tho Isl-
ands ho had the interests of tho people
very much at heart, and as an attorney
who understood tho technicalities of
legislation ho had been delegated by
those known ,aa tho American party,
or, In other words, thoso opposed to
tho Dole Administration, to go to
Washington and do his best to rush
tho passage of tho hill through Con- -
gress.

BELLJPM
Wires and Plugs Have

Been Delayed.

Factories Running Night and Day --

Ear Telephone Can be Lock-

ed on Lever.

"If our switchboard wires and plugs
for making connections had arrived on
the Australia," said Manager .Cassldy,
"we would havo been able to give our
patrons tho benefit of our new tele-
phone system during the holidays. Wo
have Increased our force on the old
system for the holidays, and yet it Is
difficult for us to make satisfactory
connections. Everybody In town is
telephoning, and it just keeps us on
tho jump from morning till night."

Mr. Cassldy states that all tho tele- -
phono nnd electric outlining factories
arc running night and day in order to
supply recent heavy demands for all
sorts of material and machinery from
Cuba, Porto Rico, tho Philippines and
Increased wants on tho Mainland. It
has been next to Impossible to ship
the wires nnd plugs so far in order to
complete the new system, but tho man-
ager expects them by tho next steam-
er. There will also be a shipment of
500 bell boxes, which will bo placed
abovo the olllco telephones. Tho lat-
ter are all to bo remodeled to meet tho
demands of tho new service, which will
include the removal of the old push-
button arrangement.

One feature of the bell box Is a pat-
ent lever which holds the car tele-
phone. When this is hanging on the
lever, It can bo locked In by a simple
contrivance, and much annoyance Is
avoided from users who pay nothing
for tho privilege of using their neigh
bor's telephone.

Mr. Cassldy, who has tho manage
ment of tho present system, has had
a very large experience in telephone
work. Many of tho older residents
and the newspaper offices in particular
will remember tho old Bell Telenhono
Company, which was under his man
agement, as probably the best-worki-

system ever Introduced into the Isl-
ands. During tho Hfetimo of tho Bell
Telephone Company it had the repu-
tation of being tho best system of
short distance telephone service In tho
world. This was largely owing to Mr.
Cassidy's personal supervision of tho
work. With tho introduction of the
now methods now adopted by tho Mu-
tual Telephone Co., Manager Cassldy
expects to surpass tho comparative
perfection of tho old Boll tolephone
Bystcm.

of the belligerent managers:
"Well," said Colonel Thompson, "It's

this way: I had a talk with Cohen
about playing nt the Orpheum. Nego-

tiations hud gono but njlttlo way when
1 found thnt tho contract wns not tak-
ing shape to suit me. Then I declined
to go further and hooked Tor San
Francisco. Mr. Cohen hired lnwyora
to prosecute nnd stopped the pasnports
of tho Lyric Company. I tcfused to
deal with either tho lawyers or their
client. Mr. Cohen then presented n
certified check or $1,100 to guarantee
tho Lyrics against loss In caso tho ed

Orpheum arrangement was car-
ried out, 1 refused the check, saying
the sum wouldn't buy cigarettes for my
company. Tho lawyers then notified
me that they would attach my

and I roplled by saying that
they could tako thorn without process
of law. The "best lawyers In town toll
mo tho Orpheum hns no claim on mo
that wouhl stnnd the test of courts."

Mr. Cohen of tho Orpheum Theater
stated his side of tho caso as follows:

"Colonol Thompson Is going to show
at tho Orpheum, as I hnvo a contract
with him. Ho feels thnt his expenses
will bo greater than what ho will get
out of it, and ho wants to back down.
I Intend to hold him hero If I hnvo
to stop his passports and attach his
wardrobes and baggage."

It wns learned that tho contract be-

tween the managers wns not a written
one, but merely a verbal agreement
with n memorandum of Colonel
Thompson's figures thereon In his own
handwriting. Mr. Cohen says tho
agreement wns mado in good faith, and
that ho has had his scene painter pro
pare new scones for tho expected opera
productions, and ho himself would ho
"out" considerable money if tho mat-
ter fell through. Mr. Cohen says tho
negotiations hnvo been going on for
u wcok.

It is stated that If the Lyrics occupy
Cohen's stage, the Orpheum troupe will
play meanwhile in HIlo.
