The first qurotlon to bo decid-
ed upon was whether the committee
AhouM adopt the flume or sewer pipes
In the conatrtKMlon of tho waterclosets
ai the Detention Station. Minister
Young said that Dr. Herbert did not
think the flume safe, as he understood
.t wtis to be constructed. There was n
sufficient amount of sewer pipe liere
watch could be used, and this could be
flushed from time to time, say half a
dozen times a day. The sewer pipe
would oe sealed and would meet Dr.
Herbert's objection to tho flume.

.Minister Young at this paint intro-
duced a largo number of plans and
specifications of the system, suggested
by m. as It Is at present used in the
schools of the United States The sani
tation of the system ho deemed perfect
and it was one that had stood the tests
of a nation which was critical in such
matters. He believed wc might adopt
tne regular trap water clost-- t here.
wnitfc could be made in town. There
would oe needed ISO scats in the nro
posed buildingfl nt the Detention Sta
tion under itho flume system; ninety
would do, if tho traps were used. If
Lhere were not sulllelcnt traps in town
one-lta- lf could bo put in and the re-
mainder sent for at once; these would
prouably arrive before the demand
reached them. There were certainly a
sufficient number of trap in town to
start with.

Jir. rnurston uiougnt time uas an
element, under the present circum
stances, and that an attempt to Intro
duce the regular trap system would
cause too much delay waere delay
migbt prove dangerous In tne extreme

Dr. Herbert thought there might be
a combination of the two methods of
flume and trap which would prove
rapid and effective.

Mr. Thurston held the flume to 'be
most practical under tho necessities of
tho occasion because it could bo put in
at once and results could bo reached

Architect Hipley hero went into an
explanation of tho construction of tho
closets and traps as shown under the
flume sys.em, and the question of
"closing up or sealing" flumes and
closets was discussed.

Minister Young presented an outllno
urawing of a cheap wa.ereloset of
cither sheet lead or galvanized Iron,
with Hushing pipes, which lould bo
readily constructed here.

President Dole suggested that, as no
understood the matter, this 'was sup
posed to be a temporary aftair and ho
did not see, if so, why the necessary
expense of permanent closets should be
added, llo thought that If there was
lllenty of water, which 'he understood
there was, he cc.'.ainly agreed with Mr,
Thurston that the flume should be
UBed. This of course would demand a
continuous tupply of salt water for
Hushing.

Mr. Thurston haid he thought that
something permanent bhoiud be made.
He Instanced the cholera time and stat-
ed that wo would not always have the
quarantine at disposal as at that time.
Tjio present case was one where the
quarantine for immigrants could not
bo used. If i. was necessaiy. and he
thought it was, temporary arrange-
ments couKi be made, but a permanent
li.ant should a. so be provided as we
were liab.e to have other epidemics
hereafter owing to our geographical
situation.

A motion by .Mr. Thurcton was made
that the plans and location of tho
buildings .submitted by Mr. Ripley bo
approved by the committee, subject to
an changes that may be hereaf:er de-
termined upon.

.ir. Uolte thought the .buildings
might bo constructed more cheaply, but
the opinion of the other members was
that the buildings should bo lioth com-
fortable and roomy. Hy making ac-
cording to tho plans submitted they
can, .. necessary, be furnished so as to
accommodate twice tno number now
provided for and Rood sanitation utill
bo preserved. Mr. Hipley aiade a rough
estimate, at the request of Minister
loung, t..at tho proposed buildings
would not cost less than ?500 each.
'i-- .e .buildings are to bo placed In ihn?c
rows. The first to hold about 1,700
persons and tho other iwo about 1,300,
ma..1ng total accommodations for some
:j,000 persons. Mr. Ripley also explain-
ed the system of ventilation.

.ir. j. A. Kennedy said It would 1)0
a pity to forco tho better class of the
people who were to go there Into rough
sheds as had .been proposed, he ngreed
with Minister Young thnt they should
bo given at least as good houses as on
tho average plantation.

Minister Young stated that the auct-ion was whether the plana should bo
adoptca or cheaper Diana submitted.
Ho then put Mr. Thurston's motion to
accept tno plans, which was carried.

Considerable discussion iwas held
over tho present needs of construction
at tho btatlon and It was determined
thut room tdiould be provided for GOO
Immediately and for 2,000 as Boon
thereafter as tho contractors could
Ilnl6h tho work, In accordant there-
with Mr. Thurston, moved, and It was
carried, that it bo recommended to the
iwiard of Health that tho Committee be
allowed to provide for 2,000 peoplo.

Merchants Discuss Way

To Relieve It.

The Powers of the Collector General

to Clear WharvesSubject
of a Resolution.

A meeting of tho shipping clement
in the Chaubcr of Commerce was held
at the rooms of that body yes onlay
afternoon in pursuance of a call the
natuio of which Is indicated In this
preamble- - "We. tho tindeislgned,
members oi the Chamber of Commerce
of Honolulu, representing tho shipping
Interests of Honolulu, realizing tin
congested condition of tho harbor and
wharves of this city, deem it advisable
ihat the Collector C.cnoral of ithis pari
should adopt strict methods governing
the clearing of 'the wharves of cargo,
as it is landed from tho various vessels,
and granting to each vessel an allot o-- i

time for discharging at any wharf, be-

lieving that If such .regulations are
adopted the quick discharge and dis-
patch of vessels will lie gieatly facili-
tated."

An Intel esting discussion, in which
neat ly all thoso present took part, fol-
low ed. It was suggested that no pre-
cise time-lim- it eoml bo lled for all ves-
sels dlschaiglng owing to the differ
ence in the character of their cargoes.lt
had become desirable to work nlghi
and day but owing to the .ibsenco )(
electrli lights, night work on wharves
is not always possible in good weather.
To order vessels mm;
.hat had overstayed their limit would
put thmi, for tho time being, out of the
list of ships av.iilablo for sugar ex
IKirtd. It was thought that power to
clear the wharves promp.ly, If confer-
red upon the Collector (ienoral, wou'd
help m.Utei.s, though tome one suggest
ed that as the wharves are very narrow
only ,i fen drajs can operate on them
at a time. The Collector General sug- -
ges;ed thnt the inextricable piling of
the freight was In the way of speedy
clearance and proposed that goods tak-
en out of ships be docked aceoiding to
marks and numbers. Finally aftJr
much pulling and lnullug, the follow-
ing resolutions were adopted, Hon. J
I). Atherton moving them:

Sec. 1. That the Collector General
enfor'o the taking away of all cargo on
the wharf as soon as discharged, and,
if not removed .by the coubiguee within
twenty-fou- r hours after tho same Is
landed from tho vessel, then the Co-
llector General shall have the power to
remove such freight either to the cus
tom warehouse or to such other place
ns may bo designated by tho consignee
(either to be at the option of the Col
lector General); tho cost of such hand-
ling and carting to be at tho expense
of the cgnslgnce of such goods.

Se; 2. That the Collector Genertl
llailt the timo in which each vessel can
llo at ti wharf to and, If the
vessel is not discharged within such
time, then the Collector General slnii
have itho power to remove such vessel
mm tho wharf.
It had been the intention to fix the

legal timo for vosselb to discharge bin
tho Idol was crlven up on the ground of
impracticability.
