On February 21st a meeting of the
Hoard of Health waa held at the oHlcc
of Dr. W. It. Moore. Members pres-
ent: C. C. Kennedy, It. A. Lyman, L.
A. Andrews, Geo. Williams, Diti. draco
and Moore.

The Chair stated that Dr. Grace had
returnod from Honolulu with Instruc
tions from the Control Uonrd of Health
yr. uto iwu io '""6 "'from tho president. Dr. C. 11. Wood:
"Pending .further development of
piaguo in mho, u ucbi uoi 10 uiiuw
any morchand so to bo sent from Hllo
to other dlatrlcts on Hawaii. Mor--

. hAn.HilA mAuInif fpnni 1,111 in
any other place should bo prevented. If
another caso ot plague should occur,
then Hllo must bo Instantly and effect-
ually quarantined, and any posslblo ex-

odus prevented. In order to discover
tho caso early enough to accomplish
this, a dally houso-to-hou- so inspection
should bo Instituted. An immediate
and determined campaign against rats
would bo a wise precaution."

Signed, C. II. Wood, President Hoard
of Health.

Dr. Grace also stated that the presi-

dent had advised that quarantine build-
ings bo built as soon as possible. In
connection with this thero was consid-

erable discussion as to tho best location
for a camp of detention, but nothing
was determined.

Dr. Moore moved that a committee
. of three. C. C. Kennedy, Dr. Graco and

L. A. Andrews, bo nppolnted to prepare
and submit plans for the quarantine
buildings to bo on Cocoanut Island, aa
soon aa possible, carncu unanimous-
ly.

In the matter of quarantining the
town, It was decided best not to do so,
unless there should bo further out-

breaks; bo long a tlmo having passed
Blnce tho suspicious case. Also that a
.strict watch be kept throughout the
town for rovers and cases ot sickness,
and for the present a.houso-to-hous- e

visitation was not wise..
It was thoonso ot tho meeting that

the quarantino of tho town could soon
ho raised If tho present state of things
continued.

Mr. Kennedy was asked to confer
with Mr. Scott, chairman of the Road
Board, to see what better provision
conld bo made In tho removing ot ref-
use from tho town.

Mr. Kennedy advised that steps be
taken to rid the town of tho rats, and
thought tho people should ho notified
to keep domestic animals from dangdr
of poisoning at such times as should bo

decided on. Dr. Graco thought tho mat-

ter was Imperative.
Mr. Androws moved that wo set Sun-

day aftornoon for distributing tho poi-

son, and that volunteers for assisting
in this matter bo Invited to come to
tho court houBe for instructions and
poison, Sunday afternoon at 2 o'clock,
and that notice should be given in all
tho papers. Carried unanimously.

Dr. Mooro moved that they bo warn-

ed against handling dead rats, and that
these bo burned where found. Carried.

Dr. Graco moved that after Monday
noxt tho reward offered for dead rats
bo abollslled. Carried.

Hllo's Plaguo Caso.

Thero is no absolutely deflnlto report
concerning Mrs, Serrao's case, and
never will bo. It seems that the mi-

crobes, ot whatovcr genus or species
they were, pined away, died and be-

came more or less dissolute while they
awaited tho leisurely process ot send-
ing a steamer to Honolulu. Upon their
arrival thero, their own mother
wouldn't havo known them, and Dr.
Hoffmann and tho other experts wero
in a still worse fix.

Dr. Graco, who returned to Hllo by
tho Kalulanl, wbon asked respecting
tho matter, gave practically this re-

port. Ho said too long a tlmo had
olapsod after tho removal of tho mat-
ter containing tho microbes from tho
body, and that no absolute report could
bo given. Ho added, howover, that un-

der tho mclroscopo bacilli wore dis-
covered which oven In their passeo
otato vory closoly resembled tho plaguo
microbe, and on tho wholo tho signs of
plaguo wero much stronger than in
several cases he bad soon In Honolulu,
which wero classed as plaguo thero.
So It would seem on tho wholo as if
the authorities had not mode very
mucn oi a misiaKO wnen wioy uurueu
the Serrao buildings. By the way, tno
statements of medical men to the effect
that plaguo Is comparatively seldom
transmitted by personal contact would
soom to be borne out by tho fact that
nono of tho Sorrao family, nor of those
who attonded Mrs. Sorrao, havo been
Infected. It's ratal that's what It is.
Rats are no good, anyhow.

Tho Father of His Country pasped a
very quiet birthday In Hllo, Even the
tiRunl ball given on this occasion was
lacking. On the whole we aro not near
Iv surh rabid Americans as we were
before nnncxatlon. Herein we resemble
our brethren In Honolulu. Though In
this as In moat other things wo fol-

low a long way off
On Thursday of this week, Mrs. Lil

lian T. Balding, of Walnaku, gave a
moBt delightful afternoon tea In honor
of Miss Willis. Pink was the color
scheme in the decorations and-wa- s most
daintily and grncefully carried out.
Mrs. Balding was assisted by Mrs. Sev-
erance, Mrs. Scott, Miss Severance,
Miss Richardson and MIbs Sumner.

The Serrao residence was reduced to
ashes on Saturday, together with all Its
contents, except the family, who were
considerately removed to cocoanut Isl-
and, whero they will pass a fifteen
dnys' quarantine. Tho Inventory mado
of tho total property destroyed amounts
to not far from $8,000. Tho figure set
on this matter by Mr. Serrao differs
but slightly from that of tho Govern
ment.

It would seem that Hllo might be
now safely declared a clean port.
Twenty-on- e days have elapsed since
tho appearance of our first and only
caso of plague, ir it was plagne, ana
all sourcos of infections danger con-

nected with that have been destroyed.
There is not tho smallest probability
that another caso will occur, connect-
ed In any way with tho first one, and
we have no occasion to suspect any
other plaguo centers.

Sunday evening the fire alarm was
sounded at just about the time the Hllo
worshipper was sinking Into his favor-
ite pew for rest and recreation. The
charms of a fire proved more seductive
to some than tho beauties of holiness,
but when they arrived at the supposed
scene of tho Arc, Qunl's storo on Brldee
street, they found It was a false alarm
and returned to tho houso of worship
to find tho best boxes taken. In spite
of C per cent Insurance a Are Is a
hard thing to start In Hllo.
