Sabbath law. The list of those who
were taken to tho police station yester-
day for offenses alleged to have been
committed on last Sunday includes nine
Orientals and two whites. David Law-
rence who sells cigars on Fort street,
and Mr. Fltzpatrlck who does the same
on the same street, are the white men,
and the Orientals are Mow Sing, Mrs.
L. Ah Chong, Mrs. Morlmoto, Ah Kwal,
Y. Nakata, W. Tal Tow, You Kong, Lee
Llm and Tal Kee. Mrs. Morlmoto hns
a barber shop and store on King street
and it Is alleged that she did on the 2nd
day of September, "said day being the
Sabbath day, perform certain labor, the
same not being a work of necessity or
mercy, to wit: by keeping open a cer-
tain store and barber shop on King
street. In Honolulu, Oahu. and selling
goods therefrom to the public, etc., etc."
Mrs. L. Ah Chung Is guilty of the same
offense as Mrs. Morlmoto, nccordlng to
the police. The other Orientals are In-

cluded In the same category.
Those who are accused of breaking

the Sabbath laws were compelled to
put up ball at the police station to ob-

tain their liberty.

WAIALUA COMPANY

TO GET THE WATER

Supply in Forests Back of Wu- -

hiawii to be Mude Use of
by it in the Future.

The Walalua Agricultural Com-
pany has practically received a
decision from the Government In re-

gard to the water supply in the forests
back of Wahlawa. Yesterday Governor
Dole sanctioned tho granting of the
water rights In the forests to the Wal-
alua Company as against the Wahlawa
Company, It was a bad day fori tho
latter plantation for In the Circuit
Court a land decision was given for
their opponents, who happened to bu
the Walalua Agricultural Company
also.

Tho question of the water rights be-
gan some time ago when A. E. Nichols
and John Emmcluth mado application
for the water rights and agreed if tho
deal was consummated to fence the
forests whence tho water supply came
and protect It. Tho Governor, how-
ever, had already received a similar ap-
plication from tho Walalua Agricul-
tural Company. A third application
had also boon on flle from tho colonists
of the Wahlawa California colony, Tho
proposition of tho Walalua Agricultural
Company had a provision that In tho
event of Its uelntr Branted tho water
rights tho company would furnish wa-

ter for tho colonics at a reasonable
rote, although In the application tho
rati-- a were not given.

Describing the engagement west of
Tlen-Tsl- n, August 8th, a special dis-
patch says: The Sixth United States
Cavalry worked with drill like precision
In the hand to hand lighting and the
Chinese only escaped through the
bungllig nf General Dnrwnrd.

A dispatch to a news agency from
Shanghai, dated August 23rd, says eight
survivors of .the fourteen English mis-
sionaries who started together from
Shan Si have leached Hankow after
suffering frightful barbarities.

A Japanese soldier at Tlen-tsl- n be-

came n martyr by deliberately going
up to the ctty gates and applying u
match to the gun cotton laid to blow
them up, after the wires refused to
work. Japan rejoices over the laurels
her troops are receiving In China.

St. Petersburg dispatches announce
good progress In tho Mancburlau cam-
paign. The, town of Morgen was cap-
tured August 18th, with trilling Russian
loss, while the Chinese suffered se-
verely, leaving ten guns, 700 rifles, and
large quantities of ammunition In the
hands of the Russians.

Admiral Courrcjolles, the French
commander In Chinese waters, cabled
to the Navy Department here under
date of Aug. 28, that a council of the
admirals notified the foreign legations
at Peking that It was decided to hold
Li Hung Chang on board ship until the
opening of negotiations between the
powers nnd China.

LI Hung Chang has received word
that the allies entered Peking easily,
because the troops of General Tung"
Fuh Slang utterly refused to face the
allies. According to the Shanghai cor-
respondent of the Dally Express, Earl
LI, recognizing the futility of an at-
tempt to drive the foreigners from Chi-
na, now professes conversion to reiorm
principles.

Neither tho commanders nor the dip-
lomats were In communication with the
Chinese government on August 17th.
They were then searching for Prince
Tuan. Among the puzzling reports as
to the' whereabouts of the Empress
Dowager Is one from St. Petersburg
that she Is in the vicinity of Peking,
but surrounded. The Emperor seems to
have disappeared Apmplptely.

All the dispatches .point to the fact
that when the latest message reaching
London left Pekg the commanders
were somewhat at sea regarding their
futurp actions, all awaiting Instructions
from their governments. The foreign
residents appear to have been sent to
Tlun-Tsl- n, although the St. Petersburg
correspondent ot the Dally Mall says
the Ministers will not leave Peking un
til negotiations for Indemnity are under
way.

General Chaffee, so It la asserted,
maintained that the Chinese bad been
adequately punished already and that
it would be unwise to take the Impsrlal
palace. This explains the withdrawal
of the Americans after breaching three
gales, ns cabled by the special corres-
pondent of the Associated Press. The
Russian general, however, maintained
that his government had declared war
against Chlnn, and that, therefore,
there was no reason to prevent him
carrying hostilities Into tho sacred
precincts.

Delayed advices to Router, dated Pe-

king, August Hth, reiterate the state-
ments regarding the treachery of the
Chinese on tho night before tho relief.
They had Informed the' members of the
legations that orders had been Issued
to cease firing. This was followed by.
a desperate nttnek, and It wna only the
welcome sound of the cannon of the re-

lieving force In the morning that re-

newed the courage of the foreigners.
The correspondent adds: "Tho Chinese
admit having lost 3CO0 In the various
attacks upon tho legations. Our rations
dwindled to one pound a day. consist-
ing of horseflesh nnd rice. When tho
Americnn detachment attacked, tho
whole Chinese force concentrated
against them, leaving the Shn-H- o gate
unwatched, whereupon the British en-

tered there without tho loss of a man."
