He left four signa-
tures Indubitably genuine, .ill dissimi-
lar and eUdt'ntly tr.iced. He had no
books; there Is no evidence thnt
over went to any but u mral primary
hcbool; not a sciap of his manuscript
was left behind, never corresponded
with anybody, and neither ot his
daughteis could read or for
both signed law papers with their
marks.
