The snloon exists not only because
sonic men drink but bccnuse nil men

have social Instincts. Saloons In their
way arc clubs. They offer n conversa-
tional exchange, Beats nml tables, cards,
"bright Hunts, periodicals, various do-

mestic conveniences, something to eat
and drink. Men whose homes are lone-Born- e

or scjunlld and who cnnnot or do
not care to move In Rood society so to

the saloons to take their ease and meet
their friends. They can go in any
clothes they have; they are not asked
to show credentials; they may stay and
enjoy themselves so Ions as they be-hn-

nnd while the saloon keeps open.

The place elves them whnt some men
get In fashionable clubs or In their
homes or In visiting the homes of other
people. Wlthoul such resorts or witls-iactor- y

substitutes for them, these men
would become almost desperate In their
loneliness and discomfort.

Now If It were possible to abolish the
saloonB It would be the bounden duty
of temperance reformers to set up poor

men's clubs to meet the demand which
the social side of the saloon supplies.

It would never do to put out nil . the
light and cheer In the rum shops and

beer halls and provldo no other light
nnd cheer for the men who had been
turned Into the street. From the closed
door of the snloon a customer must be
able to turn to the open door of some
resort which lacks none of the elements
of comfort, save the one attraction of

to which he has been accustomed.
Otherwise, he will sooner or later re-

establish the saloon or ro to a worst-place- .

Of course this Is an old story. 'I he
answer we hear Is that temperance sa-

loons or holly tree Inns have been
opened time nnd again and closed for
lack of support and this even In smnll
places where It has been possible to
shut up the saloons. The remedy, wo

are told, has been tried nnd found
wanting. Hut. we rejoin, has It been
tried In the right way? Has there ever
been an attempt to reproduce the saloon
In all Its details except the sale of

drinks? If thoro has been we
do not know of the circumstance.

Some years ago In n central New
York town the churches established a
holly tree Inn to which they hoped to
attract men from the drink taverns.
So much money was subscribed that
they were able to Jit the place up
beautifully and sell food nnd soothing
drinks at cost. Oysters were fifteen
cents n large plate and coffee wns three
cents a cup. Two flagons of birch beer
were sold for a nickel. A few rummy

Experience counts for
nothing; racial conditions are never
thought of; human nature Is not con
sulted: the history of past experiments
Is never read: the reformer simply
swoops down like u wolf on the fold
declares that because Honolulu deals
with crime nnd the social evil nnd a
few other things differently from
Rangor, Maine, or Princeton, New Jer-
sey, this plnce Is a sink-hol- e iniquity,
Infested by criminals who are protected
and encouraged by hypocrites. If they
find this view supported by the talk of
some local political demagogue on or
off the bench some man on whose pri-

vate character a lump of coal would

AVe are led to these remarks by the
hasty generalizations which' visiting
strangers have made about llie place
known as Iwllel.

Tho names of all tho principal ofllcors
appointed by tho Governor nt the time
of tho organization of the Territory will
have to bo submitted to tho Senate by tho
Governor for confirmation. Many Im-

portant matters will be acted upon and
"it Is probable that tho greater part of
'the time will bo occupied In discussing
tho question of municipal government,
though It Is not expected that any defi-

nite action will bo taken at the comlntt
session.
