The order wns made on the applica-
tion of Attorney Hiooks upon a writ of
habeas corpus In which he alleped that
the defendant was Illegally leStrulned
ofhls liberty because'he hud never been
Indicted by a grand jury. The court,
without hearing arguments as to the
legality of such a proceeding, ordered
the release of, a man, who by his own
admission la guilty of the cilme of
murder. Chlda was one of the Jap ar-

rested for the klllhifr ofYe Kouk Sing
during the Kahuku'riots of March 26;

1S99, and when he was brought befoie
Judge Perry he entered a plea of guilty
in the hope of .receiving a light' sen-

tence. Het-wa-s sentenced to- - Oahu
prison for a term of twenty ydarsnrM
has served over two years.
