the palal, not taking into account the
extra ratlon of flour which was made
necessary by that fallure, Superintend-
ent Neynold's report on the matler,
sont from Molokal, was as follows:

“T have to report that the palal
schooner has not arrived yet, and was
not visible whap we left Halawa Point
at daybreak. find that Saturday at
noon sha was nbreasy of the Molokaj
light, with a falr wind; Bunday she
was abreast of the seftlement, and thit
iz the last I can hear of her except
that at Halnwa 1 heard she wias seen
making townrds Kuhulul yegterday. Of
course, we will have two lots of stale
palal dumped here after having serv-
ed out & ration of flour. 1 think there
must be something crooked in work-
Ing of the schooner, for 1T am told
that with the prevalllng wind of Sat-
uriday last she ought to have reached
Kahulul between Saturday night and
Sunday morning.”

Dr. Ollver's report upon the condi-
tiong of the Inmates of the Molokal
mettlement showed o fever (o have been
prevailing there which was seriousiy
affecting some of the lepers. There
wore fourteen deaths during the month
of November, Including the suppused
death by drowning of one of the in-
mates of the Boaldwin Home, and the
denths of  two Infants. There Were
elght ensges of chicken pox, and s
three developed In one day, It was
thought advisable to close the schools
for a time. There was only one deith
from fever, atd but one new ciase,

Dr, Qliver describes  the fever as
similar to the one eptdemic in 1586 and

1897,  Sinece the commencement of ll]-'
epldemic In July last there wers 132
cages, with 9 deaths, Several kokugs

were also attacked, but their condition
wns not serious,
