"That neither the high sheriff nor
the Attorney Creral nor the Auditor
General have anv control over tho sher-
iff of Hawaii while acting for the court
or for the clerk of this court.

"That Sec. 79 of tho Organic Act
gives no power to tho high sheriff to
Interfote with or otherwise obstruct

of court in the transaction
of public business or to defied the
course of any proceeding or Incident
thereto Into other or different channels
than .that directed by tlie court.

"That the defendant having shown
no Justification for his disobedience of
the orders of this court, and the court
being fully advised, finds the defend-nn- t.
