OF PUBLIC LANDS

D. C, Apiil H.
IteprcsentatUe llobinson, of

a Democratic member of
the committee on terrltoties, has

the following bill, which he
declared to me today was Just the thing
to mul.e the organic act of Hawaii
complete and peifect from the Legi-
slators htandpoint. He added tlmt It
was the Intention of the framem of the
oigaulc net to have such a provision
Insetted, but that they failed. The
complete let of Mi. ltobhiGon'B bill
follow a '

A bill to amend nn act entitled "An
act to provide a government for tho
Territory ol Hawaii."

Be It emu ted by the Senate cud
Houhc of ltepresentatUes of the United
States of America In Congress assem-
bled, That section suventy-tlue- e of an
act entitled "An act to provide a gov-
ernment for the Territory of JLiwall,"
is heieby amended so as to lead as
follows

"Sec. 7. That the laws of Hawaii
telatlng to public lands, the settlement
of boundaries and the iHsiiatioe of put-- 1

ents op awards, ex-
cept ns chungi-- by this act, shnll con-- j
tlnue in force until Cungiess shall oth-eiwl- se

puldc. That, subject to the
approval of the President, all sales,
grants, leases, nnd other dispositions
of the public domain, and agreements
concerning the same, and all fran-
chises granted by the Hawaiian Gov-
ernment In conformity with the laws
of Hawaii between the seventh da of
July, eighteen bundled and ninety-eigh- t,

and the twentj -- eighth day of
September, eighteen hundred and iilnc-ty-nl- ne,

are hereby ratllled and con-
firmed In said laws 'land patent'
shall be Milistltutivl for 'royal patent,'
'Commissioner of Public Lands' for
'Minister of the Interior,' 'Agent of
Public lands,' and 'Commlsslonei of
Public Lands,' ol their equivalents; itliii
the wuids 'that 1 nm a citizen of the
United Sinter,' oi 'that I have declared
my Intention to become a citizen of the
United States, as reepilred by law, for
the wends 'that I am a citizen by birth
(or naturalisation) of the Itepubllu or
Haw all oi 'that I have received let-
ters of denization under the Republic
of Hawaii,' or 'that I have received a
certificate of special right of citizenship
from the Itepubllc of Hawaii' And no
leane of agricultural land shnll h re-- 1

newed by the Government ot the Tenl-tor- y

of Hawaii; nor shall any lcai-e- ,

sale, or other disposition be made of,
or any easement upon, over, or across
the public lands of the Territory be
granted to any corporation, associa-
tion, or Individual until Congress shall
otherwise direct All funds arising
from the sale or Ieahe or other dlspo-- i
sal of such lands heretofore made,'
shall be appropilateel by the laws of the
Government of the Territory of Hawaii
and applied to such uses and purposes,
ror the benefit of the Inh'ibltnnts of
the Territory of Hawaii as are con-
sistent with the Joint resolution of an-
nexation, approved July seventh,
eighteen hundred and ninety-eigh- t:

Provided, That there shall be excepted
from the provisions of this section all
lands heretofore set apart or reserved,
by Kxecutive order or orders, by the
President of the United States."

Sec. 2. That this act shall take effect
from and after the date of the ap-
proval thereof. .

"A lame amount of the capital ha

"The chief need of Hawaii today, as
In any undeveloped countiy, Is capital,
lib the opportunities of profitable de-

velopment are gientcr than the avail-
able capital. The rapid development In-

dicated has been a severe strain on the
community, ns the people were trying
to do more business thnn the capital
available Justified. This has resulted In
a tight money marKct, but with
frcarcely any failures owing thereto.

"The llnaiicl.il situation is Improving,
however, ns most of the new enter- -
prises have reached n producing stnge
nnd are now making returns. If It were
not for the present abnormal low pi Ice
of sugar the islands would be In an
t xccedlngly prosperous condition. As It
Is they are holding their own.

THU LAIIOR SUPPLY.
"One of the most serious problems

the people of Hawaii have to face Is
labor supply. Tho sudden change from
the contract to the sys-t- e

m unsettled to u great extent tho
minds of the laborers, and foi a yeat
or moic after the organic act became
operative the lahoieis weio In nn ex-- ti

cutely lestlcss condition. No one
iweincel to know Just whnt to expect.

"Wages went up from JI2.S0 and JIG
a month to 20 nnd V-- for unskilled la-

bor. The situation Is now much Im-

proved. The lestlessness of the labor-
ers has dUappenied, and many are
working who thought that American
Institutions meant living without wink-
ing. The present wages are IS to $20
a mouth for Held laborers. TenmsterH
and plowmen get nbout $1 a day, while
all classes of skilled labor, such as

are better paid than on the
mainland.

"Throe general ralltoads have been
Incorporated since annexation. Onu
company has constructed und has In
opeiatlon forty mllca of track on thu
Island of Hawaii. Two othets with fa-
vorable piospects anil good locations
through ilch districts are seeking lo
llnance their companies In this coun-tr- j,

hut ho far unsuccessfully The lo
cations are so favornble thnt, with
profitable Installation, they must event-
ually succeed.

"In consideration of ttie fact that
Congress has passed laws giving cus-
toms receipts of Porto llleo and the
Philippines to the local government and
lias also t emitted to them duiles col-
lected In the United States on imports
fiom those Islands, it would be no more
than fair for all the customs lerelpts to
go tovuiel meeting the expenses of the
plague. This, too, In view of tho fact
that the United States has already col-
lected from the Hawaiian Islands a
sum also equal to the entile atijoiiut ot
such expense.
