otllcer who has been detailed to receive
surrenders

The llorr leader goes out to meet a
commando and r turns ut its head. The
Boers who come In are gem rally dress-e- d

In dilapidated clothing, hut have a
smart and soldierly Inuring Those who
nrc to surrender are nssembled, and
the Boer leadi r delivers nn address to
his men urging them to listen to the
British otllcer who has been detailed on
this work. The British officer then
mak s n speech to the men of the com-
mando, in which he Informs them of
tho admiration of King Kdwurd anil
the British nntlon for the gallant strug
gle und the bravery of their people, nnd
promises that the British authorities
will do their utmost to help them re
settle on their farms. A meal is then
provided for the Boers, nfter which the
formal surrenders occur.

In many such Instunces the Boers
have cheered King Edward, and they
have sometimes expressed surprise that
no army was sent out to receive their
surrenders. The Boers are allowed to
retain their horsi-- and saddles. The
majority of them uppenr to be glad
that the war is ut nn end nnd thnt they
will now lie able to Join their families.

A few of the Boer women still In-

veigh against surrender, but the gen-
eral feeling umong them Is in favor
of making the best of the situation.

Throughout the dominions; of tho
Biitlsh empire, nnd especially in all
the principal towns of South Africa,
thanksgiving services for the return of
pence were held today. Lord Kitch-
ener attended a thanksgiving servlceVat
Pretoria, at which C000 British troops
were piesent.

The service of thanksgiving for there-t-

urn of peace was held today in the
principal square of Pretoria. The sun
shone brilliantly und the sight was
most Impressive. Outside of the roped
lnclosureif troops were gathered many
thousands of the townspeople and a
goodly sprinkling of Boers, whose de-
meanor wns most respectful. The Arch-
bishop of Cupe Town officiated at the
reivice, anil Lord Kitchener, Oneral
Biuleji-Powc- ll nnd Iidy Methuen, wife
of General Methuen, and other promi-
nent persons weie- - pie-sen- t The mnssed
bunds of various regiments supplied the
'mlhl'' anfI tI troops and people Joined
in Muslin; me jiynins wiin wonueriui
effect. The singing of "nod Save the
King" nnd Hudyard Kipling's "Keccs- -
Hionttl" closed the service. Lord Kitch-
ener then mounted a dais and culled for
llnee cheers for King Edward. The
response of eveiybody assembled in the
square was Immediate and uui entrain
ed
