WABHINGTON, December 26, —Pres-
ident Roosevelt finally declded today
that he would not act as arbitrator in
the Venezuelan difficulty. As a resull
the whole matter will be referred Lo
The Hague tribunal for settlement,
Ths creasident's decislon was announ-
ced today after a meeting of the Cab-

inet.
ITALY INFORMED,

ROME, December 27.—Ambassador
Meyer to-day presented to the Forelgn
Cfficg Presldent Roosevelt's note on the
subject of Venezuelan arbltration.

The President says that, although he
48 very much gratified at the confidence
the Fowers bave shown in bhim by
choosing him as arbitrator, which posi-
tion he would have accepted if there
were no other means of solving the
question, ‘he thinks it better to &ub-
mit the case to The Hague Tribunal,
especially as all the Powers concerned
are willing,

The President adds that as there is
mo question of national honor or
cesglon of territory Involved, after
thorough consideration and in accord
with all the Powers concerned who
have shown an honorable spirit of
mutual consideration and moderation,
he is glad to be Informed that they
all have agreed to submit the ques-
tion to The Hague Tribunal.

GERMANY'S DISAPPOINTMENT.

BERLIN, December 27.—The German
government |s disappointed by Presi-
dent Roosevelt's declination to be ar-
bltrator in the Venezuelan dispute, bt
in pursuances of his declsion wlll cor-
respond at once with Great Britain
and Italy on the subsidiary guestions
that must now be agreed upon, such
as raising the blockade and the defi-
nite form of request whereby Vene-
guela on one slde and Germany,
Great Britain and Italy on the other,
will ask The Hague Tribunal to ad-
judge the dispute. The Interchange of
views on these and other requirements
probably will take place at Washing-
ton, where the Ambassadors can confar
freely with Secretary Hay and obtain
through him Presaldent Castro's assent
to ths precise propositions. The Qer-
wan Foreign Office conslders Washing-
ton a convenlent place for further
regotiations. Forelgn Secretary von
Richthofen regrets the long delay
which is llkely ensue before the final
adjustment of the controversy, Ie
had relled upon President Roosevelt's
personality to take up the case and
reach a decislon quickly, Baron von
Richthofen recognizes the declination
is in wtrict accard with his message of
December 2 in which, referring to The
Hague Tribunal, he sald: "It ls far
better where possible to Invoke such a
permanent tribunal! than to create
speclal arbitrators for & glven pur-
poae.’

BISHOP OF PANOPOLIS

PASSES AWAY AT MISSION:

After hovering between life and death for more than a month
the Right Reverend Gulstan F. Ropert, Bishop of Panopolis
and vicar Apostolic of the Catholie Mission in the Hawaiian Isinnds,
died lnst night at 10:20 o'clock at the Mission House, His death
bad been expected ginee 6 o’clock at which time the frail prelate was
unable to more than articulnte or to raise his thin white hands with.
out assistance. He was unconscious up to the time of his death,
unable to see the faces of the devoted clergy gathered near his coueh.

The funeral will take place on Wednesday morning at 10 o'clock
from the Cathedreal, the intermient to take place in the Catholiz
Cemetery on King street. Today and tomorrow the body will lie in
state in the parlors of the Mission.

One of the priests entered the sick chamber at 6 o'clock and asked
the Bishop for his benediction. The dying prelate lifted his eyes
to the cross near by and slowly gave the benediction in Latin, but
his hands had to be raised to make the sign of the cross. When at
last there was no sign of life the Fathers fell upon their knees and
said the De Profundis. Surrounding the bedside were Pro Vicar
Libert, Fathers Matthias, Valentin, SBylvester, Benhor A. de SBouza
Canavarro, Brothers Willebrod, Bylvester, Lawrence and Lappe and
Mr. Fiynn, Dr. Herbert being the physician in attendance,
