WAINIHA VALLEY WATER
FOR ELECTRICAL PURPOSES

W. A, Kinney, attorney for W. E.
Rowell in the matter of his recent ap-

plication to the Board of Supervisors |

of the Island of Kaual for a right of
way over certain public highways on
that island to electrieity,
makes the following statement In re-

transmlit

gard to the proposed enterprize:

“The Island of Kaual has more wa-
ter power than It can utilize for years
to come. The greatest user of power
on that Island at present is the Me-
Bryde plantation which can, when
fully developed, ulillze twenty-filve
hundred horse-power. W, H. Rowell
recently gecured a fifty-year lease of
the water power of Walniha valley,
owned by a hul of Hawalians, who
granted the lease on favorable terms,
his Intentlon belng to generate elec-
tricity and transmit it to other parts
of the Island.

“The McBryde Sugar Company, on
certain conditions, Is willing to lease
most of this electric power, and Mr.
Rowell, with the aid and support of
that company, Is now seeking to secure
a rlght of way for poles and wires to
transmit electricity from Walnlhn,
which I8 on the windward side of the
{eland, to the MecBryde plantation,
which is on the leeward side.

“The best route, according to the
report of the engineers, s across the
mountain from Wainiha through the
Walmea district over government lands
under lease to private parties, The
plan wasg to go on certaln trails claimed
to be anclent public trails, Those In
possession of the adfolning lands, how-
ever, claimed that the public have
abandoned the use of these tralls and
that they are now nothing but private

tralls maintained for their own cone
' venlence.

, “The Board of Supervisors for Kaual,
on the application of Mr. Rowell, de-
elded the other day to anssume the po-
sitlon that these traills had not been
abandoned and were still public tralils,
and granted a llcense to Mr. Rowell
!lo use the same for poles and wires,
There was doubt as to their power to
do 8o, but the Supervisors having
speclally pledged themselves to the vo-
ters of the Hanalel distriet, before elec-
tion, to ald and promote this enterprize,
and being in doubt as to the outcome of
the County Act, decided to act prompt-
ly and put themselves on record un-
erlulvnr_-hlly as favoring the prompt de-
velopment of the Walniha proposition,
and ready to do anything In thelr pow-
er to help it along, and therefore,
granted the license Iln question.

“The death of the County Act has
nullified the license given except ns a
declaration of the desires and wishes
nf the electors on that Island.
