Andrews as
Tampering With Witnesses to Defeat the
Government in Lahainaluna Water Case.

John W, Kalua, lately deposed from the Maui cireuit judgeship
by President Roosevelt, would appear to have had but unsatisfying
experience of the role of a dreadful example. Apparently he is not
tnwilling, since testing the limitations of the bench, to subject the
privileges of the bar to a test for ascertaining the breaking strain of
judicial forbearance.

Attorney General Lorrin Andrews yesterday received a wireless
telegram from Mani, informing him that Mr. Kalua had called a mass
mecting of the natives and advised them to testify against the claim
of Lahamaluna Seminary in the water rights contest with PPioneer
MAill Co, Mr. Kalua's argument is that by the defeat of its claim the
school will be wiped out, when the people would have all the water
they needed because the plantation would not need the entire sup-
ply.

The proposition that the deprivation of the water would de-
stroy the school is taken by the Attorney General as sound enough,
for the present aim already well advanced in fulfillment of making
the seminary a Territorial agricultural college would be rendered
nugatory if the water supply were eliminated.

Commissioner |. Lot Kaulukou begins the trial of the water
rights case at Lahaina today. Noa W. Aluli of the Attorney Gener-
al’'s department takes care of Lahainaluna's case on behalf of the

“It is my wish to be at the World's Fair at St. Louis on June
15, to attend the national gathering of Sons of the American Revo-
lution, having been clected a delegate thereto by the Hawaiian So-
ciety, S. AR,

“1f T can reach St. Louis before that time, and get there with
Kuhio, from there traveling with him to Chicago, it will be very
satisfactory. 1 wired today to get headquarters for the Hawaiian
delegation at the Auditorium Annex during the sessions of the Re-
publican National Convention.”

necessary to an intelligent (ransaction
of the business thereof, at the expiration
of which time Enelish shall be the sole
official langtiage.

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RELIEF O
 PORTUGUESE

Delegate Introduces a
Punchbowl! Land
Bill.

—

Delegate Kalanianaole on April 18 in-
troduced into the Heuse a bill for the

relief of the Portuguese residents on
l-{nnvh!mw!. who have acauired leases on
Government land.  The introduction of
the hill is the result of the action begun
by Representative Frank Andrade and
J. F. Durao, during the political cam-
paign of 1902, The object sought is
government intervention for the Portu-
rguese residents who had obtained homes
on leases from the Government. The
leases begin to run out in 1912, and the
Portuguese desired to have the oppor-
tunity of taking over the property at
that time,

The ll is as follows:

A BILL
For the Relief of the Occupants of Cer-
tain Government Lands on  the

Slopes of Punchbowl, in the City
of Honoluly, in the Territory of
Hawaii.

Whereas, the lease of certain lands
of the class commonly known as Crown
lands, on the slupes of Punchbowl, made
and executed by the Hawaiian Govern-
ment on the 15th of August, 1882, to
Edward Lilikalani, and now held by Ka-
piolani Estate, expires on the 15th of
August 1912; and,

Whereas, said lands for many years
past have been and now are inhabited
by about 6,000 persons, mostly of Por-
tugnese blood, but largely citizens of the
United States and of said Territory, and
almost without exception of persons
either citizens or eligible to become citi-
zens, who have erected about 1,000
homes upon said land and have spent
many hundreds of thousands of dollars
in improving and beautifvine the same,
and who in natural justice should have
a preferred right to obtain title to their
homes; Now, therefore,

Be it Enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assem-
bled, That vpon the expiration of said
lease the occupants of said lands who
have made improvements thereon shall
have the option of purchasing the sev-
ernl tracts so occupied and improved,
respectively, at a fair market price,
to be fixed by a commission of three per-
sons to he appointed by the President of
the United States.

See. 2. ‘That in fixing the price of
said lands tenants of the same for two
or more years next preceding said ap-
praisement shall be entitled to a reduc-
tion of price equal to the fair market
value of the improvements which they
have made,

The bill was referred to the committee
on the Territories and ordered to be
printed.

MAUL WILL
FARE WELL

Maui stands well for an early expend-
iture thereon of a hberal amount of loan
money, Governor Carter yesterday gave
a rapid outline of public works being
put under way for that island.

Plans and specifications for the Kula
homesteads road have been prepared.

Surveys have been made and estimates
are being completed for construction of
the Naliku road. The $4o0,000 appro-
priated for this object will not be suffi-
cient to complete work, The Engineers
are now preparing  specifications  for
as great a distance as the road can be
built for the money.

The department engineers have dug up
the former surveys and are making es-
timates for the lao Valley road. Again
the appropriation, £10,000, proves not
enough for the work.

An attempt will be made at once to
locate the trail up Haleakala, provided
