He founded in 1860
the house of Jay Cooke & Co. which handled the larger part of
the $200,000,000 bond isste by the United States during the Civil
War.  Afterward Mr. Cooke handled large enterprises, including
the building of the Northern Pacific R. R, but in the depression of
1873 the firm failed and a panic resulted, Later Cooke made a new
fortune and became a large owner of Western land, For years he

had been a patron of the Ogontz Girls' School, at Ogontz, Pa. The ~

school is situated on the property where Cooke lived before he lost
it in the panic of 1873,
